Declaration of Cuban Belli orency
Greeted with Enthusiasm

by the Pcplc

The Cuban resolutions passed
by the House of Representatives
at Washington in concurrence with
the Senate aro as follows

Resolved 111 9 1 in the opinion of
Congres3 n condition of public
war exists between tbo Govern
incnt of Spain and the Government
proclaimed and for some time
maintained by force of arms by
the people ot Culm and that the
United States of America should
maintain a strict neutrality between
the contending powers according
to each all the rights of belliger-
ents

¬

in the ports and territory of
the United States

Resolved further that the friend-
ly

offices of the United States
should be offered by the President
of the Spanish Government for the
recognition of the independence of
Cuba

The Philadelphia Press says
Belligerency is a question both

of fact and of policy Mr Hitt in
his speech to the House on the
Senate Cuban resolution had no
difficulty in showing that bclligcr i

ency existed as a fact in Cuba and
that it was the policy of the United
States to recognize it

Spam with a force outnumber
