Republican Congressmen Returned
by Increased Majorities.

Another Black Eye for Free

Silver.

LouisviLLE, Ky., Sept. 14.--=Two hun-

dred out of 350 towns in Maine show a Re-
publican majority of 52,000, which is a gain
of 40,000 over the majority n 1892. One
hundred and fifty towns are yet to be heard
from. All of them are certainly Republican,
and the majority will probably run up to
sixty or seventy-five thousand in the State.
The Chairman of the Democratic State Com-
mittee concedes a Republican majority of

45,000.

Hon. Llewellyn Powers, of Houlton, is made Maine's
Governor by yesterday's election, which gives such unpre-
cedented Republican gains, beyond the wildest claims of
party leaders.

Chairman Manley, of the Republican State Committee,
anticipated a total vote of 140,000 if the weather should be
good during voting hours. He expected 80,000 of these
would be Republican, the remaining 60,000 representing the
combined opposition. - This would have given only 20,000
But Mr. Manley, al-
though he confessed that his canvasses had. failed to show
what the slump in the silver Democratic vote might be, yet
he hoped that at the last moment there would be many who
would bolt the silver ticket. The number of silver bolters
has increased the expected Republican majority of 20,000 or
30,000 to the enormous figures of 50,000 or 71,000.

The Republican gains have gone beyond the wildest hopes
of the party leaders and show how very strong is the convic-
tion of the people against free silver and repudiation. The
present campaign in the Pine Tree State has been the most
vigorous for twenty years. And never in that time has so
much interest been manifested. During the past three weeks
more than 700 speeches have been delivered througout the
State by orators of both parties, and both parties have dis-
tributed‘v tons of campaign literature. Reed, Dingley, Milli-
ken and Boutelle are all elected to succeed themselves in
Congress. The State Senate with 31 members remains un.
animously Republican and the House of Representatives of
151 members is probably 146 Republican, 5 Democratic,

The Republican majority of 45,000 as conceded by the Chairman
of the State Democratic Committee, is 15,000 grin over the majority
of 1894 which year gave the largest Republican majority in the histary
of the State. The free silver knell is sounding, roaring, thundering!

Harmful to Rallroad Men,

There are some classes of vmployess who
would be especially affected by a ellver
standaml. 1 wefer partioularly to the
800,000 men who get thelr wages from
steam and street surfaco millrosde  Most
of the money Invested in theso outerprises
I8 represented - in - bonds whose prineipal
and interest are paynblo in gold.  Thoe an-
nual payments required by these obliga-
tions of Indebtodnem are hundreds of mnil-
lons of dollara.  If gold goos to b premi-
uin, the holders of these bonds insist thas
their terms shall bo fulfilled, and the lo-
torvet Lo payablo In gold, it means that
the rallroads have got to raise that smount
of gold or the mortgages will be foreclosed
and tho proporties sold. Every rallromd
cmployes knows what that means—a cut-
ting-Jdown of expenses, disorganization,
uncertaln omployment. If the companies
have to pay 100 céntd préeminm on gold to
satlsfy their lnterest demands, it means
doubling thelr fixed charges, nod this in
the cass of nine rallrosds out of ten means
bankruptey. Thoy cannot Inereaso thelr
rate of fares, for that the leglslntures will
not permit.  They cannot oxnot payment
of fares In gold.  Thorefore they must ro-
pudiste tholr obligations or cut down
wages — they ocrtainly cannot {nereaso
wages. Whichever bhorn of the dilemma
they chooso therefore—a repudistion of
obligation or s reduction of wages —the
emiployee is no galner, for even wero there
no reduation of wi under the free coln-
ago of 80 cont dol he ought to redelve
twice an mnch woges a8 ho did bofore in
order to put him on an equality with pre-
vious conditlons.  The purchasing powor
of his wages, if the mte remained the
same, would bo cut down one-balf.
