Goldsmiths Dinner of Scraps
and she brought comfort to many
n harrasscd mind I am suro by
tho illustrations she gave of con-

cocting

dainty dishes from n few
catabicj left over as it were in
the refrigerator or thoso things
hat arc always in tho larder but

of which few people think
Regarding hat very attribute

Mrs Rorcr says so many people
have gotten into tho habit of living
without thinking Good living and
economy go hand in hand when
people reason out things But
tho work is doubled and the purse
is emptied in ninety cases out of
one hundred because people get
into a rut and do as they have
been doing

The first dish that Mrs Rorcr
concocted was macaroni timbalcs
The macaroni six ounces to a
kettle of boiling water had boiled
for twenty minutes and then been
drained nnd thrown Into cold water
it was then drained again nnd cut
into dice Mrs Rorcr cut the
pieces evenly and quickly and
lined a mold with them

You had better sit down to a
table and cut tho macaroni and put
it into the molds she said It
is pretty work nnd can be done
artistically Put tho dice in slowly
with tho open ends upward Start
by putting ono piece in the center
then build around it The result
of this wise placing was most ef-

fective

arc cells that contain volatile
juices Rapid and hard boiling
with its natural complement of
steam rupture these cells and
dissipate the odor of their juico
into the air This produces that
terrible odor But tho harm is
not done alone there These juices
arc what make cabbage digestible
Dissipato them and you havo mado
it unfit to pass your palate All
physicians say Dont cat boiled
cabbage neither cat it raw
WhyTjj Because all that mikes it
digestible ismijctihiJilieSraw
food But put it in water that
docs not boil nnd let it remain
until it is thoroughly cooked
through When she took the
flaky bits of white leaf from tho
boiler it was fit for an epicure
She added to it i tabluspoonful of

Mrs Rorcr gave quite a little
talk on this method of putting

Tho nineteenth century at the
close of which we arc now stand-
ing

has been remarkable for the
discovery and practical application
to the needs of mankind of many
important physical laws and will
probable go down in history as
onoof thomoBtactivcondlprolific
eras In the field of scienco and in
vention that tho world has over
known

Following closely upon tho
fundamental discovery of tho uni-

versal
¬

law of gravitation by Sir
Isaac Newton in tho last century
camo the adoption of tho undula- -

tory theory of light early in the
present century by Huyghcne and
Young which for the first time
recognized the existence of the
now generally accepted luminifcr
ous ether that all pervading ex ¬

tremely subtle clastic medium
which permeates all bodies as well
as all celestial space It was not
however until Mayer and Joule
about fifty years ago had firmly
established the all important doc-

trine
¬

of the conservation of energy
by their experimental determina-
tion

¬

of tho so called mechanical
equivalent of heat that modern
physics became a firmly established
science based upon inflexible dem-

onstrated

laws which arc relied
upon by the scientists for his
guidance across the undiscovered
boundaries of investigations fully
as the compass needle is by the
niarincr in his voyage across the
unknown seas Faraday Max ¬

well and Hertz succeed in estab-
lishing

beyond doubt the identity
of electricity and light and more
recent developments have shown
that these together with magnet-
ism

heat chemical action and
other physical forces which we
have heretofore been in the habit

as ana as- - santjailv
tinct types of energy arc in reality
all due to one single source and
what is even more remarkable mtc

mutually convcrtablc ono

resnonKiltlR

ncuiuiii
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tiiferous ether and the difference
in the phenomena these
forms ol energy as they affect us
or are distinguished by our senses
is solely and entirely duo to a mere
diffcrenco in the form or rate of vi
bration or wave motioninto which
this most responsive of mediums is
thrown

Before considering the luminifcr- -

ous ether as a medium for thought
transference from a physical point
of view a subject to which the
writer has devoted many years of
leisure let us givo our attention

to the ether itself and some
of the more important ways in
which it manifests itself in its nat
ural capacity as an agent for the
transmission of energy

