The Casluo theater building was a

mammoth framo structure, and thu
roof being of tur-boa- paper, tho
Uamca dovourcd it In a (on minutes.
Tho burned butldliipwualocatpd'nbout
three miles from tho city aud wits a
great resort for women and children
on hot summer evenings. Tho audi
ence last night numbered 000 persons,
aud was composed principally of wom-

en and children. Thu Bourne theatrical
company was producing "In tho Street
of Now York."

In tho third act, when the stroot flro
cone waa bolng produced by the usu

of oxccbtlor wnppod about wires, a
tamp exploded, aud Instantly tho flames
spread to tho roof of tho building. The
curtain waa at this juncture raised, and
when tho audlenco saw tho mass of
flames a panic followed, and men, worn
rn and children ran over each .other.
About fifty persona were painfully
burned, and at least 103 others Injured
by being trampled upon.

Thero wero many women and chil-

dren rescued from tho burning build-
ing by bravo men, who themselves
were-burne- In the undertaking. At
tho front and aldo entrances men,
women and children wero piled upon
each other several feet in depth. Thoso
who wero not injured tied In orery di-

rection to their homes, not taking
street cars, which wero In wattlug to
bring the patrons of thu show back to
tf)a,clty, Tho doctors wero kept buiy
for Gcrcral hours looking after thu,
needs of the Injured. '

MANY INJUnEO.
Tho report that three persons had

perished In tho flames could not bo
rcrltlcd at a lato hour. Many had their
Uraba spraluod and broken In the stam-
pede which followed tho brbaklng out
of tho conflagration. Manager Bourne,
of tho theatrical company, and his wife
wero seriously burnod tu making their
escape. Two now pianos and cottly
wardrobes of several of tho actors wero
burned with the building.

Tho list of thoso most seriously
burned, aa near as could bo ascer-
tained, Is as follows: Manugerllourno
and wife, Col. R. Rowland end wife,
Miss Cora Clark, Mrs. Jlrautlcy, a C.

Rose and wlfo, A, C. Einstciu, I'red
riummol, two children, Miss Urlgsby,
Fred Schrocder, Harry Keltor, John
Ilvng aud Uccrgo C. Walloco's three
children.

Mrs. tiehr was. burnod, as waa alno
her children, whom alio roscued from
tho building as tho roof wnscollupslng.

Mrs. Orcgory and her daughter, of
Yazoo, Miss., wero painfully bu riled.
Harry-Gilbe- rt, Hall Watois and Miss
llleich austalnud painful injuries by
bolng trampled upon.

There wero scores of others Injured
in this manner, but it Is Impossible to
secure their names as yet,

THE YUKON GOLD.

It Is Not aa Valuable as the California
Metal, Hot It Will Do.

Sam Fiiancibco, July gX Assistant
Weigher Waundcrhlll, of tho Solby
Smelting Co., states that the gold from
tho Yukon Is not of so muclr value as
that produced in California. In speak-
ing of this matter he (.aid: "Wo have
found the minora from the Yukon a
very nlco class of people to deal with,
and they havo not been decolvod in the
valuo of the gold they havo brought
back with them. It Is a fact that
tho Yukon gold Is not as valuable aa
that produced In this state. Wo hare
found that thero are from 50 to 100
points moro baso metal In the northern
product. Theso baso metals arc Iron,
lead and a few others, and there la a
largo quantity of silver also. We look
principally for the gold and silver. It
Is tho Iron that gives the Yukon gold
Its flno rich color.

"Of courso theso other metals de-

crease the value a little. Tho nuggets
from tho Yukoa arc worth 817 and 818
per ounce, and the. finer gold dust U
worth from 810 to 617 per ounce. With
tho California fold tho value Is about
ono dollar an ounco more, that Is. Bug-get- o

run from 818 to 810, and gold dust
novcr teas than $1 per ounce

"Our assayers havo found several oth-

er metals thata those I havo mentioned,
but no attention Is paid to them, as tho

CONGRESS IS CLOSED,

Uosumo of tho Loglolntlon of the
Extra SosBlon

Called by Mr. Mckinley to Tass a Tariff!1 ,

that Would Happly Atnplo RevcnurA
far the Hupport of the Clovorninrnt 1

and for Debt Liquidation.

WAsnihOTON, July 2. Tho extra-
ordinary Besslon Qf congress which has
just closed was called by President
McICinloy two days af tor ho took tho
oath of olllco on tho steps of tho cnpl-to- l.

It mot In pursuance to his proclamation

at noon, March 15, Tho spe-
cial mcBsago, transmittod by him to
both houses on the opening day, wua
briof. It explained the deficiencies in,
tho revenue, rovlowed tho bond issues'
of the last administration and urged
congress promptly to correct tho then
existing condition by passing a tariff
bill that would supply ample revenues
for tho support of tho government and
tho liquidation of thu public debt. No,
other subject of legislation was men-
tioned In tho mchsago, and tho tin I If
bill has been tho feature
of tho session.

Thu republican members of tho ways
and means committee of tho preceding
houso had boon at work throughout
tho abort session which ended Murch I.,
gUing hearings and preparing the bill'
which was to be submitted at thu extra
session. Three days after the session
opened tho tarll? bill was reported to
tho houso by tho ays and means com-
mittee and 13 days later, March 31.
1S97, It had passed tho houso.

It went to tho aonato, was refarrcd
to tho committee on finance, uiii tho
republican members of that commlttco
spent a month and thrco days in Its
consideration, and in preparing the
amendments which wero submitted to
tho scnato May 7 and exactly two
months later, July 7, It passed tho sen-
ate with 67U amendments.

Tho bill then went to conference,
where, after a ten-day- s' struggle, ou
July 17, a compbte ngrcoment was
reached, by which tho senate receded
from HI amendments and tho houso
from Oil. The others, 313 In number,
wero compromised.

Tho conference report was adopted
by tho houso on July 10 at the conclu-
sion of 13 hours' continuous debate.
Tho report waa taken up In the'tonato
on July 20, and adopted July 24, Tho
tariff bill was signed by thd president
the samo day.

Congress did not devoto its attention
entirely to tho tariff, though It illd
subordinate everything clso to this bno
measure. Tho four appropriation bills
which failed on March 4 last, In them-
selves would havo compelled President
McICinley to call congress In extra ses-
sion even If the necessity for a revision
of the tariff had not existed. Thoso
appropriation bills wero tho sundry
civil, tho agricultural, tho Indlaa and
genoral deficiency. Those bills wpro i
introduced and passed by the house ta
the identical form In which they,
AwlalAfl a4L amjh.
