CHECKING HOG CHOLERA.

ltiillroa Coiupaules Huecenfulljr Comhat-In- c

tha lllicns- -. .
DutttjquE, Ia. Oct, (. Tho Chlcngo,

Mllwaultco & St. Paul and Chicago,
llurltuglon & Quincy railway com-
panies nro still experimenting with a
view to checking hog cholera. 'J' hut
success lias attended their efforts
Is shown by letters from scores of
farmers and hog raisers who linvo fol-

lowed the ndvico and used tho remedies
recommended by the agents of the rail-
road companies. One of 'tho mast
activo ngents la tho effort to lessen thu
death rate ninoug hogs is Mr. V. J.
Clemens, division freight agent of the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul, whose
headquarters Is at Dubuque. He says:

"A thorough Investigation at various
points Into the cause of hog cholera
leads me to believe that the disease is
caused mainly by Irregular1 and Im-

proper feeding. Tho disease is more
prevalent lit the fall, when farmeis
commence to gather tho nuimnls for
mill-hot-

, than at any other time. Ilos
nru then talccn from the pasture,
crowded inlo peas and permitted
to gorge themselves with grain, If
care were talccn In changing from one
grain to another, and iu the quantity
given at regular times, 1 beliove that
what Is called hog cholera would bo
prevented."

The Chicago, Milwaukee- & St. Paul
has an expert ou the road till the time,
advising fntners and endeavoring to
demonstrate, experimentally, that hog
cholera is not caussd by a germ, as is
popularly supposed.

TWENTY THOUSAND DROWNED- -

Stntt Disastrous Flood Tlmt Have Vlaltcd
China for Many Year Sixty Village De
Irojeil aetl Their Inhabitants Dronrneil

or Forceil to Flea Thousands Hoiuelei).
Tacoma, Wash., Oct. 5. The steamer

Victoria brings news of the most dis-
astrous Hoods that have vls'td China
for, many years. Sixty villages near
Tuug Choti, containing over 80,000 in-

habitants, have been destroyed by
floods and the people drowned or forced
to lice.

There is no means of finding out how
many thousands liavo bceu drowned,
but the uumbcris estimated by Chinese
authorities at 15,000 to 20,000.

The flooded district is within twelve
miles of Peklu, the capital of China.
As a rule Chinese oflleials make vciy
little stir when a calamity like this
happens, but the proximity of tho dis-

aster has resulted In its being brought
to tho attention of the emperor, whe
Has ordered that all posslblo relief be

ifiven.

TOO MANY GKANTS.

Nicaragua's Lato Concession to
Britioh Company

Of Kiclunlvo Navlgntlon KlghU llclleted t
Iiiipliicn the Concession Already fluar-iintci-

to the Canal Company Will
Tuko Step to Ascertain tlio Facts.

Are tliu Xlcnragua Canal Company's ltlebtt
Interfiroil Willi?

WASiilNQioy, Oct, L Tho state de-

partment recently received a report
from Consul O'llara lu Nicaragua, giv-
ing btiuf details of the concession
granted to the llritisli company, uud
stating that it embraced various ex-

clusive privileges iu the Silicon lagoon,
the San Juan river and Lake Nicaragua.

.Since then additional information
hat. become available as to thu plans
of the Atlas company. Thu lugoou Is
said to be olt the route of the cunul,
and thuro appears to be no reason why
this .should not puss iuto the exclusive
control of u llritisli company. The
excavations, beginning ut tlreytown
and running west, unite with the San
Juau river, which, lu turn, lcaas to
Lake Nicaragua, after which the arti-
ficial cut is continued to the Pacific.

Under these circumstances it is said
that exclusive privileges of navigation
in these two water-way- s, for the next
30 years, would, in effect, limit tho
navigation of the Nicaragua canal.
Whether the concession makes an ex.
ceptlou lu this regard Is not known, as
the reports, Including that of Consul
O'llara to the state department, merely
stato that tho concession is an exclu-
sive one.

An olllulal familiar with Nicaragua
caual allalrs said yesterday that the
concession would have to be construed
as subsequent to that of the canal com-
pany aud tho tatter's rights In tho Szn
Juan river and Laku Nicaragua, ho be-
lieved, would bo fully recognized bj
Nicaragua. Itut tho dangor, ho added,
was that'whon tho American com-pany'- s

concession expired two yean
hence, then tho llrltlsh corporation
tvould succeed under tho terms of the
recent concession to all excluslvo rights
of navigation in these two links of tho
eaual. For this reason it was believed
that the government or tho canal com-
pany would take steps to learn defi-
nitely if this excluslvo prlvllcgo ex-
tended to the privilege ol navigating
the lake nml rivers when they became
i part of the' inter-oceani- c canal.
