Havana, Feb. 28. Many Americana
ind homo Spaniards here insist that
the investigation into the Maine disas-
ter has thus far been supcrllcial and
barren of vital results. They claim
that, though nearly two weeks have
passed, no knowledge has been gained
as to the condition of the forward pari
Of the hull, or as to whether the six or
ten-inc- h ammunition magazines for-
ward to the starboard exploded. They
Insist, moreover, that expert divers,
with enough experience to make draw-
ings of the condition of things subma-
rine, might have been at work a week
igo and might have settled the ques-
tion as tb magazines at least cro this.

Those who hold these views demand
:hat the hull forward should be raised
without further loss of time nnd be-
fore It has sunk too deep in forty feet
of soft mud. There are miuo who go
to far as to charge tho United States
fovernment with adopting the Spanish
policy of delay until the disaster shall
bo partially forgotten or discounted.
Many of tho Spanish officials ure said
to entertain the opinion that this is the
iase, and seem to be very well pleased
rrith tho notion.

On the other hand, however, good
udgcs say that all criticism in this
rein is made without a knowledge of
the faets,and thut no one nave the mem-
bers of the court of inquiry and their
tupcriors is aware of all the testimony
ievelopcd or of what submarine plans
oavc been made. Those also urge that
there is no use trying to raise the hull
mtil the wreckage or nrmor, super-itructur- e,

cngiuc docks, guns nnd
nasts have been taken out. To do this
will take time, aud the apparatus for
iho work can only bu found in tho
torth. It Is said no company in tho
world ever took a coutract for such n
vork where the blowing up of the
a reck by dynamite wus prohibited
iliut the most Important evidence be
lot destroyed.

Hut even the most moderate strongly
leprecate uny more delay than Is abso-
lutely necessary, while all agree that
the Ainerlcan people are not likely to
torget so readily. Humors of this, thut
r the other discovery, setting on foot

litis, that or the other theory, are still
fife. In most cases, when run down,
ihey are easily proved to be false. It is
iseless to deny thut the interest here
hi much lees 'intense than it u as a week
go, but it Is ever ready to be kindled

inew by any established facts.

01 INDIAN FARDS

Annual Roport of tho Board oi
Indian Commissioners.

EVIDENCE OF PROGRESS IS NOTED,

Iteaults of Civil Service ICuIca Commended,
and the l'laclnc; of Agents Thereunder
Advocated Gratifying Increaso of At-
tendance of Indian Chlldern at the
Schools rrovtded Considerable Progress
In the Allotment of Lands.

Wasiilvotox, March.l. Tho twenty-nint- h

annual report of the board of In-

dian commissioners, of which Merrill
E. Gates Is chairman, has been sub-
mitted to Secretary Bliss. It says that
tn the general condition of tho Indians
'no important changes have occurred,
but there is evidence of steady prog-
ress in industrial pursuits and in cdu-:atio-

The board views with satisfaction
"the firm stand of the president in
support of civil service reform," aud the
application of the order prohibiting re-

movals without cause in the Indian
service. Belief is expressed that the
placing of the Indian agents themselves
under the civil service would be a great
boon to the service.

The board thinks tho agreements ct
the Dawes commission with the Choc-taw- s

and Chickasaws In the Indian ter-
ritory have one serious defect. They
make no provision for some thousands
of Chickasaw frfcedraen whose rights us
sitlzcns the government is bound to
protect. If this defect can be remedied
prompt ratification of the treaties by
:ongrcss is urged.

Mention Is made of the enlarged and
improved facilities for Indian education
nauguratcd during the past few years,
ind figures arc given showing that the
snrollment in the 2S9 schools of all
grades, Including contract and mission
schools, for 1897 was 2J.901 as against
in enrollment of 23,572 for 1890.

The average attendance of pupils at
Indian schools has increased from 3,030
in 1877, to 18,070 In 1897. The schools
at the five civilized tribes and of the
New York Indians nre not included In
these figures.
Considerable progress In the allotments
it lands to the Indians has been made
luring theycar.NcarlyOO.OOOallotments
in all have been made since the prac-
tice was begun, so that about one-thir- d

3f the red men, excluding those in the
Indian territory and New York, arc
now in possession of their own lands,
and have the opportunity of establish-
ing individual homesteads, and of gain-
ing support by their own labors.

