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The Territorial Secretary Discusses
the Labor Problem With
Sccretary Wilson.

HE SAYS THE NATIVES WitL NOT WORK,

The Foreign Laborers, He Says, Are
Getting Out of the Islands—The
Trend of His Argunments is In Fa-
vor of Encouraging n Big Influx
of Chinese,

Washington, Oet. 19.--Mr, Henry E.
Cooper, territorial secretary and for
several months prior to his departure
for the United States acting governor
of Hawaii, has discussed with Secre-
tary of Agriculture Wilson the con-
litions in the territory. One of the
main aims of Mr. Couper’s trip here is
to acquaint the adminigtration with
the actual situation in Hawaii. In his
:onference with Secretary Wilson he
:mphasized the seriousness of the la-
oor problem. The natives are dying
»ft rapidly, the mortality being in the
aeighborhood of forty deaths to the
thousand, and foreign laborers are
yetting out of the country much more
‘apidly than they are coming in. The
sncouragement of Chinese labor,
said he, is regarded as the most piom-
sing solution, and the territorial
rovernment is anxious that large
wumbers of laborers shall come in
‘rom China. The sugar cane crop that
thould have been harvested at the be-
rinning of July, he said, is not yet off
the field, and will not be harvested
sefore next month. The natives gen-
srally will not work. The coffee in-
lustry is languishing and many
things that should be raised there
save to be bought outside the islands.
Seeretary Wilson informed Mr, Coop-
:r of a report from the superintend-
st of the agricultural station in
{loncluln  showing, among other
‘hings, that it costs $26 an acre to
fertilize the cane crop in Hawaii and
sointed out the big farm wage which
has to be paid to farm laborers, viz:
'40 a month including board, which
sy approximately, ten dollars more
ihan in this country, Mr. Cooper sug-
resied that the average farm wage
might be even greater. Secretary
\WVilson told Mr. Cooper of the plans
the department was making for Ha-
waii,- and said that he intended to
ouild up the coffee, spice and rubber
and other industries and to help to
fiversify the Hawaiian industries. No
attention will be paid to the sugar
mcustry there, as Mr. Wilson con-
rends that that already is developed
:0 the limit. The department pur-
soses, said Mr. Wilson, to make all

AT FIRST RE REFUSED TO BE PUMPED

Later He Made a Confession and
Gave Information that WIill Prob-
ably be Followed by Arrests of
Thoxe Who Funally Got the Miss-
fug Money.

New York, Oect, 20.--CGeorge Armi
tuge, the missing messenger of the
lank of New Amsterdam, walked in-
to the Tenderloin police station and
cave himself up, Me declined to make
my statement as to the missing funds
of the bank, amounting to $5.0900,
Armitage was fashionzbly dressed,
and did not seem disturbed by his
position. The detectives tried to get
him to make a statement, but he de-
slined to discuss his case.

Declined to Be Pumped,

“It's no use, sergeant,” he said,
‘You can’t pump me. I have decided
to say nothing until I see my lawyer,
ind maybe I won't say anything
then”

Armitage only bhad $31.40 on him
when arrested. He was the messen-
ger for the Bank of New Amster-
iam, and after he disappeared, drafts
and collections representing many
thousands of dollars were returnd to
the bank by a colored woman, whose
\dentity has just been disclosed.

Armitage's accounts, according . to
the bank officials, show a shortage of
§3,900, of which sum $5,000 is covered
oy a fidelity bond.

A Remarkable Confession.

Armitage subsequently made a re-
markable confession, which sent the
solice scurrying after four supposed
iccomplices who, as alleged, had in
turn robbed the dishonest bank mes-
senger of practically all the mouney he
2ad stolen. Armitage said that he had
met a woman whom he had known
»nly as Marie, at a roadhouse which
ae had frequented., She was a friend
of the piano player in the resort, the
wife of the piano player and a violin-
'8t who also furnished music at the
olace, and Armitage, introduced to
lhe party by Marie, became friendly
with all daring a Wonth's intimacy.
Armitage said that afeer he.stole the
money he got drunk and was unaile
to return the checks. Marie and the
~ife of the piano player agreed to do
4 for him, and, taking the bank wal-
et to Brooklyn, hired a negro woman
to return it to the bank. Armitage
said that as the woman left him,
Marie suggested that she had better
‘ake charge of the stolen money for
iafety. Armitage said he gave up the
noney and the women never came
oack

He deposited it in
the Palec Dale (RR. I.) museum. The
museum is a gift of the IHazards to
the town.”

