NEEDED A RETURN
TO REASON.

(t.ouiivilte Tiaes)
There is much in. Gov. Will-son- 's

message which The Times
heartily commends, especially
his recommendation of a non-

partisan Board of Control for the
State's chariatable and penal in-

stitutions, and his plea for tho
passage of a air redisricting bill ;

but it is on the question which
presses most strongly for speedy
and rightful settlement that The
Times believes the Governor's
message deserves to be followed
up by immediate and effective
action on the part of all citizens
to whom the present good and
future welfare of the State is a
cause of? concern.

The Governor is right in be-

lieving that iu the end the laws
of more than two 'million people
will prevail against the violence
of a few hundred, but unless the
end comes speedily the more than
two million will have sacrificed
to the lawlessness of the few
hundred the State's right to com-

mand respect by the enforce-

ment of obedience.
So strong is Gov. Wilson's

summing up of the conditions
