We have boon so long accus

tomed to look to northern writers
for our best educational books

that it is decidedly a cause for

satisfaction to have our own

authors sought for by the lead-

ing publishers of fchoolbooks
But the recent book lists do show

that Southern authors are con

tributing more and more to the

cellence of southern farming is

more widely recognized thou we

have realized It was not very
long ago that a northen farming
expert was heard to remark that
the best farm journal in the
county both in matter and ap-
pearance is published in the
South and its contributors are
Southern men

We do not know how it was that
Ginn and Company the Boston
schoolbook publishers came to
select these North Carolina pro ¬

fessors to write this new book on

Agriculture but it is a dmitted
on all sides north south cast and
west thnt they have succeeded in
giving the main principles of

treating of the diseases of plants
and insects that are found in the
orchard garden and field Farm
crops domestic animals farm
dairying and the general life in
the country complete the book
