Having no place provided for £heir recep-
tion, the temptation is to avoid a decis-
ion as to the contagiousnens of the disease
and to officially ignore the presence of the
cases, lest through pnblic clamor they be
compelled to remove them. In this man-
ner, especially in large cities, cazes of
leprosy may be allowed to exiatiundisturb-
ed. For this reason it isbelieved thata
nationa! leper hospital should be estah-
jished where snch patients omn be taken
eare of, It ia not my desire tg appear as

LEPROSY SPREADING,

Observations and Buggestions by the Hend
of the Murine Ilofpital Service.

The disclosure ismade by Dr. Walter!
Wyman, Supervising Surgecn-Genernl of !
the Marine Hospital service, in his annual
report, that leprosy bas crept in the Unit-
od States and that it bas indications of
spreading. A number of cases, Le says,
have come to his notice in various cities
and locaities. The discase, it is reported,
is widely prevalent in islands of the West
{udics in South America, and even in
Mexicor Whether the lepers in the Unit-
od States came from these countries, or
whether the disesse was brought by immi-
grants trom the East, has nol heen deter-
mined dafinitely. Nor hasit Leen deiermnin-
od dofinitely whether leprosy is technienlly
or non-contagious,  Dr.
Chyeighton, who has made & special stady
of the diseaseand many other phiysicians
declare that the deadly contagiousnces of
{lie diseasens reported by the ancieutr
has been proved by gelentific investign-
tion to be wholly erroneous. Many other
physicinus range themselves on the oppo-
gitwe side. But whether it be strieily con-
tagious or only infectious, _l1lte typhoid
fover and other germ diseases, Dr.
Wyman says that in communities whare
‘cancr of leprusy exist and are notinsolat-
od a sprendivg of the disease almost inva-
rihie folluws, He says, also, that in this
country there are as yet neither leper
houses mor speeisl Lespitals tor lepers
thet mauy victims are allowed ta go about
undistarhed because the authorities in
diftercnt  localities have no place to put
them.
