doing honor to  Juckson’s meuiory
on this ocoasion was with him second,
ouly to the dedication of a monument
to the wen of his own command who
fell on that field of carnage. He closed
by calling on Comrade Wa. Grew, who
spoke of our pational development since
the cluse of the eivil war. He said that
when the men of the North snd of the
South stand together they ure in-
vincible, He suid that uvpon the
pages of history the name of Jack-
son would ever shine with luster
He was the great right ann of the
Confaderacy. The North and South
were now united, forming one of the
greatest  nations on the fuace of the
globe, It wiforded him grest pleasure
to ‘participite io layiog flowers on the
monument to the memory of Jackson—
this nation would be great as long na it
ravered  the memory of such men
With three ronsing chears to Stone-
wall Jackson the old veterans proceeded
to the monument erected to the meamory
of three officers and thirty-five privates

of the 114th Peunsylvania Regiment
Qollis® Zousves i, who saerificed their
lives on the fleld of Ohancellorsville.

One hundred  aond twenty.eaght of the
regiment, which numbered at that time
less than 400, were also wounded thers
With a simpls, yet impressive servies,
the nionument  was formally  unysiled
and  dedicated. Gen. Oollis said he
regretted that Hono John 8. Wise,
whn was expected  to  deliver an
oration, was not presont and  that
he had to attempt to fill the place of
the distinguished Virginian. The Gien

eral said it was one of the most de

lightful oocasions of his life.  He said
he came hete twenty years sgo and
marked the spot, but the monnment
was too near the rosd. However, when
the Battlefislds Park  Association sue-
peaded in converting the battlefields
fnto s National Park it woald be an
eaRy matter to move it to its  proper
position. He hoped that the monvment
at Chancellorsville wonld be the initial
atep toward putting a gimilar memorinl
on all the battlefields where his com-
mand lost even 8 single man.  He ex-
pressed pleasure at the fraternal feelings
pxisting between the North and the
South, and said he believed the South
was under great obligations to the North
for keeping them in the Union. He
again paid & high tribate to Gen. Jack-
son, and eaid he believed if the
great Qonfederate chieftain  had lived
he would be todsy wensring the same
aniform as Joe Wheeler and Fitz Lee,
e promised his aid and that of his
comrades to the Park Association, in
making s great National park of the
famons battlefields of this section. In
conclusion he said: ‘‘Gentlemen of
the Association, the monmment is now
yours ; take good oare of it, and preserve
is.""

Maj. T. E. Morris, on behalf of
the Assooiation received the monument
in an appropriate speech. He briefly
referred to what had been done toward
the establishment of the proposed park,
and said that the U. 8, Government
would in ashort time send officiuls down
to examine the grounds and make re-
port, sand that he believed the project
would be pushed to a speedy and suc-
cessful consummation.

An eloquent prayer was offered by
Ohaplain A, W. Givans, in which he
thanked GGod that the boys who wore
blue aund the boys who wore the gray
loved each other and were in fraternal
onion

At the request of Gen. Oollia the fol-
lowing ladies present from Frederioke-
barg placed the floral offerings, which
had been provided by the veterans for
that purpose on the monument: Mrs,
Potts, Mrs. H. B. Lane, Mra R. B.
McOalley and Misses Jennie Hurkamp,
Mary Miller and Alice Lewis. The
velerans then gave thrua cheers for the
ladies, and left for the Ohauncellorsville
Honse, where they enjoyed an alegant
lunch.
