WASHINGTON LETTER.
A Sten Toward th«- Mrtrlc System.T»
Chans« I'riNi.l, ,,iiivl Term.chair¬
man or iiuiiiuiiriii r.mlitaio.

The action of tue bonne committee
on coinage, weights and menenres In
conalderlng Mr. Sbafrotb'i bill to adopt
the metric syatei as the standard of
weight! and measures In «the United
Static is the lirst sup taken by this
government to Join other nations In
adopting this system as the worldwide
stau.lard. For tome time tin-re lias
been au International movement look¬
ing to the adoption of the metric eye«
It'iu by «H the nations, but so far the
United States, Rósala ami Great Unt¬
il in have not taken any step in regard
to tlio matter. Nearly n year ago Mr.
Bhafroth ln«trodoced a Mil, which was

referred to the committee «on «coinage,
weights aud measures, providing that
the metric system should go Into effect
after Jan. 1. 1901. This date lias been
changed to Jan. 1, 1908, ns that Is the
time now Bxed by an International
agreement for the inauguration of the
system.
The committee lias decided to report

favorably tlio Mil. which provides thai
after Jan. 1. 1'.k>,".. nil the departments
of tho government of «the United
States In transaction of all boalneea
quiring the use of weights and meas¬
urements except In completing toe sin

vey t>f pnbUc laii'ls shall employ and
use only those of the metile System,
which shall be the legal standard of
weight and measurement of the Unit¬
ed States. At present the use of the
metric system is optional.

To ChanRe I'rcnidrntlal Term.
The judiciary committee of the bouse

has a very curious and Interesting bill
before it. It m a proposition to amend
«the constitution introduced by Repre«
sentatlve Blbley of Pennsylvania. It

propones that the president of the T'rit-
Sd States shall be elected for n ton» of
six years Instead of four and that be
shall be Ineligible for re-election fot a
second term. The vice president, how¬
ever, is to be elected and bold otile.- for
seven years, thus bringing the election
for that officer In a different year from
that in which the president Is elected.
Mr. Blbley has also undertaken to an¬

swer the question, "What shall i.> done
with our ex-presldentsT" He provides
by his constitutional amendment that a

president whose term <>f office has ex¬

pired shall be a senator of the United
siat.s at large ex offlcto, during good
behavior. In that capacity be shall not
exercise the Voting power and shall re¬

ceive for his services such compensa¬
tion as the «congress shall by suitable
legislation determine. The proposition
does not provoke serious comment In
the judiciary committee.

Senator llanna, chairman of th« Re-
pubUcan national committee, offered to

manship of the Inaugural coin)

Mr. Bdsen accepte. 1 the place and will
take charge of the Inauguration cere-
inonles.
John Joy Edson has lived in Wash¬

ington ever since the war of the r« ! « 1

lion, and In that period he has grown
from a clerk in the treasury depart
ment to be president of one of the
largest financial Institutions In the Dis¬
trict. Mr. BdSOO enlisted In B New
York regiment In the war and served
faithfully until discharged by reason
of expiration of service. He then came
to this city aud was npin.luted to a

clerkship In the treasury department,
where he remained for several vents,

In which time he studied law and was

graduated from the «Columbian univer¬
sity law school.

For Immlcrrntlon Reforma.
The annual report of the «commission«

er general of Immigration recommends
that all alien immigrants on arrival be
required to state If it is their purpose
ultimately to become citizens of the
United States and that answers In the
affirmative should be entered of record
and be treated as a "declaration of In¬
tention." It Is the opinion of the com¬

missioner general that this would give
some authenticity to the declaration
and relieve It of the haphazard charac¬
ter which makes naturalization such a

farce when politics play any part In it.
He recommends also the exclusion of

prostitutes generally, the present law
simply providing for the exclusion of
those who «come here under an Immoral
contract.

Ill» Hard Four Honra.
"What do you do, Mr. Justice, sitting

on that formal bench four long bours
every day'.'" asked a young woman of
Justice Brewer recently. "Well," re¬

plied the justice, "the first hour Is
spent trying to understand what some

pleading lawyer is getting at In his
speech. The effort is entirely useless,
of course, as the argument Is before us

In the printed brief. The second hour
is employed wondering how many
times that lawyer Intends to repeat
himself. The third hour Is devoted to
as comfortable a done as it Is possible
to enjoy sitting upright In a chair. And
the fourth hour. Ah, my dear young
friend, that is the most important hour
of all, for we consume It in the strenu¬

ous and mighty effort to wake up with
the assistance of the pages."

Senator Rann« Waa Broke.
Senator Mark llanna, maker of presi¬

dents, trusted by trusts and man of
millions, was Invited to get off a sir.eet
car here because he could not pay bis
fare, ne boarded a car going from the
capítol to his residence, but could not
fiud a cent In his clothes when the con¬

ductor asked for his fare.
In the forward corner of the car sat

Senator ITatt of Connecticut. Hanna
hailed him for aid. I'latt searched bis
pockets and finally found three pennies
and a crumpled car ticket. The con¬

ductor took the latter and rang up the
fare. Hanna mopped the perspiration
from Mb brow and remarked that it
was the first time he had been broke
since corning to Washington.
