The Dmc:racy v and the Tariff
(Waghington Post.)

The eonsensns of Democratie opinion
on the question of tariff revision appears
to be summed up in the eonclusion of
Demoeratic papers that if the incoming
Congrees should refuse or fail to reviee
the Dingley schedules the Democratie
party woull have a winning issue. ‘(in
that.” says one of our Demoeratic con-
tempornries, ' we ean Wage a victorious
fight,” The T'ost has no doubt ol the
fighting eapneity of the Democracy and
believes that in the contingency referred
to that party would have a fair prospect
of controlling the next House. Hut that
would be no asanrance of a Demorcratie
yietory in 1904, nor would it change the
political complexion of the Senate. In-
stead of hnstening, it might in the end
delay tarifi revision, for that work will
not be performed by a party that is not
in posession of full legislative power

In order to be able to change a line or
figure of the tariff schedules the Demoe-
racy must have control of both Houses
of Congress and the executive depart-
ment, or lacking the latter, must have a
two-thirds majority in both Houses.
When one recalls the fact that notwith-
standing the numerous victories of the
Demoeraey in Congressional elections,
that party hns not been clothed with
logislative power but once since 1858,
and that it held that prize for only
two years, the prospects for another
Democratie tarifi do not loom up effol-
gently. And when the history of Demo-
eratic tarifl legislation in 1804 and ita
offecta on the party nre reealled, one is
compelled to concede that the famed
fighting eapacity of the Demozracy has
heen exploited mainly between its nwn
factions,
