Engineer Set Brakes and Plungsct to
Death In Water With Engine.

At this point the rails are laid
on a steep embankment which forms
the bridge approach, and the engine
and tender toppled over the embank¬
ment. The coupling pin between the
tender and the first car snapped, leav¬
ing the coaches, which fortunately
stopped still on the embankment. The
fireman saved himself by jumping. No
passengers were injured.

In addition to entailing great loss
to the society because of Inadequate
aecurlty the proper valuing of this
real estate will materially reduce the
l8U.noo.000 surplus. The full amount
of this reduction can only be estab¬
lished after the investigation Is com¬

pleted, but It was said that the $3*.-
Diio.OdO of real estate owned by the

society would probably have to be

written down to $2.5.000.000. and at

least 1" per «int. v «jI<1 have to be

taken off that on which $81,023,709
has been loaned.

Morton appointed two experts who

will salue every piece of real estate,

whether It Is owned by the society
