Treasury to bo counted in tho cash as-

sets of tho Government. This silver is

intrinsically worth about eighty-fiv- e

cents on the dollar when compared with
tho gold standard.

The losses
sustained by tho Jews are estimated at
611,000 roubles. Fourteen Russians, whe
were wounded by troops in quelling tht
outbreak, have sinco died, making tlu
total killed twenty-eigl- t.

Numerous cases of Jevr baiting are re-
ported at places elsewhere than Ekaterin-
oslay, but the police and troops aro acting
with enorgy. In most instances ""they
promptly suppressed any attempts at out-
rages against tho Jews.
