With them was John J Collins manager
of the company Tho ludy at tho window
teemed to bo in hysterics Her hands wero
cut and blooding Collins4 ear was also
cut Collins made this explanation

Mies Collingwood is n respected lady of
the company and is aftlicted with a malady
which frequently drives her into hyster ¬

ics Her lady frionds was endeavoring to
comfort her when suddenly she was seized
with spasms Tho ladies being alono
screamed for help Waji I arrived Miss
Collingwood had brokui a number of
panes of glass and was screaming that she
wanted air She was not responsible for
her actions because she was out of her
mind For the same cause tho lady acted
in other strange ways She seized me
und pushed mo against tho wall wounding
mo behind tho ear

Before tho above scene took place Miss
Doyle tho leading lady left the company
and went to Now York This morning Mr
Wnrdo parted company with his manager
and left for Now York Mcmbors of the
company say that a family fight commenced
several weeks ago and that tho sceno at tho
hotel was precipitated by a fruitless etTort
to have tho two ladies adjust their ditll

A HI OlbNon Continue to Talk to
the Couuiiittcc

AVasihxoton March 11 A M Gibson
continued his testimony boforo tho House
Comiuittoe on Expenditures He rovlewed
the indictments and failure of tho prose ¬

cution and the details of tho trial AVit
ness read a copy of a letter ho addressed to
the Attorney General January M 1882
wherein he stated he had proparod cases
against Brady Brown and Frdnch and
urged they be taken before tho Grand
Jury He cited the fact that the October
following tho statute of limitation ran out
in the cio of Brown The Attorney Gen
eral did not reply to tho letter Tho wit¬

ness gave tho Grand Jury a copy of the
case prepared and told tho foreman it was
his duty to proceed independently of the
Government The foreman replied he
had been informed they did not want him to
proceed Witness rendered a bill of 7000
for his services Witness stated that he
dos ired to resign and hud learned that
MucVeagh and Bliss desired him to resign
because ho did not entertain the same po-

litical

views with them They employed
Merrick subsequently a Democrat Guess
thoy wanted a Democrat of Merricks
standing to shoulder some of the responsi-
bility

Witness presumed the prosecution
did not want any ono writing such letters
as his to tho Attornoy Gonoral or giving
advice They want to control cases in thir
own way No indictments had yet been
found when witness went out of tho De-

partment

Washington March 11 The Danville
Investigation Couimitte got to work yester ¬

day morning Colonel W K Dims wa
ovamined and went at length into the his ¬

tory of the last two campaigns in Virginia
lie addressed tho citizens of Danville by
request He criticized tho circular of tho
Democrats and said every man signing the
paper and knowing its contents told will
till nnd mniicious lio t against negroes Ho
appealed to white men and asked if it was
not a cowardly slander on the colored race
to talk in thu way tho circular did The
remark led to considerable excitement He
was told while on the platform that certain
white men threatened to shoot him He
advked the meeting to keep quiet stating
that he thought he could settle the matter
He told thu uudieiice if the men wanted to
shoot him anything done in daylight was
the time to accomplish tho purpose The
men who signed tho circular would not hes¬

itate to stab a man in the dark or shoot me
in the back Ho brandod the men threat ¬

ening to shoot mo as cowards Tho witness
wenton and showed tho records of Danville
that every allegation of tho circular was
false
