PRUSSIAN MURDERS

The Guilty Mail Will Probably Do
Ilrotiirht to Justice

New Haven Oct 11 Some time ago a
dispatch from Europe stated that six human
bodies or skeletons had boon discovered in a
ellar of a tavern in Turzig a Prussian town

by the recent purchaser of tho place whilo he
was making some improvements Later a
Moriden Connecticut man received a copy
of a newspaper which said Richard Sio
vert the former owner of tho tavern in Tur
rig near Rummelsburg has emigrated to
America He was a tall good looking man
with blonde beard about forty years old ami
by trade a shomaker

The present owner of the tavern found six
human skeletons buried in sand in his cellar
At tho top lay tho body of tho merchant
missing since 1331 His noma was B Fuorsten
berg jr from Zanow His clothing and his
traveling bag led to his identification Tho
father of Fuorstonborg at tho time of his
disappearance offered a reward of 100 marks
for Information of his son or his goods It
was then suspected that he was murdered and
robbed Two persons were arrested They
wero Herman Shoffolke from Stolp thirty
eight years of ago who was last 6een with
Fuerstenberg in the suburbs of Turzig Tne
other was Johann Donke from Altwarsehun
Ho was under arrest for eleven months be ¬

cause It was suspected he sold the goods that
Fuerstenberg carried He said ho bought
them from an unknown woman

Tho remaining five skeletons wero probably
all merchants who were killed by Slevort
who robbed and then buried them The hor¬

rible discovery was at once made known to
the State authorities and they have douo all
they can to capture tho munhror who is now
In America

Last spring Carl Slefort moved to Merlden
from Prussia Ho bought a liquor storo and
appeared to bo wealthy Since tho affair
was mado known he has sold his lots and told
his friends ho was going out West He de¬

nies any misdeeds Tho mon who knew him
in Turzig communicated tho Information to
Chief Ford and ho at once Informed the
German Consul at New York It is not
known what action will be taken in tho mut-
ter

died in the Catholic faith

Charles Butler was born at Columbus Ohio
twenty nlno years ago His wealthy and re¬

spected parents failed to curb his evil propen-
sities

and thoy grew with hie growth In his
teens ho became uttorably uq xntrollabloand
began a course of drunken bullying broils
which brought him into tho I jus of tho law
Dr Butler his father a Idghly osteemod
physician of Columbus then commenced
jpendmg money to keep Charley out of prison
l course he has kept up till at last he has
wrecked a fortune to save Charloys neck

Grown to mans estate young Butler
wasted a great deal of money in dealings In
live stock trading watches etc but seemed
Incapable of learning tho value of money
ind of settling down to the sober pursuit of
any business His highest idea of life was
that it might bo made a long hilarious spree
Money was useful only as a means to that
glorious end

Seven years ago soon after attaining his
majority Charley won the affections of
Lavina Abigail Shehan and much against
tho wishes of her relatives and friends sho
promised to marry him hoping that the deep
love he professed for her would lead him to
reform Tho first yoar after marriage ho did
sndeavor to reform and poor Abbey had a
few montlis of real happiness When the
baby came a year later he again kept
straight and was really attentive to his girl
wifo and child for a fow weeks Then began
five years of orgies and cruelties that only a
loving wifo could stand as Abbey Shehan
Butler bore thorn Ho beat her with In-

human

cruelty and in tho midst of the last
scenes of the kind was arrested for the
dozonth time This timo Abboy was per-
suaded

by friends to appear against him He
got one hundred days in prfeon His term
sxpired September 20 18S3

His wifo fearing his revenge for appearing
