It is the old story, too muoh foolish talk
If Hitkiewics could havo the judgment, to
keep his mouth as socurely shut when he
had his bird in hand as whon it was still in
Ifae bush he would probably have succeeded
la his tremendous scheme. But he couldn't
io that. lie thought it was sure and it
was so big a thing, so rose colored, and such
atremondous boom for Mitkiewicz that ho
had tq snout. And he has learnod that it
don't pay to "holler before you're out of the
woods."

The Chinese legation pooplo are very
diplomatio about it, extremely so.

Tho state depart
mens and tbe Chinese minister were notified
of this faot a month ago. Thore was noth-
ing said about the telephone concession, and
N is suppouoJ that it all stands.

A DOUBLE KILLING.

Desperate Shooter Shot by Officers After
One Hiwl Ileeo Fatally Woundd.

CnATTANOOOA, Tenn., Nov. A fatal
shooting occurred yesterday afternoon, at 3
o'clock, at tho home of William Baldwin,
on Whiteside street, in whiob Baldwin at-
tempted to kill Policemen Howard, Fry and
.Springer. The oflloers arrested Robert
King for sailing liquor on Sunday, and at
ling's request they went to Baldwin's home
to get him as bondsman.

Baldwin is a liquor dealer, and when they
approached he grasped a r, walked
to tbe door and began firing on the ofiloers.
He emptied 'his rovolver, one ball striking
Oflloer Howard In tha forehead, and plow-
ing a furrow the entire length of the skull,
fracturing it. Tho olBoere all fired several
shots at Baldwin, three, entering the breast
and abdomen. When Baldwin bad emptied
bis revolver ho walked into the house,
pulled off his boots, lay down on a cot and
sent for a notary to make his will, but be- -
fore tho will was made he died. Officer
Howard will die. Ofiloers Springer and
jrry are unnurt. uaiawin noa killed two
men, before.

ANARCHIST QRAVEYARD.I

A. Lot Finally Obtained la Waldhelm
Cemetery.

Cbioaoo, Nov. 24. The place in which
the bodies of the executed Anarchists are to
be buried has been seleoted, and 'hpthing is
required now but the formal sanction of the
authorized organisations before tho bodies
can bo interred. Tbe defense committee
met Mr. John Buehle, president of ho
Waldhelm Cemetery company, and throe of
the directors yesterday afternoon and wsnt
to the cemotery with them. The lot chosen
(s in tho northeast quarter of the cemetery,
and is triangular is shape.

Two prominent driveways pass it on the
northeast and northwost sides, whllo to the
southwest is one of the largest open spaoos
In tbe cemetery. The ap-
proves of tbe site becauso it comprises about
two hundred square feet, or about night
regular lots. To the north is a largo tract
of ground containing about one hundred
thousand tquaro feet, whioh can be pur-
chased in connection with the othor at a
low figure.
