CALAMITY OF THE AGE,

The Yellow River Leaves Its Bed and
Forms s Lake, Turning s Densly Popus
Inted Avon Into A Watery Waste=The
Terrible Sullering of the Survivors.

Baw Franoisoo, Dea 17.—The stesm-
ship City of Sydney has arrived from Hong
Kong and Yokobama, bringing the details
of a disaster ocoasioned by tha Yellow river
overflowing ita banks in the provinos of Ho-
Naun, 1t is desoribed as one of the most ap+
palling ocourrences in loss of life and prop-.
erty recordad in recent times

The river broke its banks on the evening

of Beptember %5, southwest of the City of |

Chin Choo, and not only
! datad that oity, but also ten other populous
clties, The whole area is now a raging sea
ten to thirty feot desp, whore [t wad once m
densely populatad and rich plain,

The former bed of the Yellow river is
now dry, and the present lake was the bed
of the river centuries ago, The low of life
is incaloulable, and the statem et is made
by missionaries that milllons of Chinese are
bomeless and starving.

Thomas Paton, one of the American mis-
slonaries, writing from Io-Naa proviooe,
under date of October 23, says:

“The newly gathered orops, houses and
trees are all swopt away, involving a foar-
ful los of life. Ths oountry was covered
with a fins winter braid, which is gone, and
| implies compiote destruction to next year's

erop. ‘Bread, bread!' is the ory of thou-
I sands, who are on the river bank, Benevo-

lent peoplago in boats and throw bread
among the masses here and thers, but it is
nothing compared with the requirsments.
The mass of people is still being incressed
by continual arrivals even more hungry
than the last. There they sit, stunned,
bhungry and dejected, without a rag to wear
or a morsel of food. Mud huts are being
srected for themm. What it will be in two
months I can not conveive. The misery (e
incrensing, owing to the bitter oold
weatber.

Your wilence
in the casw muk: be interpreted as sympathy
with crime, wben you wers trasted Ly the
state of Indinua to do sl in your power to
ferret out erime.  For what good work you
have done, 1 commend youn, but for that you
bave refuseld to do, 1 cannot.”

OUTRAGES OF A BANDIT,

Towns Plundered and Cltizens Com plstely
Terrorizged by His Baod,

Nogavres, Arie., Deo 17, —Notwithstands-
ing large number of Federal troops and cit-
izons in the tield against the bandis, Bornal,
and his baad, the war cloud seems to grow,
and he sevins to get the upper haod of his
pursuars at every turn. The people are
now beginning to look upon the troops as
baing incapuble of performing the task al-
lotted them. The last information io re-
gard to the campaign against tham left the
redoubtable bandit and his band hedged in
the Tulars mountains by Federal forcss and
citizons, To-day news came that he aond his
raiders have effected their sucape, and that
Gon. Lojero has returned to Mazatlan,
where he will direct thse campaign by
wire, - ‘

It seoms that while the bemiging party,
which was comnmandad by Gen Lojero,
was contracting its lines, foll in with a few
of Barnal's men, and a fight occurred in
which several were wounded on both nides,
Lojero, however, eaptured a man named
Biouri, one of Bernal's most desperate lisu-
tenants, and succesded in securing Bernar«
dino Barraza, & young lady of Stalz, who
had been curried off by the bandis, Miss
Barraza was sent with an escert of soldiers
to the homes of her family. Bleuri, re-
fusing to divulge the hid.ng place and
arsenal of the bandit, was tied to a tres and
shot,

Aftor this occurrance Tharra and Meraz's
parties gradually closed about the range,
and on the fifth day came together without
baving seen a trace of the suppossd
hedged-in desperadosa, Trailers were sent
out at onoe, and alter two days’ search dis-
covered where a party of about twenty-five
had left the mountains, and the inferenoce is
that it was Bernal's band, with the clhief at
its head.

A courier has just arrived at military
hoadquarters at Booa Del Potrero bearing
dispatches from the prefect of Otasz, which
glve the details of the capture of that town
and the running off of Miss Barraza by
Bernal. The prefect states that Tharra and
Meraz's partiess had not been in the mouns
tains more than two days after the return
of Miss Barraza, the liberated girl,
when Bernal, at the bead of & band
of about twenty-five men, made a descens
upon the town, They sntered it on horws-
back from the direction of the Tulare range
and commencsl shooting as soon as they
entarad the suburbs. The terrified people
took refuge in thair houses, barricaded their
doors and windows and awaited, trembling,
the demands of Bernal ‘

After posting men about town so every
streef wus under guard, Hernal procesded
to the prefecturs and threatensd to nail the
prefect to the wall by his sars if he at-
tempted any demoustration, From there
he went to the home of Bernardino Barraza
and foreibly made her 1Mount’s horke, He
then commanded his men to sack the stores
for provisions and ammunition, which was
done. After holding the town for about
four hours be rode off, taking with him
Miss Barraza. Ho so thorougiiy sacked the
place that thers were not guns aud ammunis
tion enough to lupplj‘ A pUrsuing party. It
is evident that Bernal has a stronghold in
one of the spurs of the Sierra Madre moun s
taine, aud it Is believed that when he lafe
Otaez he went there, aa several of his men
had wounds of a serious nature.

The escape of his band from the Tulare is
sald to have been effected through the
treachery of a party of a citizen foros, who
had & prior arrangement with Bernal to
keep him in case of sxtreme diffioulty. The
scouting parcy that was sent to the Cinego
to soour that vicinity are now at Chaocala
They found thres men who were thought to
belong to Beruals band, and they were

Two-Dollar Sllver Certifloates Changed to
Fives by Counterfeiters.

New Youx, Dec. 17,—The United Btates
sub-treasury offioials were alarmed this
morning on discovering the appearance in
large numbers of two-doliar silver certifi-
cates whioh bhad been altered to fiven They
are moras dangerous than if wholly counter-
feited or printed from entire platea, There
are soveral ways in which the alterations
are made, The portrait of Gen, Hanoock
on the left hand upper corner in the origi-
nal has a mustache, but no full beard. The
mustachs has been partly erased and a
beard put on, which covers the whole chin
and extends waell up at the aides of the face.
The bair ou the head ia rearranged and the
expression of the eyes altered

If Gen. Hancook himself ware liviog he
would hardly recognize his own face in the
doctored portrait,. Whom the oounterfeiters
intended to make the picture represent is a
mystery, as no such oaricature appeared
upon the genuine five-dollar certificate.
Another variety is less elaborats, but dan-
gerouy in its charactor. In this variety
Gen. Hancock's face is tampered with, the
mustache and hair on the crowa being
changed, but no attempt is made to adorn
the goneral with a full beard.

These alterad oertificates are not valu-
less. They are still good for 82, and people
