THE MOZAMBIQUE TROUBLE.

Serpa Pluto's Fight With theMnkololog
Confirmed.

London, Dec. 24. Dispatches from
Quillimane, under date of Nov. 12, con-
firm the report made by Engineer Castel-lo- s

to the colonial minister of the en
counter with the Makololos. The dis-
patches say, also, that the natives made
an unprovoked attack upon the camp at
Munassa, and that Castellos, after a stub
born resistence, defeated them and occu-
pied tho country. It was reported that
the British missionaries at Blantic insti-
gated the Makololos.

Maj. Serpa Pinto conferred with the
governor of Mozambique, and afterwards
proceeded with tho gunboat Quanza to
Quillimane, going thence to Mopa. A
fortnight later news was received that
the natives were massed on the Zambesi,
and were advancing in tho direction of
the Shire river. Serpa Pinto sent his
scientific instruments to the coast for
safety, and placed Costellos, Engineer
Themudi and Lieut. Contino in com-
mand of tho Portuguese and native
troops, Contino also directing tho move-
ments of the three steamers armed
with guns and manned by Portuguese
Bailors.

The latest news to Oct. 29 was that
Pinto had sufficient stores to last threo
months, and that there was great activi-ty'inr-t- he

camp. Pinto was suffering
from Malaria. He expected to be able
to subdue the Makololos by December,
and to return to Lisbon.
