INpiaNaronis, March 19.—A flaring
gas-jet in_ the Bowen-Merrill big book
establishment, on Washington street, at
4 p. m. Monday, caused the most terri-
ble conflagration and catastrophe this
city has witnessed for many years. The
jet set fire to a bex of slates, and the
flaines spread rapidly among the papers,
books and packing material.

Soon dense columns of smoke rolled
through the immense building, and the
firemen had great difficulty in suppress-
ing the flames. The tire leaped to every
floor of the block through the elevator,
and the whole strength of the fire de-
partment was called out too late,

tarned In the Rulos,

At 5:30 p. m. a number of firemen
were on a lidder placed aguinst a rear
wall, while others had forced them-
selves into the busement bolow, when
suddenly the roof of the rear portion
crumbled, the rear wall plunged out-
ward, and the sides fell heavily, carry-
ing a score or more of firemensdown,
some of them to their death,

“suve the Boys 1"

It was an appalling sight to the thou-
sands of spectators, and not until Charles
Jenkins, a pipeman, staggered out of
the smoke and dirt with his skull laid
bare by a terrible gash, crying: *‘Save
them! Save the boys!” did all realize
what had happened.

To the Rescuae,

Brave hands then tore the debris away
and Welb Robinson. pipeman of the
Fives, was [irst rescued with a broken
ankle. Then Engineer Georse Faulk-
ner of the Ones was taken out wuncon-
conscious, but he died in a few minutes,
Captain Sam, Neal of the chemical No. 1
was rescued next with a fractured skull
and internal injuries,

Capt. William Long, of the Sevens,
lay in the debris for an hour, while a
streamn of water prevented his being
burned alive, His head was badly
bruised and burned, but unless his in-
ternal injuries are severe, will recover.
Driver Eb leach, of the Twos, was
pulled out of & pile of burning rubbish in
time to save his life,

The boidy of George Glenn, driver of
the Tens, was found with his life crushed
out and almost beyond recognition,

Ulysses Glazier, pipeman, died in hig
brother's aris before he could be extri-
cated from the wreck.

William Tallentyre was pulled out
with an arm broken in two places.

Great Heat.

The heat of the burning debris made
the work of the rescuers very slow,

About 10 p, m, the body of Superin-

tendent Andrew Cherry, of the fire
alarm telegraph, was found midway be-
tween two walls, where he fell when the
roof went down, The remains were
badly crushed,

William Partee, pipeman, was taken
ont in an uncunscious condition,

Capt. William McGinness, of the
Eighths, who was carried down with
the roof, was badly injured internally.

At midnight the rescuing party lo-
cated William Jones, Hiram Woodruff,
Richard Lowry and John Burkhardt
The former was held in the debris by
heavy beams across his body, and it re-
quired the work of hours to get him out,

Stornmer and Woodruff were dead, but
Burkhardt was still alive, and an effort
was made to relieve him by a tunnel
through the walls of the adjoining
building.

Al Huffman, Thomas Black and Peter
Daugherty, pipemen, are missing, and
their dead bodies are supposed to at
the bottom of the wreck. Pipeman
Williat Hensley was rescued with three
ribs broken.

Two newsboyvas are reported to have
been under the walls with the firemen,
and must have perished in the wreck.
The bodies of the dead firemen were
waken to the morgue, where many
pathetic scenes were witnessed when
the blackened remains were identified
by stricken relatives,

The Loss,

The loss of the Bowen Merrill com-
pany by the fire will reac. 100,000 on
stock and building. The latter is owned
by Mr. Bowen. the senior partner, and
the loss on it is about ¥75,000, The in-
surance will reach about 70,000,

H. P. Wasson, dry goods, D, J. Sulli-
van, ‘dry goods, um* other establish-
ments occupying adjofning blocks, were
sufferces by the smoke to the extent of
some thousands of dollars. The work of
rescue wa. kept up all night by the
means ol eleetrie lights,

There is a rumor that the fire origin-
ated in the basement from the furnace.
but in what menner is not known, The
furnace was recently refitted and was
tﬂll}[nm--] to be in good condition.

WINDOM'S SILVER BILL.

