Judge Cowing, of the general sessions
suys: “Capital punishunent, I be-
lieve, acts as a great daterrent of mur-
der; and if it is abolished homicides will
incrense to a great extent,”

Judge Daniels, of Buffalo, expreeses
similar views, and cites the oase of a
man who followed his vietim through
severnl states and finnlly mordered him
in Wisconsin, where capital punishment
had just been abolished. He was sen-
tenced, to life imprssonment, but the
