TWO STATIONS ATTACKED.

Some of tho Inhabitant Iteporlod to

Havo lleen Klllrri l'lucurds ltclng
I'osteri ns a Warning to Foreigners.
Other Dispatches from Over tlie Ocean.
London, Aug. 3. Dispatches received

from Foo Choo, China, state that riotinp
is imminct at that placo, and tho town
is totally unprotected. Placards upo?
which are notices threatening foreignon
have been posted in the public thorough'
fares.

It is reported that the mission build-
ings at Yen Ping, province of Fo Kien,
on the Miu river, ninety miles northwest
of Foo Choo, and at Foo Ning, in the
same province, seventy miles northeast
of Foo Choo, havo been attacked by a
mob. It is also said that some of the
inmates of the mission buildings have
been killed.

A Ilcpubllcnn movement.
London, Aug. 3. A republican

movement in Portugal is active, and has
gained strength from the Bufferings oi
the unemployed at Lisbon and Oporto.
A meeting of 5,000 workingmen was
held near Oporto tho other day, ostensib-
ly in relation to tho linancial stringency,
but the men cheered loudly tho names
of leading republican agitators. The
negotiations for the sale of Portuguete
Africa to England have not served to in-

crease the popularity of tho ruling
family, and the consummation of such
an arrangement could hardly fail to re-
sult in revoluti on an tho Portuguese
take a high sentimental pride n their
colonial possessions, and the lifting of an
oppressive burden of debt would com-
pensate for their loss. That it is part oi
England's plan to secure Portuguesd
Africa bm long been apparent, and tho
PortugwRe will be baited and harasses
until th"ey surrender tho coveted terri-
tory.

Awaiting the War.
London, Aug. !. Tho reception of the

French fleet at St. Petersburg is watched
at London even more closely than at
Berlin, for it is felt that as Franco dis-
likes Germany, so Russia fears and hates
Great Britain and that any alliance in
M'hich Russia is interested must have
Constantinople for an objective point.
The eordiality of Russia toward France
has had the effect of making the British
government anxious to prove that En-
gland is not unfriendly to the lattoi
power and tho visitor of the French Heel
to Portsmouth will be made tho occasion
to show British hospitality and friend-
ship for France, which, however, will
not hide the fact that the British fleet is
promised to Gormany for tho Baltic and
to Italy for the Mediterranean, when the
great war breaks out.

Shot III Little Brother.
London, Aug. 3. The twelve-year-ol- d

son of Herr Grossweckon, a farmer
near Wollin, Prussia, accidentally shot
his five-year-o- ld brother a few days ago,
and at once disappeared. It is feared
that he committed snieide in the rivor.

TIioikuihIa of Jews Com I njr Over.
Hambuuo, Aug. 3. Five thousand and

four hundred Russian Jews loft this city
tho past week, most of them intending
to go ultimately to the United States.

Indianapolis Police Called on to Protect
a Village's Trustees.

Indianapolis, Aug. 2. A detachment
of police has been called to the suburb
of Haughville to protect the trustees
from violence at tho hands of enraged
citizens. Notices have been posted on
their doors declaring that they will bo
"dealt with" if they do not resign.

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GOOD W.ORDS FOR THE INDIANS.

A Grenter Portion of Them
Says Commissioner Morgan.

Washington, Aug. 3, "Just before
hfe death, General Sherman was quoted
as saying that wo were supporting 200,-00- 0

paupers meaning tho Indians," said
Indian Commissioner Morgan, just prior
to his departure for Europe. "This
statement was not correct. It is a fact
of which probably you and a great many
other Americans aro ignorant that the
great mass of American Indians are

"Many of the Indians are supporting
themselves by fanning. A great many
others receive their bupport trom tho in-

come which they derive from the sale ot
their lands to the government. The
actual number of Indians receiving sup-
port from tho government is compara-
tively small. The total number ot ra-
tion Indians is 07,000; and in this aggre-
gate are included tho Indians who re-

ceive, only a part of their support from
tho government's hands. Some of these
receive as little as $3.60 a year. Tiio
number of Indians not receiving rations
is 180,574.

