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THE NEW CHARTER.

Full Text of jthe Act Governing Citles
of the Fourth Class.

Read the Act Carefully and Post Up
ou What Wil Scon be Our
New Charter.

Beginning to«lay the Brreeriy will fur-
nigh its renders with the full text of the
act for the zovermmnent of cities ol the
fourth clugs, As Maysville belongs to
the fourth class we urge all persons
dwelling within the city limits to reald
the act carefully and study its provisions,
so that they may hecome fully llmsrml
concerning what will in the fuature be our
city charter. The act hecame a law on
approval by the Governor June 28, 1803,
The act has been furnizhed to the By
LETIN in pamphiet form and covers thirty-
eight pages with 115 sections. We will
yublish the act in full from day to day in
installments, as our space will permit, Ft
will prove mighty interesting reading:

e it enieted by the Geneeal Asaembly of the Commion-
wealth of Kewtueky: & 1, The sivernl cities of the
fourth clnss shull be badies-politle and carporate,
under the respective names they now have. and
under sucl A may sue and be sued, econtract
and be conteacted with, nequire and hold roul
and personal property for corporale purposes,
have a common seal, and change the same at
pleasure, and exerclse all the powers hereinafter
conferred, Each clty, a8 constituted and contin:
ued by this het, shull sueceed to nll aod singular
the ],sl'-?u-l"lg rights, and be liable for the oblign-
tlons of such city as they are at the date when i
shall take effect,

i 2. The corporate powers of each oity shall be
divided {nto & leglslative, executive and judieial
department, nwli‘ neither of sald departments
shall exrcise any powers properly belonging to
elther of the others, except as herein provided.

LEGIELATIVE,

i 3. The legislative power shall be vested in a
Mayor, aud not less than six nor more thau
twelve Counclimen, as muy be provided by ordl
nanee ; the members of Counell shall be quali-
fled voters in the city ; residents of the ward for
which they stand [or at least six months prior to
their electlon, if said city s dlvided Into warils;
hold no other civil ofMes, nor be directly or [ndi-
rectly interested in any contract with said eity ;
nor be in arrears to sald city for money collocted
or withbeld without settlement or quietus there.
for. The absence of any of these qualifications
shall render a person {neligible as a member of
such bourd ; and it shall be the duty of Conuncil
w0 to declare, and proceed to fill the vacancy.
The Mayor may be elected by the peopleé or ap-
pointed by the Council, as may be provided by
ordinance, and enscted not loas than sixty days
previous to the November election in the year in
which the election or ﬁpvni:‘.n'nr-m is to he mado,
and shall hold his office lor four yeprs, and have
tho same gualifieations as members of the Coun-
eil. Should any oMeer of sald eity be direetly or
indirectly {nterested us agent or principal (o any
contract with sald elty, or as surety on any such
contract, he shall thereby vacate his office, and
the oontruct, if entered (nto before sald officer
vacates his office, shall be null and void.,

# 4. The members of the Board of Couneil xhall
be elected on the first Tuesday nfter the first Mon-
day in November every two yonrs; shall be resi.
dents of the warids they represent, and shall be
elected by a majority of the votes edsg by the
qualified voters of the wards for which they re
wpectively stand : Provided, The eity s divided
into wards, otherwise they shall be electad by s
majority of the votes enst by the qualifed voters
of the clty, of which they must be resldents, and
may bhe allowed by ordinance not « xeeoding )
for euch meeting they attend. The Board of Coun
eil or Board of Trostees, as the case may be, of any
city not divided into wards may, not less than
slxty days belore auy Noveimniera lection held fo
the clection of Connellmen, divide the eity Int
not exiexding xix wards, which shall remain as
constituted, unless changed or abolished by a
fu » Hoard of Couneil

i 5, The Mayor shall be Chairman of the Board,
and In his absence a Mayor amd Chalrinan o
tmpore shall be elected from the mombers ; but
such person shall not perform the funetions: of
the office of Mavor unless the regular Mn'\'nf
has been absent from the county for at least
three duvs, or b= for any regson, unabile to dis-
charge his duties. A majority shall be o quornin
of the board with power to act, and (o the ab-
gmee of 4 quorum two members shall v,
jower o adjourn from thme o time ontdl o
Quornm is sopiired,  Inoease of o vacaney In the
Loard by dedth, resjgnntion or nny other eause,
guch vaouney shill be filled sy herclunfter pros
he ponrd shaldl meet nt such times and
shinil be proviaed by ordivanee. It shall
ud election returns of

government, and enforee the sune by appropri-
ate fines, not exceding 810 for ea lenso ; and
thee -fourths of the members voting atimatively
may, for uny good cause, expel any wember

