WASHINGTON NOTES.

Grorax R. Peck, formerly of Kansas
and the Santa Fe rnilway system, but
now general attorney of the Chicago,
Milwankee & St Paunl Railroad Co.,
with hia official residence in Chieago,
fell down an elevator shaft at a hotel
in Washington and his right arm was
broken just above the wrist, while all
of the flogers of his left hand were
broken back from their sockets and
the full use of the hand never will be
recovered, his physician said.

Tux National Grange, at their ses-
sion at Washington on the 16th, adopt-
ed a resolution in favor of the appoint-
ment of u practical farmer for secre-
tary of agriculture and appeinted a
committee to draft a memorial to Mr.
M¢Kinley expressing the views of the
grange.

A sPECIAL from Washington to the
New York Times stated that an at-
tempt would be made during the com-
ing session of congress to put an addi-
tional tax of §30,000,000 on beer.

A coxvereNCE of silver lenders, it
was reported, would take place at
Washington soon after the convening
of congress to decide the plans of the
siiver men for the next four years.

Unofficially
many of the members of the grange
met nt night and unanimously in-
dorsed John H. lrigham, of Ohio, for
secretary of agriculture and a commit-
tee waas selected to formulate plans for
urging the appointment.

INDIAN AGENT DoANE, of the Qua-
paw agency, L. T., has potified the
white renters io the Quapaw reserve to
leave the reservation. There are about
600 of these renters and the order of
the agent will work great hardship.
Nearlyall of them have large crops of
corn ungathered, besides hay and
other crops. The order is imperative,
und if they obey they will have to
leave their crops behind.

ADDITIONAL DISPATCHES.

SEcRETARY MoRmTON, of the agricul-
tural departmeat, bas made his fourth
annual report. He strongly urges that
government inspection be extended to
all animals intended for food, and re-
ports an f(ocreasing demand in En-
gland for American horses. The secre-
tary hopes the gratuitous distribution
of seeds will be discontinued and con-
cludes his report by a review of the
condition of American farmers and re-
futes the idea that the farms of the
west are more heavily morteaged than
those of the east. He says 72 per cont.
of farms in the United States are occu-
pied by their owners and are free from
mortgages.

Lorp Grorox HAMILTON, secretary
for India, in & speech admitted that
72,000,000 people in Indin were affected
or threatened with alarming scarcity
of food, though it was thought the
government has some prospect ol cop-
ing successfully with the situation.

THE LOVELY GREEK.

She was versed in
sclences, and taught them in publle,
and she was also a poetess, winning
her laurels over male ecompetitora
Her tollet was not her only and sole
occupation, though it did take a great
part of the morning.

It begins by her slaves frictioning
her from head to foot, then placing her
in & bath of perfumed water, after
which she was again frictioned, this
time with ivory brushes, ecalled
srigilles.

English Doctors Who Are Actually In Re-
celpt of Commissions from Undertakérs,
“Some Eoglish doetors are luﬁ&

habit of receiving commissions
ondertakers on funerals procured
through their efforts.” This startling
charge is made by Sir Edward Fry,
until recently n lord justice of the
court of appeal in England, in an ar-
ticle on the evils of secret commissions
in trade,

pocket & sheaf of the cards of an un-
dertaker, and, giving one of them to
the person concerned, suggested the
employment of the undertaker. The
undertaker was employed, but the
medical man hus not since been called
in, for the real natore of the transae-
tion gradunlly became apparent to the
head of the school.

8 current phrase) is presented by the
doetor standing by the bedside of &
patient hovering between life and
denth with a pock of' undertaker's
eards in his pocket! Imagine such =
doctor, perhups pressed for his last
quarter’s rent or his butcher’s bill,
computing the possible fees to be
earned If the patient live, and setting
these ngainst the commission which
will be paid if the patient be suecess-
folly buried; contrasting the speedy
pavment of the prosperous undertaker
with the probable delay and trouble
of getting the fees from the slowly
convalescing patient, and the con-
flict between thesa degrading thoughta
nod the sense of doty not veu extinot
in thedoctor's breast."—N. Y. Journal
