IN ACCORDANCE WITH HIS WILL,
REESE JONES WAS UREMATED,

Descviption of the Ineineration at Lo
Mons Park, Near Baltlmore, Laost
Saturday--An Interesting Bat Grew-
wotme Seene—The Ashes Collected in
u Vase Carved by the Dead Man.

A tritin that moved ont dlowly Teom the
Paltimere and Potomne Station in this
ity on Saturday. ten minutes hefore
nobn, earried in the express car the re-
muins of Iteese Jones, wlhio died ot his
late residence, at 520 Bixlh street soutls-
enst, on Thursday Jast, The body was
destined for (he crematory ot Loadoun
Park, Baltimore County, dMd, In the
passenger conch was Mr, Henry T, Jones,
eldest son of the demd man, and a well
known merchant of New York Cidy.  He
was accompaniod by Hobert B, Smith, o
Ifedony friend of the deceased, nand a
reporter from Tire Crprie Buconn,

The ervand of these two gentlemen was
asad one, Belore his death Reese Jones
charged them to see that his body was cro-
mated, and the journey to Loudonn Park
was in the fullillment of that request. It
way twenty-five minutes past one o'clock
when the train stopped at the station.

Loudoun Park i ahesutifol cemetery
three miles thisside of Baltimore, Initis
buried the Confederate dead of Marylnnd,
Plain marble foat and head stones mark
the beds of the soldiers' lasd repose.

Whaiting on the parrow womsden plat-
forth were seven men.  Bix of them
looked ax though they hud been specially
designed for Fred. Opper's rustie carica-
tures in Puck. ALl of them wore cheap
straw hats that prociaimed their newness
to the world, Six pairs of faded blueover-
alls bagged on an equal diomber of lankey
limbs, Each individual had whiskers
that were aftlicted with theirregularity of
ﬁruw_llstlml_nremﬁ peculinr to the rural

fstricts. Every one of them endeavored
tolook sad, and

only suececded in look-

ingsilly,

q’ho seventh man, the leader, liad a mot-
tled face and s hoarse vaice. He wore n
dusty suit of black clothes and a regretful
air. Under his direction the Inhorers re-
moved the wooden box containing the
corpse [rom the car, and placed it ona
rongh bier that stood near the track.
Four of the men fastened hempen straps
over their shonlders. attached to the
handles: the other two carried thelr share
of the weight at the sides, and thus they
marclied slowly up the hill which leads to
the entranee o the cemetery, The di-
reclor walked a dozen vards 1o advance.
Messrs, Jones and Smith and the reporter
