It is not out of the rapge of the possible
that such n guestion may nrise in the
next Hons That question wounld be the
most important in the history of (his
country. It wotild be the question of the
next President of the United Btates. 1t
feemg almost certain that the Farmers'
Allinnes will place a candidpte for the
Presidency in (he field,  Who that man
may be no one ean guess, 1t cortainly
van be Senator Stanford of Californian if
he wants it,  With the present strongth
of the Alliande and Senator Stanford's
enormoiny abilities tor un endrgotic cam-
paipgn, itis not Impossible that the Allj-
ance may win electoral votes enoungh—
nat to clect Senstor Btanford—but to pre-
vent either the Demoeratic or Repablican
candidates from obfaining the majority
of the Electornl College, necessary for
election, In that easé the Constitution,
hfv article 12, provides that the election
shall he thrown into the Honse of Repre-
sentatives then sitting.

Panrry Wanis,—Assistant Altorney for
the District Thomas bas delivered an
opinion in relation to the guestion as to
whether the builder of & brick hiouse on a
lot adincent to & lot on which there is a
frame house can build so as to buill o
party wall. The Attorney decides that
the builder of o brick house adjncent to n
lot improved by a frame house has a right
to cutaway a frame hotise sutheient to

guired to repair the frame house and
muake good all damnges by eatting it for
the purpose of bullding the partition wall,
In his opinion he says: '] have examined
this question with some care and have
reached the conclusion that the right of &
lot owner in thisecity when he Luilds to
ereel one half of the wall between him-
gelf and his neighbor on the ndjoining lot
isnn epsement running with the land.
The right o bullding owner has in this
city to overreach on the adjoining lot, er
in other words to nval himself of Lthe
privilege of a partv-wall Is denied from
a olpuse in the conveyance from the
original  proprietors -to Beall and
Guatt, the dommissioners to lay off
the Federal city, which  declared
that the lots and squares when appor-
tioned should be subject to 'such terms
anil eonditions as shall bethonght reason-
able by the President, for the time being,
for regulating the materigls and manner
of the buildings and improvements of tha
lots gpenerally in the city, or in partienlar
streete or parts thoreof for common  eon-
venienoe, safety and order.) Hegulalions
were made by President Washington and
continued o foree until others were made
by acts of Congress. In 1871 Congress
conferred power upon the Commissioners
in respect to bullding regulations of the
most comprebensive character.

OF MERCURY.

The Bapid Transit of a Groat Planast
Across the IMae of the Sans

The lovers of astronomical selence wit-
nessed  oorare and beantiful phenomenon
Inst Baturday evening when llh‘? SN Wasa
degree or two above the Virginia hills
aeross the Potomae. The phenomenon
in gquestion was the transit of the planet
Mercury ncross the dise of the sun.

The whole foree of the National Ob-
servatory was on the qui vive, and several
telescopes were mounted in the }:rmmds
to allow a more exaol view., The big
teleseope in the “round house” conld not
be broughit to bear on the som owing to
the fact that Old Sol wok s0 noar down
under the horizon, Captaln MeNair,
superintendent of the station, was ably
assisted by 'rofessors William Harkness,
John R, Fastmaon, Lidgar I'risbie and As-
sistant Astronomers Hall and I'aul, and
reliable obsevrvations were obtained.

While the transit of s planet across the
s often pastes unnoticed by the masses,
yebitis a most amportant event to the
practical astronomer, for it Is by this me-
dium that these scientific men are able to
determine the sun's distance from the
enrth, Asthis distance is the astronom-
ical unit of weasurement in terms of
which all other digtances ave expresdad,
it pan be keen how important it i5 to de-
lermine It with accuracy,

The physical constitution of the planet
Merenry 1§ not very well understood owing
to the diflicully of observing it sonear the
sun. It is aboul one-nincteenth as large
us the earth; bul its density is one-iilth
grenter,

CRIMINAL COURT.
Edward MceClelland's Trials

Edward MeClelland, indicted for canus-
ing the death of John H, Benlon Jan-
nary 20, 1800, appeared this morning, wnd,
