STORMY SESSION OP THE SENATE-

Madrid Feb 2J Tho Cortes reassem

Senor Montero Rios President of the

Attack Upon Spanish Commanders
Count dAlmenas resumed his attackupon the Generals and complained that
live months had elapsed and not t sin-

rise to another tumult and Count dAl
menas was called to order Again he
asked why tho Generals who capitulated
had not been executed It is quite true
he declared that the army Is an army of
