Marble and Bronze

All Washington Is familiar with the
beautiful exterior of the new Corcoran
Gallery a lasting monument to the gen-
erosity and public spirit of Its founder
and every tourist who visits th Capital
becomes acquainted with the interior and
the treasures It contains But strange to
say there is among the old residents
of the city a strong disposition to decry
the collection as a whole and to acknowl-
edge their Ignorance of the pictures and
other works of art with a certain air of
superiority And yet within those stately
walls of white marble there is much to
repay a visit whether one comes merely
as a lover of the beautiful or as a stu-
dent of history

It must be confessed that a hasty walk
through the rooms and a cursory glance
at the pictures excites in the mind of the
visitor a feeling of surprise at the num-
ber of large canvases devoted to very
painful or unpleasant subjects and the
natural question arises why such ugly
and grewsome pictures were ever bought
and why they are considered worth pre-
serving and exhibiting today Let us ex
amine a few of these from the standpoint
of the student of the history of art and
wo will see that In their day they had a
great reputation and were dignified by In-

ternational fame
Perhaps the worst picture and there

fore the best example will be found In the
colossal painting of the Death of
Moses the observer cannot restrain a
smile at the absurdity of the pinkrobed
angels with peagreen wings are
painfully attempting to raise the rigid
figure of the patriarch in the foreground
the smile Is however quickly lost in a
feeling of disgust when one realizes that
the figure on the left is meant to repre
sent the Almighty whose attitude and

are copied and enlarged from the
famous little picture by Raphael in the
PItti Palace And yet this ugly and ri
diculous picture bears the name of Cuba
nel a French artist who half a century
ago had an international reputation
whose paintings were eagerly sought for
