The Paris which sailed from S tha p
tn yoBtorday called at Chorboun and
picked up fifty p e fem She left Cher
burg 6 oclock last ovenlnr
after 1 oclock thl morning at ftSgb

tide and In a fog she ran ashore
From tho first there waa no danger Life
fceftt and tugs wore soon Hterally
lute arouad the verael to render awtat-
anee A majority of the pM enffer who
numbered ISO were brought to Falmonth
where they obtained lodging for the
night

Capt Watkins reported that hte ship
w lying comfortably In smooth water
and that ther wa no oec ton for any
alarm tet reports He reported tho pas-
sengers and crew all well

The first intimation of the vessels Milk
ing the rocka was a slight grating sound
which was sHowed br ond and
pronounced shook The shouted
that there was something looming ahead
hot before there was time to reverse the
engines the ship had gone on the rocks
two hundred yards front the shore As-

sistance was summoned by moans of
rockets and the coast guards promptly
telephoned to the lifesaving station or
bouts

A majority of the passengers were not
aware that an had happened
until they were called up by the stewards
On reaching the deck they found the
ships boats in perfect readiness for their
reception The sea was perfectly calm
and the only discomfort that the pas-
sengers experienced was caused by the
slight rein that was falling at the time
Owing to the calmness of the sea the
boats could be managed with entire
safety Perfect order prevailed aboard
the vessel Capt Watkins stood on the
bridge giving orders and his perfect self
possession and calmness of demeanor had
a reassuring effect upon the passengers

Woition unil Children KIrat

In accordance with the Instructions of
the Captain the women and children
were the first to be taken off the ship
Such perfect order was maintained that
a passenger described the scene as sim-
ply a slow procession of women and chil-
dren walking in a single file to the boats

At daybreak th position of the vessel
could be better discerned The brilliant
St Anthony light at the entrance of Fal
mouth harbor could be distinguished
plainly through the misty rain and the
Millstanding masts of the Illfated Mohe
gun could be seen near by

It Is said that a Falmouth pilot boat
showed a warning signal to the Paris
telling the Captain that he would put the
vessel on top of the Mohegan if he did
not alter the course of the ship The
warning however came too late and the
Paris struck on a ridge to the westward
of the Manacles

It Is suggested that as this was only
their second trip front Cherbourg the
cers of the Paris were not familiar with
the course The crew of the Paris are
still aboard the vessel It Is believed that
the steamer lies a large rent in her bot-
tom In the forward pert of the ship Tugs
are standing by her and will assist In an
effort to get her off the rocks

Further details of the disaster show
that when the vessel struck the crew were
summoned on deck The passengers upon
appearing were met In the companion
way with comforting words and assur
ances of their safety Exceptional cool
ness was shown on all sides the stew-
ards distributing coffee and stimulants to
all who desired them

Fortunate Absence of a High AVind

Capt Watkins had his gig lowered and
rowed ashore in order to ascertain his
whereabouts and to telegraph to Fal
mouth for tugs to assist his ship In the
meantime rockets were sent up and sig
nal guns were fired The vessel lay with
her head to the southwest the reversing
of her engines having put her broadside
on to the rocks Happily the sea was
smooth and there was no wind Otherwise
there would probably have been a differ-
ent tale to tell

The dangers of the vicinity were strik-
ingly brought home to the passengers and
crew by the masts of tile wrecked steam-
er Mohegan which are sticking OUT of the
water and by a miserable bell buoy
which tolls almost constantly as though
sounding a death knell

When Capt WatkIns returned from his
trip ashore he learned thuL here was
already considerable water in the hold
and the tugs which had arrived stood in
readiness for any emergency All the
passengers were transferred to the tug
Dragon but beyond the clothes they wore
they took nothing with them They were
landed at Falmouth shortly after 7

oclock the local agents of the American
Line meeting them and providing them
with every care and quartering them at
tile various hotels and the Sailors Home

When the Paris struck the tide was
within an hour of flood and this proved
Insufficient to raise her off the rocks

The passengers are lavish In their praise
of the admirable behavior of the officers
and crew and declare that It was duo to
their selfposaoaslon that no accident oc-

curred to any one Perfect discipline
they say was maintained throughout It

Tonight the Paris lies In much the
same position as when she struck her
bow being about 150 yards from the shore
and her stern about SOO Just outside the
bows of the Paris is a great rugged rock
and a ridge of rocks projects into the
water 200 yards ahead

There is about sixteen feet of water in
the three forward compartments but the
engines are apparently unharmed It has
bun decided to await special salvage ap-
paratus and the not tide tomorrow
The sea Is still smooth and the work of
lightering proceeds

A Seen by a Coast Gourd f

Coverack May 1 One of the coast
guardsmen at Coverack has made the fol
lowing statement to a correspondent of
the Associated Press

