to continue existing treaties

On the return voyage the President of
the commission visited the town of Bor-
neo capital of British North Borneo
where he w s cordially received by the
British officials who afforded him every
facility In his study of the local govern
nent and the customs of the people The
population he found much like that of the
Southern Philippine Islands The govern-
ment is at present In a rather elementary
state hut a more complete organization Is
being developed as rapidly as Is practi
cable

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MAL CONFLICT WITH MOB

Troops ibid All Strategic Points in

Valencia Streets

Artillery Held In Readiness More than
Thirty Persons Injured Sotiio Fatally

at Uadalona Violent Demon-

strations Against Jesuits

Valencia Spain July 2 Very serious
disturbances are In progress here Under
the orders of the Captain General of Va-

lencia Gen Molto the troops occupied the
streets yesterday morning and now hold
all the strategic points

At the beginning of the riots the mob
placed obstacles on the street railway
tracks and stopped the cars stoning the
gendarmes when they tried to remove
the barriers Finally the troops charged
and the first shots were tired Several
persons were wounded In one case a
bullet passed through a shop door and
killed a shop assistant within As the
day advanced the disorders Increased
Troops were stationed at many points and
the was held In readiness The
rioters thereupon erected barricades
which the cavalry captured only after
fierce lighting In which many were
wounded

About 8 oclock last evening the mob
attacked a monastery and the brother
who was acting as sate porter was
obliged to defend himself with a revolver
They then moved upon a Jesuit house
which had a narrow escape from being
burned to the ground the troops arriving
in the nick of time to prevent the mob
from setting it on fire An enormous
number of arrests have been made It Is

not known how many have been wounded
At a late hour last evening the Generals

held a conference and decided to con
tinue the military occupation of all points
of vantage The Mayor of Valencia
Issued a proclamation calling upon the
people to cease resisting the law The
riots were renewed today and the riot
ers stoned the gendarmerie In barracks
It Is reported that a Captain of gendarm-
erie waa bj flying mis-

twentyfifth and came out of the final

trial of strength shortly after 10 oclock
tonight with colors flying Stone was
dropped on the twentyfifth ballot and
Hardin proved unable to control enough
of the Stone votes to win The scenes

Stone itrd IfnTitin Appear
The delegates were almost taken off

their feet at this point by the appear
ance on the stage side by side of Capt
W J Stone and Gen P Wat Hardln
They did not know just what was to
hoppen but they saw a hope of relief
from the strain they have been under
for a week and gave the candidates a
welcome even more hearty than their
persona popularity would have called
forth Gen Stone was the first to speak
He had no ambition he said that would
stand In the way of the success of the
Democratic Party and he wanted Ken
tucky to head the column In the fight of
1900 Things had been done at this con
ventlbn that did the Democratic Party no
good and there was no prospect of break
Ing the deadlock He took Ills full shore
of responsibility for the events of the
past week he said but he did not want
them to continue He believed the best
thing the convention could do would be to
adjourn side die and refer the matter
back to the people and he urged his fol-

lowers to support the resolution to that
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fltrdln Scents Trouble Ahead
Gen Hardln said he had kept away

from the convention since he withdrew
his name as a candidate immediately aft
er the report of the credentials commit-
tee was adopted Ills friends had per-

sisted In voting for him without his con
sent or acquiescence and he now thought
It necessary to make another statement
He too urged his friends to support the
resolution in the Interest of the party
He would not want the nomination with
the feeling that had been engendered by
this fight and he thought It best for the
chances of the party In the State this fall
and the nation next year that the wrang-
ling be stopped and the matter be referred
back to the people

Judge Tarvln of Covlngton asked that
the resolution bo ruled out of order as
tending to defeat the pbject of the conven
tion No valid reason he said had been
given for the proposed adjournment and
It was the duty of the Chairman to see
that the business for which the conven-
tion was called was concluded There
