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WAR NEWS KEPT BACK

Rigorous Censorship of Dis-
patches at Manila.

STATEMENT OF CORRESPONDENTS

Representatives of the Associated Press
and Various American Newspapers Al-
lege that Gen, Otis Has Endeavored to
Prevent the Real Condition of Affairs in
the Philippines from Becoming Known
to the People in This Country.

Manrila, July 11, via Hongkong, July 17.—
The constantly increasing strictness of
the censorship of press dispatches _:{nm
Manila, which has prevented the cabl
to the United States of anything that adid
not reflect official views of \mpur!Aunx
events and conditions, resulted in a united
effort on the part of correspondents here
to secure an abatement of the rigor of
the censorship. The initiative in this di-
on was taken a month ago, and re-
ted in the framing a statement
vich was presented on Sunday, July 9,
to Maj. Gen. Otis commanding the mili-
tary forces of the United States in the
Philippine Islands, with a request for per-

of

mission to telegraph it to the United
States. The correspondents also asked
that they be allowed to cable to their

respective papers all facts, and the differ-
ent phases of events as they transpired
here.

An Unfulfilled Promise.

The correspondents had two long inter-
views with Gen. Otis, in the course of
which they complained that the evident
purpose of the censorship was not to keep
information from the enemy, but to keep
from the pubiic a knowledge of the real
condition of affairs here. It was also as-
serted by the correspondents that news-
papers printed in Manila, which reach
the enemy quickly, are permitted to pub-
lish tements similar to those which
correspondents are forbidden to cable. 1t
was made clear to Gen. Otis that the ob-
jection was to the system and not to the
censor.

Gen. Otis finally promised greater liber-
ality, agr=eing to pass all matter that he
might consider not detrimental to the in-
terests of the United States. Gen. Otis
appointed Capt. Green, of his stafl,
censor.

An Agreed Statement of Facts,

The statements of the correspondents is
as follows:

The undersigned, being all staff cor-
respondents of American newspapers
stationed in Manila, unite in the fol-
lowing statement: We believe, that
owing to official dispatches from Ma-
nila made public in Washington, the
people of the United States have not
received a correct impression of the
situation in the Philippines, but that
these dispatches have presented an
ultra-optimistic view that is not shar-
ed by the general officers in the field.

We believe the dispatches incorrect-

Iy represent the existing conditiens
among the Philippines in respect to
dissension and demoralization result-

ing from the American campaign and
to the brigand character of their army.

We believe the dispatches err in the
declaration that ““The situation is well
in hand,” and in the sumption that
the insurrection can be speedily ended
without a greatly increased force,

We think the tenacity of the Fili-
pino purpose has been underestimated,
and that the statements are unfound-
ed ‘that volunteers are willing to en-
gage in further service.

The censorship has compelled us to
partici in this misrepresentation
by excising or altering uncontrovert-
ed statements of facts on the plea, as
Gen. Otis stated, that “they would
alarm the people at home,” or “have
the people of the United States by the
ears.”

Specifications: Prohibition of hos-
pital reports; suppression of full re-
ports of field operations in the event of
failure; numbers of heat prostrations
in the field; systematic minimization
of naval operations, and suppression of
complete reports of the situation.

The outlaws have heen noticed hanging
around in the vicinity for some time past,
Sheriff Ed Farr was well known among
live stock men. He had extensive cattle
in Southern Colorado and
Northern New Mexico,
Anether Account.

Later accounts of the battle, received
here late to-day, state that the dead body
of one of the train robbers had been «
veyed to Cimarron, N. M., from the scene
of the fight, and was afterward taken to
Springer, where an inquest was held to-
night. The dead man known by the
name of William McGinnis, allas G. W,
Fran and came from Magdalena, N. M.,
where he was known as “Broncho Bust-
er.”” The other two robbers abandoned
their horses and are being pursued in the
hills by a posse of twenty men

The train robb were overtaken
about 5 clock Sunday evening in
canyon, ten miles above Cimarron. They
were preparing to go into camp, and ro-
pln-r_l in the negative to a demand to sur-
render. A fight then ensued, in which
about fifty shots were exchanged.
