WORSHIP OF THE TOTEM

Strange Custom Practiced by tho Aborig
of Australia

From the Pall Mall Gazette
Prof Spencer gave an Interesting lecture

on this fascinating but little understood
subject at Melbourne University last
month Every aboriginal said the lec-
turer possessed In addition to his own
name that of some animal such as a kan
garoo bandicoot emu or wild eat Every
person was born into some group and
each group had its totemic name and the
members of these groups became banded
together to resist a common enemy so
that if one man In the ernu group was
injured by a member of the kangaroo
group these groups at once fought against
cne another The totems were divided
into tlwe main classes Individual sexualanI class totems The sexual were con
fined to Australia rind authorized certain
marriage laws The clan was the
most Important of all Men of the same
clan totem conslicred themselves bound
together so closely that its laws overruled
those of ties and thus it was often
found when feuds arose that children
would be fighting against their parents
No native could as he but
must only marry Into another

The laws governing were very
complex and a kangaroo man mar-
ried a banlcoot woman some contusion
arose for their effspting became emu

wild cat and pigeon men and women
The natives believed themselves to be
descendants of the plants and animals
whose names they had taken and very
rarely was a man belonging to the kanga-
roo totem to be seen eating that animal
Due pains and penalties followed the in
fringement of this law for the natives
sty that if a kangaroo man eats a kan-
garoo then animal cries out In the
mans Interior and worries him to death
