Scientists Jubilant Over Re

sult of Observations

PHOTOGRAPHS OF THE

Government Astronomer nt Darn
Griffin nod Pinchurst In the South
in North Africa Report More Complete
nnd rtatUfnctorr ObservatIon i Thnn
Before Knoivn Similnrlr I iicceitfiil Re
snltn Obtained nt Many Oilier Points

Atlanta Ga May 2S In every section
of the Southeastern States today over
which the belt of totality of the suns
eclipse extended the weather was ideal
for the observation of this remarkable
phenomenon-

In the southern portion of Alabama
there was some haziness but other than
this the astronomers and scientists who
located their observatories In North and
South Carolina Georgia Alabama antI
Louisiana report that the weather could
rot have been more auspicious for the
study of the suns eclipse and to secure
splendid photographs of the details at-
tending the passage of the great orbs

From the many stations of observation
established by universities and scientific
and private parties the reports indicate
that the taking of scientific data was en-
tirely successful and no incidents occurrd
to mar In the smallest degree the full
benefits hat were expected tc be derived
from the event by the scientists many
of whom made long journeys to view the
eclipse for eightyfive seconds

The two most notable features of the
day was the discovery by Prof Lord of
the Ohio State University who believe he
obtained results that tend to prove that
the mysterious matter which forms the
corona is to be found also in the solar
prominences and the existence of protub-
erance on the sun iis reported by Prof
Pickering of Harvard

From the standpoint of grandeur the
spectacle was aweInspiring The move-
ments of the heavenly bodies were rapid
Not over rive seconds elapsed from the
time of first contact until the great shad-
ow was seen sweeping over the earth
from the southwest Just as the moon
covered the face of the sun Mercury
came into prominence What constitutes
the gaseous element surrounding the sun
however has not been determined and if
any arftronomtr has solved this problem
he has not committed himself tonight