Wo have already seen that the
ether is an exceedingly tenuous
clastic body which pervades all in
tcrmolccular as well as all plane
tary and stellar space In fact it
is tho ono omnipresent medium
that exists throughout the universe
The hardest bodies such as steel
glass and diamond as well as the
most tenuous of gases or vapors
arc penetrated by it It passes
through tho spades between the
molecules of all bodies as readily
as water runs through a sieve It
occupies space like any other ma ¬

terial but owing to its extreme
tenuosity it offers no material re-

sistance

to solid objects passing
through it As a matter of fact
when wo walk wo practically walk
through tho other tho latter re
maining stationary much in tho
same manner that in rapidly wav
ing an exceptionally porous sponge
with very largo holes tho air passes
unohstructcdly through tho sponge
and therefore remains practically
quiescent Tho ether possesses a
certain degrco of rigidity and is
very readily moved or set into vi-

bration
¬

throughout its entire mass
behaving in this respect just like an
exceedingly sensitive impalpable
jelly only that tho ether is so ru
markably light that wo arc not
awaro of its presence Tho con ¬

stitution density and other prop ¬

erties of he ether have been accu ¬

rately calculated and mado he uh- -

jeet of careful study by Lord Kcl- -

vin and other eminent scientists so
that although wo havo not as yet
been able to place our finger di-

rectly
¬

upon it so to speak we
know of tfic existence and can de-

termine
¬

its characteristics with as
much ccrtainity and accuracy as
wo foretell tho movements of the
heavenly bodies

In tho ordinary process of men-
tal

¬

perception of an object through
the sense of sight the other waves
or undulations of light coming
from or reflected by tho object
focus themselves upon our retinae
and arc thenco conveyed along tho
optic nervo in a converted form
and produco an impression of the
object upon tho brain celts which
impression may bo of a passing or
fleeting nature not domanding an
appreciable expenditure cf cnorgy
unless it be fixed upon tho mind by
the excrciso of thought It docs
not follow however that such
mental impressions can bo obtained
only by means of ether waves hav
ing tho characteristics of light

Roentgen have demonstrated al-

nomenon tho like of which will
probably never again bo witnessed
by mortal man says a contributor
to the Boston Transcript

in tno latter part ot Marcn 140
if then a young man of 34 and re
siding near Toronto was visiting
a relative who lived in the village
ofDrummondvillc a mile or so in-

land

from the Falls Early in the
morning of tho 31st day of that
month I had occasion to call upon
a gentleman the lato Thomas
Carle Street M P who was my
irtimato friend and whoso hand ¬

some house stood near the odge of
tic tableland only n few hundred
ytrds above the great cataract

On arriving at Mr Streets I

wis met by the astounding news
thai the Niagara had run dryl
Aid on walking past a belt of
shrubbery to a spot commanding a
view of the river I saw that such
waj indeed tho case Where from
the remotest ages and until a few
hoirs before my visit bad rolled
and tossed and tumbled those aw
ful rapids thero was now to be
scat only great masses of rocks
anf boulders between which
trickled little threads of water
note of them larger than a tiny
wotdland trout stream

At some distance beyond the
outtr edge of Streets or Cedar
Islind and quite near the precipice
itsdf stood jammed in a crevice
of he rock a short pole and from
the top of this waved a ladys
white handkerchief

This uniquely placed staff and
flaj were Mr Street told me
planted int their then position by

himself and his youngest sister
snortly after daybreatr that morn- -

ing the household having been
aroused by the ma - - Bc u
tlio louring mill situated at the
edge of the rapids which had
been run ever since it was started
by his Mr Streets father during
tho war of 1812 but was now

stopped for lack of water the
race being almost dry

Below the falls where was wont
to rage a seething caldron of trou-

After a long study of this unpre ¬

cedented scene I went up stream
for a half mile or inoro and actually
Walked out to a distance of fully
four hundred yards on tho rivers
bed while Mr Street drove in a
common buggy still further to ¬

ward Goat Island
Hero and there in going along

1 noticed numbers ot lishcs ot varj
rious kinds bass pike suckers
mullets muscatongo and even
giant sturgeon flopping about in

greater or less pools in the rocky
cavities into which they had doubt
less been carried by the resistless
forco of the downward flowing

waters for it is not to be supposed
that thesu creatures habitually
lived in tho rapids and when the
river roso again all were probably
swept over the falls and killed