Unfortunately, the report says, much
of the land allotted to the Indians is in
the arid regions, and is unfit for pro-
ductive cultivation without an expen-
sive system of irrigation, and the board
concurs with the commissioner of In-
dian affairs in recommending an appro-
priation to aid in works of this charac-
ter. Considerable progress has been
made in Irrigation work during the
year. The case of most urgent need
for future development In this line, It
Is stated, Is that of the l'lma and Papa-g- o

Indians of Arizona, whose water
supply for irrigating purposes was cut
off seven years ago by the extension of
the Florence canal. The board recom-
mends libernl provision for farmers and
field matrons, und for a supervisor of
Irrigation and superintendents of con-
structed ditches.

THE BOARD OF INQUIRY.

Assertions vrlth Regard to .tho Hoard's
Actions Mere .Speculation.

WASiu.NOTON'.March. at the
navy department, from the secretary
Jown, has any information whatever
as to whether or not the Maine court of
inquiry will return to Havana from
Key West, and in fact, the plans of the
jourt are absolutely unknown here.
For this reason, it is said,
at the department, that any
statement as to the probable date upon
which the court will report its conclu-
sions to the secretary of the navy is
purely speculative. It is very doubtful
in the minds of the officers here wheth-
er the members of the court themselves
arc able to pass an opinion on this
point at this time.

El Liberal, of the same date, warns
the people "ugalnst those who are
seeking to misinterpret every act and
word of the United States," and criti-
cizes tho "efforts of the Carlists to
block autonomy," which, it adds, "the
liberals are loyally trying to put into
sffect in Cuba."

FROM THE EADS BRIDGE.

GREECE REJOICE

Thonksfirivinfir Over King Oeorffo'i
Escapo from Assassination.

PRAISE FOR THE KING'S BRAVERY,

Ta Denm Sung at the Cathedral and Im-
mense Crowds Went to the Palace and
Gave the King an Oration Princes,
Maria Exhibited Remarkable Coolness In
the Ordeal The Name of One of the As-
sailants Known.

Athens, Feb. 28. There is a great
patriotic outburst throughout the coun-
try over the escapo of King George
from assassination, Saturday, with
thanksgiving service everywhere and
demonstrations of every kind. Praise
for the king s coolness and bravery in

KING GEORGE OF OREEOE.
protecting his daughter, tho Princess
Maria, is on every lip. All the mem-
bers of the royal family, the ministers,
and the entire diplomatic corps at-
tended the Te Deum at tho cathedral
yesterday, after which an immense
crowd went to the palace and gave
King George an ovation.

His majesty has received telegrams
of congratulations from all the sover-
eigns in Europe. The press, even the
papers opposed to the royal family, is
unanimous in its expressions of indig-
nation.

King George himself describes the
attempt upon his life exactly us it was
first reported. He says:

"When the older man, who was tho
fooler and moro.determlned, was about
to fire, I felt certain I shouUI not e.

I counted one, two, three before
he fired. Tho princess remained per-
fectly cool, though she never spoke,
and after the first shot was fired she
raised her glasses in order to see our
assailants. She retained her composure
as we drove to the palace."

His majesty declines to believe that
tho crime was of Greek origin. No
Hreek, he says, would lift a hand
gainst him, and if a conspiracy exist-

ed, It had its origin abroad. He dis'
claimed credit for personal courage,
and said any father would have dona
the same to protect his daughter. Nor
does he feel nny alarm for flic future,
lie will continue to drive out without
an escort, for, as he says, political

Is a thing unknown in
Greece.

The name of one assailant is known.
King George has received telegrams

from the queen of England and prin-tes- s

of Wales expressing horror at the
attack upon him and gratitude at his
escape.

SUSPEND JUDGMENT.

Caso, Says John J. Ingalls.

Atlanta, Ga., Feb. 25. J. J. Ingalls,
Kansas, is in Atlanta, aud emphat-call- y

expresses himself against tVe
present agitation for war, in view of
the fact that international politics is in
to delicate a condition that to precipi-
tate hostilities would, he thinks, place
the United States in an equivocal posi-
tion.

"If it develops that the Maine disas-
ter was the work of a Spanish brigand,
ind Spain disavows any responsibility
or connection with it, I do not see that
our friendly relations should bo Inter-
rupted. On tho other hand, it tho
proper disavowal Is not forthcoming,
tve must expect hostilities. I believe
ivo aro on tho brink of the most tre-
mendous explosion that has ever been
known in tho world's history."

I am convinced that a struggle for
the readjustment of frontiers is not far
Off, and, in view of this possibility, I do
pot think it patriotic or wise to seek to
plunge the nation into war without duo
deliberation nnd full provocation."

Mr. Ingalls says judgment should be
luipended until an official report is
made by the court of inquiry.

SPAIN'S ATTITUDE.