DISTRIBUTION OF SEEDS.

The Department of Agriculture Haxs
Completed Plans For the An-
nual Seed Distribution,
Washington, Oet.

Burglars Loot the Chicago Post Office
of Stamps to the Extent
of $74,610.

THEY WERE AFTER THE CASHIER'S VAULT

The Work was Done Boldly and
With Considerabie Ingenuity, the
Plunder Being Carted ON in o

Wagon by the Nobbers, Who
jLeft No Clew,
Chicago, Oct. 22.—A\ seansutional rol=

bery, which netted the perpetraiors
574,610 in stamps, was niscoverea here
Monday morning, when the wholesile
stamp department o’ the postothee
was opened for bhusiness,

A rapid investigation developerd the
fact that the burglirs had ernwien
ander the flooring for about ity Teet,
bored a hole in the boitom of the
vault, secured the stamps and ce-
caped

A Work of Many Days.

The work of forcing an entrance to
the vault had evidently been poing
forward with the greatzst patience
for many days. It is believed, how-
ever, that the intention of the ihieves
had been to enter the cashier's vault,
in which there was $33,000 in money
and stamps valued at hundreds of
thousands of dollars, The bottom of
the vault is of steel, half an inch
thick. In this, 97 holes were bored
nntil a space 18 inches square-—just
enough to allow the entrance of a
man’s body—had bLeen so wenkened
that it was possible to take out the
whole plate with littl: diffienlty. A
dry goods box stood over the hole
thus made and conzealed the work of
the robbers while it was iu progress.
When discovered, “he fingermarks of
one of the burglars were still cis-
ternible on the dust of the box which
he had pushed to o>ne sid>».

A Carefally-Planned Job,

So carefully had the job Dbeen
planned that men vorkming in other
parts of the building had net (he
slightest inkling of the Jaring rob-
bery being worked «lmost unacr their
noses,

The robbers drove up to the south-
east corner of the posioifize building
in a wagon, the tracks could he seen
plainly. The building is a temporary
affair, and the men Lad enly to open
a little door to admit themselves un-
der the flooring. 'To reach the vault
it was necessary to crawl aboat 20
feet over odds and ends of lLaoords
which littered the way. The route

Having secured their plunder, the
robbers loaded it into the wagon,
drove across a vacant lot and turned
into Wabash avenue in front of the
art building.

Harding and Jennings,

“Should every lesson be a lan-
guage lesson,” was next presentcd
by W. R. Harding, stating that arith-
metic was the best subject.

The association adjourned to meet
at the Baptist Church in the after-
noon.

After the teachers had been boun-
tifully entertained at dinuver the
afternoon was opened by
singing several hymuns.

The subject, *What educational
value is music in the public school,"”
was discussed. Each teacher ex-
pressed their views in a pleasing
manner. Miss Brown, in her re-
marks, stated that to make a strong
and noble nation we must teach
arithmetie, physical eculture and

‘‘Best methods in arithmetic for
beginners,” by Mrs. Bailey, was
very good.

“What should be done to better
the condition of the colored schools,”
was Miss Sallie R. Brown's subject,
whose answer was putin Christian
teachers, enter into the work with
all your might. Accuracy, prompt-
ness and precision themselves, the
basis of truth, are the greatest fac-
tors for civic eulture and character
building.

Miss 1. Gatewood discussed ‘““Are
the teachers doing their whole duty
on the question of narcoties,” and
made a strong talk for temperance.

““Has not Mental Arithmetic been
neglected,” was well discussed by J.
H. Slaton.

Prof. W. R. Harding developed
some original ideas as to the condi-
tions and relations that exist be-
tween parents and teachers.

J. J. Langle7 spoke in favor of

trustees being paid a salary.

“What is a good school,” by Mrs,
D. Douglas, and “What is a poor
school,” by Miss L. Winstead, con-
cluded the program, which was one
of unusual interest.

Mesdames Douglas, Teague, Mor-
ton, Taylor Ferguson and Wallace
made interesting talks on education
and school work in general, that