The House Committes Amend the Para-
uwgragsh on Free Colnage,

WasmiNarox, March 19. —Eleven mem-
bers of the house committee on coinage,
weights und measures were present Mon-
day when the Windom silver bill waa
again under discussion, The amend-
ment offcred by Mr. Bartine, passed upon
by the committee formally last .‘nlc'mntfay.
when there was a smaller attendance,
providing for free coinage when the
price of silver reaches $1 for 371.25 grains
of pure silver, was voted upon, and
adopted by a majority vote.

Mr, Williams oifered an amendment,
which was adopted, striking out the
section in the nll authorizing the secre-
tary of the treasury to suspend tempor-
arily the receipt of silver bullion at an
time when he is satisfied that throug
combination or speculative manipulation
of the mar'cet the price of silver is arbi-
trary nominal or fictitious, A motion
offered by Mr. Bartine, providing that
the notes issued for silver bullion de-

wited shall Le redeemed upon demand
in lawful money, was lost and a motion
to reconsi ler made, which was pending
when the hour of adjounnent arrived.
The bill thius goes over until next Mon-
day. In fact. several members of the
commitiee were absent from Monday
morning's meeting, what was done Mon-
day may be recalled and amended again
at the next meeting.

Chinese Laundries Muast € .

New Yorx, March 19. — The pro-
rietors of the big steam laundries in the
Inited States, representing, it is said,

25,000,000 in their plants, have decided
that the Chinese laundries must be
driven out of the business. The chief
executive committee of the master laun-
drymen met in this city Monday night,
and decided that the association shall do
evervthing so far as it can to wrest from
the Chinese the control of the laundry
business, This action was precipitated
by the attempt of six Chinese compunies
to purchase the largest laundiies in the
United States, nnd run them exclusively
by Chinamen

Mysierions Death at Kokomo, Ind,

Kokoso, Ind.,, March 14.—Lucinda
Brooks, aged 20, died Friday alternoon
in convulsions, from the effects of drink-
ing some whisky given her by a man
who had sworn to kill & companion who
was with her, The coroner has not yer
held an inquest, but it is the opinion that
the girl died from poison intended for
her companion. No arrests have been
made,

Ix Progressive Euchre Gambling ¥

MansHarL, Mo., March 19— Judge
Ryland, in convening the circuit court
Monday, charged the grand jury to pay
special attention to gambling, and in-
structed them to investigate the playin
of progressive euchre for prizes, whic
undoubtedly came under this head, and
to indict where there was sufiicient
proof.

Chosen as the Date for Opening
the World’s Fair,

And the 20th of the Following
October for Closing.

The Dates, Howaver, May Be Changed.
Lively Discussion at the Meeting of the
World's Falr Committes of the House
= Rogard to the Bubsoription Lusk
New York Still Kloking.

Wasminarox, March  19.—Thera was
another lively meeting of the world’s
fair committee Monday. Messrs, Frank
of Missouri, and Bowden of Virginia,
were absent from the city, and Mr. Wil-
son wus engaged in the ballot-box in-
vestigation. As a consequence Chicago
temporarily lost two members favorable
to her, and the committee was tied up
80 as to be unable toachieve any positive
prosress.

The fifth section of the bill was the
first matter under discussion. To this
section Mr. Belden, of New York, last
Saturday offered an amendment requir-
ing a positive guarantee by the citizens
of Chicago of a $10,000,000 fund. It
soon became evident that the committee
was equally divided on this proposition,
go it was passed over for the time, When
Section 5 (which leaves blank the date
for holding the fair) was reached, Chair-
man  Canler proposed to 111l in the
blanks so as to provide for the dedica-
tion and celebreation, Oct, 12, 18892, and
for the holiding of the fair in 1593,

The Chicugo members had all along
declared thav they were prepared to ac-
cept the views of the committee on this

nt, although personally they felt that,
in justice to the foreign exhibitors and
in view of the delay on the part of con-
gress in acting upon the subject, it

would be better to hold the fair in 1883,

Therefore. when the question was put

on Mr, (‘andler’s motion, tI - refrained

from voting, and the chaivman found
himself alone in voling for the motion,
and it was lost.