"In my tour of tho Indian agencies,"
Baid the commissioner, ''I was amazed
to see under what extraordinary disad-
vantages tho Indians were laboring for
their support. At Fort Hill lfound In-
dians cultivating country that was al-

most barren, for want of irrigation. Tho
wheat was being trodden out by horses
tho old method that our fathers used
fifty years ago and tho women 'were
winnowing in the most primitive fash-
ion. Tho corn was ground botween two
stones. In fact there were no modorn
appliances, and tho disadvantages under
which the work was being done would
havo discouraged wliito men.

"I was amazed to 6eo this and other
evidences of thrift among the Indians.
Tho Indian is not improvident. Among
the Moquis in Arizona I found stores
put by which, in some cases, wou'd
nave lasted their owners two years. The
Indian office is doing everything it can
to educate tho Indian farmer and with
such success as will surprise a great
many people who think they are well in-

formed about tho condition of tho In-

dian.
At tho institute at Genoa, Neb., we

havo a school farm of 320 acres, of which
twenty acres are used for school purposes
and the balance for fanning. In addi-
tion we have rented 120 acres and we
have 320 acres under cultivation in addi-
tion to thirty acres of hay land. In 1800
this farm and tho shops attached to tho
school produced grain, cattle and horses,
etc., of a value of $7,250.00 and the 'esti-
mated production for 1891 is $12,775.20.
At tho Chilocco 6chool in Indian Terri-
tory we have a vacation farm with 240
acres in wheat and 130 acres in oats, and
we produce about 700 tons of hay."

Indians Are Not Aliens.
Tho commissioner's 'efforts to make

farmers of his Indian charges led to a
controversy with the laboring men of
Norfolk, Neb., in Juno last, which was
rather comical in some of its features.
Under an arrangement with the Oxnard
Beet Sugar company, of Grand Rapids,
Neb., the boys from the Grant institute
were put to work in the beet fields
weeding. 'The laboring men of Norfolk
held a meeting and adopted resolutions
protesting against the employment of
"Indians or any other alien labor."

Commissioner Morgan answered: "In-
dians are not aliens, and axe the only
genuinely native Americans, and they
are certainly entitled to earn their daily
bread by their labor h any class of peo-
ple upon this 'continent is." This reply
silenced the laboring men of Norfolk,
and no further objections were raised to
the employment of tho Indians.

STARTLING CONFESSION.

Thirteen Men Arrested for Assisting An-

other to Commit Murder.
Petoskkv, Mich., Aug. 8. Tho prose-

cuting attorney of Presquo Islo county
Saturday issued warrants for tho arrest
of thirteen men, whom William Repko
claims assisted him to murder Albert
Molhor and his clerk, Ed Sullivan, of
Rogers City, sixteen years ago. The
confessor, Rcpke, is already in prison.
The men are well known and some of
them hold public offices.

Molitor was a natural son of old King
William, of Wurtemburg, and camo to
this country when quite young, being
banished for trying to steal a plan of the
fortifications at Uhlan. After coming
here ho enlisted in tho army and sooa
rose to a place on General Siegel's staff.
After the war ho went to Detroit, mar-
ried and formed a partnership with
man named Rogers. They came to th
county, and started a mill and import-
ing Germans and Poles to work it.

Tho burning of tho mill caused
Rogers to draw out He loft Molitor
without money. By his influence with
tho Germans, Molitor got himself elocted
treasurer of the county, and it is Bi
that by manipulating the money and
juggling with the funds, rebuilt tLo
muland acquired a great deal of mono; .
He refused to make any accounting and
ruled the people with a rod of iron,
bringing upon himself, so many pooplo
say, the fate he met.

the 'July coinage.
Over 0,000,000 Pieces Coined and Worth

2,800,000.
Washington, Aug. 8. The total

coinage executed at tho mints of the
United States during the month of July
was 9,005,000 pieces of all kinds valued
at $2,899,000. Gold valued at $1,000,000
was coined into 101.000 pieces; 970,000
standard silver dollars and 2,000,000
dimes wore also coined, tho silver coin-
age amounting to $1,170,000. The minor
coinage amounted in value to (123,000,
consisting of 1,572,000 five-ce- nt pieces
and 4,340,000 ono-ce- pieces.

Kan Into by a "Wild Engine.