B, A Ulerk of the Council shall be elected by
thip Conucil or by the votes of the clty, as may be
preseribed by ordinanee, enacted not less thun
sixty duys previons to any November election,
who shull keep w complete recond of all proceed-
ings, lumediately after the adjournment of each
miceting of the board every ardinanee passed at
that meeting shnll be publisbhed at least opee in
some newspaper published in the city, or by
hand bills, and sueh publication shall e made
before any ordinanee 18 euforced and It shall be
the duty of the Clerk to have such Ipublication
made, and 1o preserve w copy thereof,

£ 7, The recond and oflicia edirgs of the
Boand of Council are hereby ( nred to be pube
He records, und shall be preserved und eutitled
to full fuith and eredit as such, nd official copios
may be read in nll conrts of the Commonwenlth
with like effect as of other publie records, anid
coples of an ordinance shall be prima facle ovi-
denee of 114 legal adoption, as requlred herein.,

¢4, No ordinapce for the lmprovement of
strects or sidewnlks, or for the assessinent of any
tax, or for the establishment of any license, shall
be vulld unless the yeus and nays thercon bhe res
corded in the journal of proceedings.

powers harein granted, shnll have power within

2. To levy nud collect for municipal purposes
an annonl ad valorem tax not exceeding 75 cents
on every §100 dollars of all property made tuxa-
ble by law for Stste jpurposes ; In addition, not
excividing 50 cents an the 2100 worth of property
tuxable for state purposcs, for the mwaintenance
of publie schools, or the erectlon of bulldings
for publle school purposts; and not excecding
G0 cents to mect the priveipal and interest of uny
binnded debt hervinndter nuthorized,

A To levy aud collegt apnually upon every
male residont of the city, twonty-one years of
age or aver, & head or persotin) tax of notexceed-
jng 81,50 cents per caplia

4 To borrow money for making publie fm-
provements, apon the crodit of the eity, and
pledge the revenue for the payment thereof ; but
the bonded indebtedness so erented shall not ex-
coed the constliational Hmitation at ony time.

8. To provide the city with watar, or erect, pur-
chase or lease water works and maintain same,
or to muke g1l necessary contracts with any per-
son or corporstion for such purposes: to erect
hydrants, cisterns, fire plugs and pumps in the
streets within or beyond the lmits of the eity,

9. To construct and malntaio sewers, bridges
and culyerts, regulate tho use of same, clean,

1L To llcense, tax and regulate actioneers,
merchants, retullers' stores, peddlers, brokers,
pawnhrokers, whieeo fuctors, public halls, lee-
tures, eonoerts, and other places of smuseément,
orany trade, occupation or profession,

1 To Heense, tax, regulateé or suppress lee-
tures, theatrical and other exhibitions, eirenses,
shiows und amusements within sald eity, or with-
In one-half mile of the limits thereof,

14, To Heense, rogulate or tax, restrain and
l.ruhihlt billinrd tables, shooting galleries, skat-

v rinks, lottery ofMices of lotteries legally au-
thorized by the State of Kentucky, or agonts
thoreof ; bowling saloons and ten-pin alleys; to
pass ordinances inflicting fines on drunkenness
and breaches of the peace; for keeping gaming
houses, hawdy or disorderly houses of any klod.
To resteain, suppress and punish indecent or
obscene conduct orexhibition, or the use of ob-
seene or profane language ; and to restrain and
punish vagrants, prostitutes, rakes and whore-
mongers: and to Heense, tax and regulnte ave-
tlon sales within the elty Umits: Provided, That
no billiued table, pool table, pigeon-hole table
or bowling alley shall be allowed to be kept,
with or without playing thereon, In any room
where llgnors are sold at retall to be drunk on
the premises,

15, To license, tax and regulate wagops, denys,
hacks and all kinds of vehicles and livery sta-
hiles, pnrl.; houses, exchacge offlces, tf"il‘l{ﬂi ih
offlees, Insurunce oMices,or the agents keeplug the
express offices, or agents of the samo ; roal
catate neents, hotels, taverns, restaurants, clubs,
publie boarding-houses entertaining transient
guests, or other houses of public resort or en-
tertainment; or any other business or ocenpa-
tion leensed or taxed by the State; and to
license and tax any earrier of passengers or
freight for hire within the city.