It was 121 a m today when I discov
ered the lights of a steamer close Inland
just over the wreck of the Mohegan I
immediately fired a rocket which ws
responded to In a few moments by the
signal gun of the Paris Chief Jeffers of
the coast guard summoned his men and
manned the lifeboat Unlike the ease of
the Mohpgan the Paris could be easily
seen The rocket apparatus was prepared
and the first shot discharged It failed
to reach the vessel but the second fell
across her bows and was quickly fastened

In the meantime the Port Iloustcck
lifeboat anti the Falmouth tugs respond-
ed There was a heavy ground swell run-
ning with a southwesterly breeze and it
was very hazy

On reaching the Paris Chief Jefffrs
found Capt Watkins maintaining the best
discipline There were no signs of a
panic The starboard boats of the Parts
were swung ready for launching all the
women and children were being collected
together and the prompt arrival cf the
tugs facilitated debarkation

jleculls the Molirgiui Disaster
London May 22 All the morning pa

pers comment editorially upon the acci
dent to the Paris calling attention to the
strange coincidence with the Mohegan
wreck in which the loss of all the officers
left the position of the ship so far out of
its proper course unexplained the verdict
only showing a slack lookout The Morn-
ing Post and tile Dally Mail call attention
to the mysterious and treacherous cur
rents In the channel urge an Improved
system of buoys and call for a postpone-
ment of Judgment until the fullest inves
tigation shall have been had

Netr York to Uciluco
New York May 21 At the office of the

American Line in this city today Second
Vice President James A Wright made
public all cable dispatches bearing on tne
disaster to the Paris as soon as they
were received During the day there
were only two inquiries nrxide at the office
for passengers on the Paris The New
York of the American Line will take the
place of the Paris sailing from here a
week front Wednesday She is arranged
the same as the Paris so those have
engaged passage on the Parks will occupy
on the New York the same staterooms
that they secured on the sunken vessel

empty That one vacant chair spoke loud
er than all the occupied chairs at the
banqaot

In almost every house the articles of
furniture take a living personality That
picture a stranger would not see any
thing remarkable either in its design or
execution but it Is more to you than all the
pictures of the Louvre and the Luxem
bourg You remember who bought it and
who admired It And that hymn hook
you remember who sang out of It And
that cradle you remember who rocked
it And that Bible you remember who
read out of it And that bed you remem-
ber who slept In it And that room you
remember who died in it But there Is
nothing in your house so eloquent and no
mightyvoiced as the vacant chair I sup-
pose that before Saul and his guests got
up from this banquet there was a great
clatter of wine pitchers but all that
racket was drowned by the voice that
came up from the vacant chair at the ta
bit

Thousands have gazed and wept at
John Quincy Adams vacant chair In the
House of Representatives and at Henry
Wilsons vacant chair In the Vice Pres-
idency and at Calhouns vacant chair In
the American Senate and at Prince Al
berts vacant chair In Windsor Castle
and at Thiers vacant chair in the coun-
cils of the French nation but all these
chairs are unimportant to you as compar-
ed with the vacant chairs In your own
household Have these chairs any lessons
for us to learn Are we any better men
and women than when they first addressed
us

Tho Fathers Chair
First I point out to you the fathers

vacant chair Old men always like to sit
in the same place and in the same chair
They somehow feel more at home and
sometimes when you are In their place
and they come into the room you Jump up
suddenly and say Here father heres
your chair The probability is that it is
an armchair for he is not so strong as he
once was and he needs a little upholding
His hair Is a little frosty his gums a lit-
tle depressed for in hits early days there
was not much dentistry Perhaps a cans
chair and oldfashioned apparel for
though you may have suggested some
improvement father does not want any
of your nonsense Grandfather never had
much admiration for newfangled notions

I sat at the table of one of my parish
loners in my first congregation an aged
man was at the table and the son was
presiding and the father somewhat
abruptly addressed the son and said My
son do not do things differently because
the minister Is here Your father never
liked any new customs or manners he
preferred the old way of doing things and
he never looked so happy as when with
his eyes closed he sat in the armchair in
the corner From the wrinkled brow to
the tip of the slippers what placidity
The wave of the past years or his life
broke at the foot of that chair

Perhaps sometimes he was a little Im
patient and sometimes told the same
story twice but over that old chair how
many blessed memories hover I hope you
did not crowd that old chair and that It
did not get very much In the way
Sometimes the old mans chair gets very
much in the way especially if lie has been
so unwise as to make over all his prop
erty to his children with the understand
ing that they are to take care of him I
have seen in such cases children crowd
the old mans chair to the door and then
crowd it clear Into the street and then
crowd it Into the poorhouse and keep
on crowding It until the old man fell out
of it into his grave

Tho Throne of Napoleon
But your fathers chair was a sacred

place The children used to climb up on
the rungs of it for a goodnight kiss and
the longer he stayed the better you liked
1L But that chair has been vacant now
for some time The furniture dealer
would not give you M cents for It but it