Hero was a rich harvest some
part of which might have been
gathered by thp people on the
bank but somehoWi ono of them
felt like trying it With the Ni ¬

agaras wholo volumo dammed up
at somu unknown point above the
ground was not exactly ono on

which fishermen might carelessly
disport themselves

However I did at the cost of

for the draining of tho Niagara had
drained it too

Indeed the Welland as to the
lower part of its course must
keep on the samo level as the Ni ¬

agara whose pellucid waters
sometimes take complete posses
sion 01 thu creeks channel and
drive back its dark tinged flood
forasmuch as two miles from its
movth a circumstance which
during an after residence of many
years in Chippewa I have known
to occur scores of times

In the village I met an old
friend a highly respectable manu-
facturer

named Henry Bond who
toiu mc mat lie nau that morning
ridden on horseback from balow
Mr Streets mill out into the bed
of the river and so down outside
Cedar Island to Tabb Rock

Mr Bond also showed mo a
number of old musket barrels pre
sumably mementoes of the battle
of Chippewa fought July 5 1814
which had that day been picked
up from the bed of the Welland at
its junction with the Niagara
though at that point the Welland
is usually about fourteen feet deep

think it would on that 31st of
March have been quite possible
for a man to wade across the
Niagara from Chippewa to Port

nomenon violent West winds had
prevailed driving the shallow
waters of Lake Erie down tho Ni ¬

agara in tremendous volumes
Suddenly the wind veered around
to the East forcing Eries lowered
waters back toward the head of the
lake and thus giving the ice then
running in immense quantities a
chance to ground at its outlet
theieby forming a dam which cut
off Niagaras supply and allowed
it to run comparatively dry This
is a matter ot tact and no other
reasonable explanation is possible

Toward evening of the 31st tho
East wind abated Erie pressed on
by the outpour of the Great Lakes
above slowly resumed its usual
level the ice gorge gave way and
when I looked out on Niagara and
Welland rivers before sunrise of
April 1 both were bank full But
the little flag of truce impotent to
stay the onward rush of those Ti
tanic forced had disappeared

HISTORY OF THE CASK

The history of what has now be ¬

come an interesting case goes back
more than two years When Mary
was little more than five years old
she fell from the porch of her pa-

rents

house and struck her head
on a stump A deep cut was made
in her head but the physician who
attended her did not think the
skull was iractured or that there
Was any depression

The wound healed quickly and
there was no further trouble until
about two monts ago when the
childs sight began to gtow dim
and she was soon totally blind
Dr Bailey wao pu4icu He tonu
t- - tn n cnocialist aria ii va
learned thai ineningiwa-i-- u --developed

He was satisfied there was
pressure 01 the optic nerves and
next he discovered the depression
of the skull and learned of the old
accident He then determined on
an operation and called Dr Wen

inldell in consultation at Drand
Wendeils suggestion the aid of
the rays was sought

The child was then taken to a
private sanitarium in Littleton
avenue Newark and in the pres- -

ence of several other physicians
Drs Bailey and Wendell made an
opening in the skull They found
the bone pressing on the anterior
portion of the brain and that a
blood clot pressed on the junction
of the nerves from each eye which
accounted for tho loss of sight in
both eyes

The clot was carefully removed
and the skull trephined Then
heavy and tight bandages were
bound around the childs head to
exclude all light from her eyes

FREE FROM PAIN NOW

Since the operation Mary has
hud no pain and yesterday she
was taken to her home There
has not been any set back of any
sort and the operation is regarded
as successful- - r -

The bandages will be kept on
about six wceKs and tlicn it will be
known whether the childs sight is