Daies« May he Changel,

Thereupon the dates were filled in to
rmluira the fair to be opened April 30,
1892, and rlosed Oct. 20 of the same vear.
The entire bill was then read over and
agreed upon, except Section 5, which
will be acted upon at another meeting to
be held, « hen 1t is hoped a full attend-
ance will be had, It is probable that if
the Chicago men go there in force then,
ther\' will make an efTort to reverse tne
action of hixing the date for holding the
fair,

It appears that Mr, Belden was late in
retting to the meeting, and had he de-
ayed a little longer the committee would
have a-reed apon a report to the house
on the lines of the sub-committee bill.
But as soon as he took his seat he called
up his motion of last Saturday, relative
to the $10,000,000 fund, and there was an
animated discussion. The Chicago man
insisted upon the sufliciency of their
subscription, but Mr. Belden wished to
see the sulecription lists,

The chairman produced a list of names
to which the New Yorkers objected, on
the grouni! that the names were un-
attached to a heading, and that therefore
it was worthless, financially.

The Chicago men explained that this
list was a ::upf of the original list, which
was properly headed and had been seen
by d'h- chairman and sub-committee.
The original had been taken to Chicago,
where it was in use by the finance com-
mittee. Thi- failed to satisfy the New
York 1epresentatives.

Mr. Springer remarked in a fucetious
manner that he and Mr, Hitt would as-
sume the £10,000,000 obligation, and re-
minded Messrs. Flower and Belden that
they had tried to bluff the house by the
same remark when the bill was under
discussion. He insisted that the best
financiers had said that the Chicago sub-
scription list was worth ninety-eight
cents on the £l in any money market,
and wound up with the declaration that
Chicago was all right financially; that
her interests were at stake in the fair,
and that she would not be done out of it.

Tuesday's Session,

Mr. Wilson, of West Virginia, who is
one of the Washington representatives
on the world’s fair committee, was pres-
ent when the commiftee met Tuesda
morning to consider the Chicago hilﬁ
and as a consequence, the dead-lock that
has existed in llhe committee was broken
and the fifth section of the bill, provid-
ing for the financial scheme on which
the fair shall be eonducted, was passed
upon.

The members of the committee pres-
ent were: Messrs, Candler (chairman);
Hitt and Springer, of Illinois: Wilson,
of West Virginia: Belden, of New York,
and Hatch, of Missouri, The amend-
ment offered Monday by Mr Delden,

roviding for & financial plan. was voted

own, and Mr., Wilson offered as a sub-
stitute for the fifth section an amegd-
ment providing that when the prl-h‘ida'lt
is satisfied that Chic has raised or
prm‘ida-rl a fund of $10,000,000, he shall
1ssue his proclamation in regard to the
fair, and inviting foreign patrons to par-
ticipate,

Messrs, Candler, Hitt, Springer and
Wilson voted for this, and the amend-
ment was carried.  This completed the
bill and Myr. Candler, the chairman, was
instructed to report it to the house, and
to call it up for consideration at the
earliest possible date,

ALMOST BLOWN UP.

Cowardly Attempt on the Life of a
Cluim-Jumper at Butte, Mont.

Bu1TE, Mont,, March '9.—An attempt
was made here Monday morning to take
the life of J. V., Skidmore Ly blowing
him up with ginnt power, Skidmore
last fall jumped a claim apd built a
cabin, which he now occupies, e was
absent from the cabin a few minutes

Monday morning, and when he again
entered an explosion took place, which
knocked him senseless, killed his dog,
knocked a hole through the roof and
fioor of the cabin, and shattered things
generally, Skidinore's face was lacera-
ted by two pieces of iron, one of his legs
was a mass of wounda and the other
was also injured. It is supposed an en-
emy put a can of giant power in the
cabin during Skidmore's temporary ab-
sence and lighted a slow fuse.

OUR TURRETED MONITORS.

Wonderful Changes to be Made by the
Outlay of 500,000,

New Yorg, March 19.—~The Times
eays it is reported that strong efforts are
about to be made in certain naval quar-
ters to induce congress to authorize the
converting of the single turreted moni-
tors of the navy into “floating batter-
ies.”

Ihe iden proposed is to take off the
turrets altogecier and supply each vessel
with two or more guns mounted on dis-
appearing carriages, of the type now
made by the Pneumatic Gun Carriage
and Power company.

A bill with this very object in view
has already been introduced in the house
authorizing the Pneumatic Gun Carriage
and VPower company to convert the
sngle turreted mouitors Wyandotte and
Nantucket mto **tHoating batteries.”