16, The Counell «hall bave power to provide for
the prevention and extinguishment of fires, and
to regulate aud establish fire companles ; to pro.
vided for orclect firemen, prescribe their duties
and fix their compensation; and the volunteer
membeors of such companies who receive no pay
shall be exempt from serving on Jurles In the
city court and of paying Pnll—tux %o long ns they
remain notive members of such company. Also,
to regulate and restrain the erection of wooden
buildings, and to provide for the removal of
eame when built contrary to the ordinances of
theleity, and to provide for the condemnation and
removal of unsafe walls, and to require that all
new bulldings shall be erected as to thelr safety,
subject to the approval of the elty engineer or
other designated authority : Provided, No build-
ing shall be erected exeept hy permission of the
Board of Counell,

17. To regulate the storage of gunpowder,
roain, tar, pitoh, cotton, oll and all other explo-
sives and combustible material, aud o appoint
some sultable person or persons, at seasonable
times, to enter And examine sueh houses as they
may designate, In order to ascertain whether any
of such houses are in & dangerous condition
with reference to fires, and to chuse such as are
in a dangerous condition to be immediately put
in safe order and condition,

18, To erect and keep in rv]lmir necurate publie
soales, and o appoint a public weigher orlwelgh-
ers to attend the same, and to fix fees and com-
pensation for hisservices ; to establish standard
wolghts and measures, and to regulate the
welghits and measures to be used in the city in
JIIH cnses where the same are not provided for by
nw.

10, To pnss ordinances requiring nll coal sold,
and w be delivered in or out of the city, to be
welghed by the publie \\'hl;f;ilu-r, and to fAx ade
I{Illtlt' pennlties for the violation of the same,
Also, requiring all iHuminatiug oils being sold in
the eity to be inspectad by the publie fnspector.

A, Toeontrol, regulate and determine the use
and locatlon of butehers' shops, slanghter-
houses, glue factories, brewerles, distitilierios
livery stables, blacksmith shops and founderies,
21, 1o provide for and regulate the Inspection
er, lard and other provislons ; toregulate
onding of meat, and nll other articles of food
nsumtion within the eity limits

22, Toerceta work house, poor house, station
house and house of correction, or all or either of
them, and to provide for the malo tenance, reguli-
tion and government thereof, nnd of the persons
confined therein, and to provide, maintain and
regilate & public burial-ground ; to establish,
muintiin and regulate a local publie Hbrdary, and
ralse subscriptions donations and gifts thereto

23, 'To exacland compel persons arrested and
held under w oapive pro fine from the polico orelty
comtto perform such reasonable work as may not
be detrimentnl to health either in any work
Bouse station house or county juli, or on the
strects of salil elty, or o preparing curbing or
othor miterfnl for the same, 3or to do any other
useful Inbor on public propoerty; to regulate
sich labor and fix the wages to be allowed
thaelor,

M. To fix, by ordinance, the peunlty lor the
violation of the provisions of this chinracter, or
any municipal ordinance or by-law, and enforee
the same by warratut or supinons, and no in
dietment <hall be necessary,

25, The Board of Councll may grant the right
of way aver the public streets or public grouuds
ol the city to any rallrond company or stroet
ra:lroad eompany, on such l'-nmilnm a8 to them
may seem proper, and shall have s supervising
control over the use of sume, and shall regulate
the specd of gars and slgnals and fare on street
cars ; and under ke conditlon pud supervision
may grant the right of way that may be neces-
BATY Lo gas companices, water companles, electrie
fght companiys, telephone compunles, or any
lke compunies: and may compel any rallroad
company toeroct and mulntaln gates atanyorull
BLrCt --r-mimﬁt and to prevent rallways from
blocking or obstructing the streets or public
ways of the ¢lty, and to fix pennlties for the vio-
lation of these provisions: Provided, That notl-
ing hercin shall be construed to prevent any
property-owner, whose property may abut on a
streat on which a ratlway may begranted a right
of way, from recoverivg from snch rallwey any
damage that mayibe done to sald property by
tlwtur‘t'upullun or use of suld street by such rall-
road.