The project, in its lirst conception,
does not appear to have attracted much
attention in the navy department, but
recent clains advanced by President C,
E. Creey, of the Poeumalic Gun-Car-
riage comjany, have not only aroused
the liveliest intervest, but have caused
prominent oiicials to conclude that the
question, whit to do with the old Erics-
son monitors, has at last been answered.

The propusition now aboui w be ad-
vanced is th . removal of the turrets and
guns from not only the Wyandotie and
Nantuceet, but from all the sin_le tur-
reted monitors. It is pointed out that
the present twelve-inch iron armor of
the moniwrs’ turrets can be pierced by
projectiles from any of the six-inch steel
guns, witle the projectiles from the fif-
teen inch muzzle loading Dahlgrens of
the monitors can be stopped by four
inclies of maodern armor.

From the fuct that the monitors are so
weighed down that only about 20 per
cent. of rscrve buovancy remains in
their hulls. it would be unsafe to add ad-
ditional weight consequent to strength-
ening the turret armor,

On the other hand it is pomted out
that the turrets of the old monitors can-
not be adopred to modern high power
steel guns with any safety to guns or
crew, from the fact that the revolving

ear is so likely to jam on receiving
weavy shocks, This trouble has been
eliminated in the more modern turrets,
but still exists in the original vessels we
now have on hand.

It is thereiore proposed to remove all
this obsolete, ineflicient material and
utilize the weights thus saved by put-
ting below the water line high powered
eight or ten inch rifled steel guns,
mounted upon the mosat improved car-
riages of the type for disappearing guns
which has been adopted by the war de-
purtment as the type of carriage to be
used in our coast defenses,

In all there are thirteen single turreted
monitors, which it is proposed to convert
into “‘Hioating batteries.” These vessels
are the Ajux, Canonicus, Catskill, Jason,
Lehigh, Mahopue, Manhattan, Montauk,
Valiant, \ yandotte, Nantucket, Passaio
and Comanche,

All the above vessels, representing an
aggregate cost of §7,000,000, are at pres-
ent lying *‘in ordinary,” nine at City
Point, Va., two at the Washington navy-
yard, one at Annapolis, and one at the
Mare Island navy-yard,

These vessels are the only armored
vessels that we now possess in a state of
completion, and, though of antigquated
type, will have to be depended upon in
case of a declaration of war before other
coast defense vessels are built. Inefii-
cient as they are, they must be taken
care of, which is effected at considerable
expense to Lthe navy.

By clearing the turrets off the decks of
these vessels, providing in lLeu of their
present armament, high powered guns
on dsappearing mounts, the country
could have, it 18 claimed, wilhin six
wonths, thirteen harbor vessels, actually
available, at an expenditure of about
$500,000, At the present time these
wionitors have a speed not much over six
knots an hour,

Avkansas Safe Blowears.

Fort Smiri, Ark.,, March 10.—The
circuit court clerl's office at Greenwood,
Bebastian county, was entered by burg-
lars Saturday night, but so far as can be
learned, they secured only §600. They
bored a hole in the door of the vault and
blew that open, and then opened the
county treasurer's safe on the inside and
secured all the money it contained. The
county collector has been at Greenwood
all week collecting taxes, and the thieves
evidently expected rich spoil,

Wuoinen Frightfully Barned,

Sovri Bexp, Ind., March 19.—Mon-
day forenoon, while working about a
gasoline stove, Mrs, Hamer, of this city,
was frightlully burnad about her limbs,
hands and face. Her clothing took fire,
and before the flames were extinguished
her body was badly burned. The lower
portion of Ler face was burned to a blis-
ter and her nose to a crisp. The nails
on her hands dropped off witn the flesh,
and her limbs were fearfully burned.
Mrs. Hamer's mother waa also burned,
as was Mrs. Hamer's adopted child,
which had its hair burned from its
head.

The Fishermeon Still Missing,

Cuicann, March 19,—The tu; Fashion,
Capl. Edward Napier, which lelt port
Monday noon to search for Auton Ole-
son, Sven belson and Andrew Soren-
son, the fisherinen whe are supposed to
be lost in the flelds of floating ice along
the west shore of Lake Michigan, has re-
turned, and no trace of the missing men
or their eraft was found. The boat which
contained the trio was carrled out into
the gale of Friday aftérnoon, and has not
been seen or heard of since,