¥, The Board of Council, aside from the in-
debtedness herein authorlzed, shall have no
power to incur an ndebtedness on behalf of the
clty which can not be met out of the revenue of
the current fiseal yeur; but nothing contalned
in this act shall be construed (o prevent any city
having an Indebtedness contracted under laws
existing ut the date of the adoption of the pres-
ent Constitution of Kentueky from levying and
collecting sueh taxes for the paymentof such [n-
debtedness, and the [nterest thereon, as are pro-
vided for in such laws, in additon to sho taxes
herein authorized to be levied apd collected ;
and in payment of the bonded and tlonting debt
of any such olty existing at the time of the
passage of this net, authorized by Inw, the Board
of Councll may issue renewal bonds or funding
bonds, bearlng not exceeding six per cent. per
annum interest: Provided, Thnt the fhllllll of safd
renewal and funding bonds shall not exeeed the
prineipal of said bonded und fdoating debt, and
sald repewal and fuuding bonds shall not be
sold for less than par and accrued foterest.  All
bouds lssued by any olty shall be signed by the
Muyor or ohiel execnutive and countersigned by
the clerk of the elty, with the seal of the city

27, The Council shall have power, by onll-
nanece, o leense, permit, regulate or restrain the
sle  of wll kinds of vinous, spirituous or
malt liquors within the limits of the city
or to restrain or probibit the sale thereof
within one mile of the limjts thereol, provided
nothing herein shall be construed as granting the
power or right to one town or city to leense,
permit, regulate, restraln or prohibil the sale of
vinous, spiritnous or malt lgnors in any other
town or dity, snd may fix the penalty or floe for
violation of an ordinance under this seotion at

The Board of Council shall have power, by
ordinanee, 1o priseribe the punishment, by fine
not excoeding $100, or Imprisonment not exeeed-
ing aixty days, of any person who shall molest,
damage or interfers with any system of water-
works lald in sald elty, or the pipes and manlus,
hydrauts, or any part thereol, and shall have
power to punish by ordinance and imposs the
same penalty a8 for damaging or molesting any
other public property ; and may, subject to the
rules of any water company which may establish
snch systom, select persons who shall have the
right to open. tap or make conneetion with such
pipes or mains (o streets, alleys, or publio ways
of suld elty, The Board of Counell shall have the
right to establish and maintain & pound, and
make proper regulations for the (mpounding
keeping stock, Aixing fees for same and relense o
same, and regulate and prohibit the running at
large of stoek on the streets of the clty.

31. The Boanl of Council mnay by ordinance ex-
empt manufacturing catablishments and the ma-
chinery from taxation for a period not exveeding
five years from the establishment in said elty.

32, 8ald City Council sbhall have legislative pow-
er to muke bylaws and ordinances lor the earey-
ing Into effect of all the powers herein granted
for the government of the eity, and to do all
things rmpori}' ho]mmini: to the police of incor-
porated cities, Sald Board of Connell may change
the boundary line of any ward or wards of any
elty now divided Into wards, or hereafter divided
into wards, under the provision of this act, not
less than sixty days previous to any November
eleetion,

33, 1 at any time the Board of Council shall
deem It necessiry to Incur any indebtedness, the
payment of which caunot be met with without
exceeding the income and revenue proyided for
the city for that partlcular year, they shall give
notice of an election by the qualified electors of
the town, to be held, to determine whether such
indebtedness shall be (neurred. Such notice
shall specify the amount of the indebledness
proposed to be Incurred, the purpose or pur-
poses of the same, and the amount of money nee-
essary to be rafsed annually by taxation for an
interest and sinking fand, ax herein provided,
Such notice sball be published for at least two
weeks in some newspaper published in, or of
general elrculation In, such towu, or by posting
written or printed notiees at three or more pub-
lfe places {n such town. If, upon a canvass of
the votes east nt such election, it appears that
two-thirds of all the qualitied electors in such
town shiall have yvoted 1!: favor of Inonrring such
indebtedness, (tshall be the duty of the Board of
Connceil to pass an ordinance providing for the
maode of creating such indebtedness, nnd of pay-
ing the same, Hut such Indebtedness shall not
in nt:‘y event exceed the lmit provided in the
constitntion for citles of the fourth class. And
in such ordinances provision shall be made for
the levy and colleetion of an annual tax upon
all real and personal property subject to taxation
within such town, sufficient Jo pay the interest
on such indebtedoess us It falls due; and also to
constitute s sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thercof, within a pepriod of not more
than twenty years from the time of contractin
the same. It shall be the duty of the Board o
Congell in each year thereafter, at the time at
wlhich other taxes are levied, to levy a tax sufi-
clent for such purpose, in addition to the taxes
by this chapter aunthorizged to be levied. SBuch
tax, when collected, shall be kept in the trsasury
as A separate fund, to be inviolably appropristec
to the payment of the principal and Interest of
sueh Indebtedness,
