But, except
in comparatively few instances, tho great-
grandchildren o'f rich people are not rich
themselves; and even when they are, contin-
gencies maj arise that may give thorn all the
disadvantages of poverty.

Electricity a
Kitchen Ideal.

It is not impossible, says tho Bazar, that
with all the other great things whioh are ex-

pected of it in tho future electricity will ac-

complish ono marvel as great as tho greatest
it will solve tho servant girl question. Two-thir- ls

of the trouble In relation to tho diffi-

culty of providing manageable and intelligent
help is in the fact that people of delicate
tastes and rednod habits hate the smoke and
smut and general soil of the chimney place,
the polishing of stoves, tho building of fires,
the lifting and carrying and handling of coal,
tho sifting and emptying of ashes, with its liv-

ing dust, and all tho sinootch and smear of
that part of tho wort. But now it is said
that we are close upon an era that is to do
away with everything of thesort. Indeed,
the ty has already arrived of cooking
by electricity; tho staves and ovens and ap-

paratus all being fit for use, and tho whole
thing waiting only for its general adoption
the time when matters shall havo reached the
point where tho wonder-workin- g fluid can bo
supplied to every houso as gas and water are,
even in many country towns.

This varied apparatus bakes, boils and
broils, and that with a nicety and perfection
unknown to tho smoky blaze. Tho "Aladdin
oven" is, to all who know it, a great boon
with its kerosene s; but when, in-

stead of those, electricity is supplied to It, as
it can be, and that with automatic action, so
that the heat can be turned on or oil at a
given time, it becomes a tenfold blesinc.
Ono of tho ovens of this electrical apparatus
has a thermometer which registers tho amount
of heat, and is lighted within so that tho
whole operation of the cooking is visible from
tho start, and there is no anxious opening of
dcors at tho very moment when tho toucn of
the oold air makes tho light souffle fail. Any
quantity of heat can be applied, and tho cur-
rent is insulated so that the oven is not-ho- t
enough outside to scorch the apron; and even
if it were not insulated, the necessary number
of volts to the current are too few to bo of
any danger.

tion of stoves in tho place of tho open chim-
ney, with crane and pothooks and skillets,
anil tho rest of its rudo paraphernalia-j- j ind
many of the people of tho generation just pas' --

ing refused to have their beef baked in an
oven, convinced that so all flavor and juice
were tho '"tin kitchen"
before an open fire to the last. Probablj tho

It is well worth one's while to get up early
these lino mornings to go to market. Even
if one lives out at Mount Pleasant, or in any
other suburb, it pays. Everything looks at-

tractive now; it Is a real pleasure just to look
at the piles of fruit and now vegetables
Spinach, 40 cents per peek; new turnips, 30
cents; onions from Bermuda, 20 cents jer
quarter peck; apples, 80 cents; strawberries,
Iroin CO to 75 cents per box, best quality;
peas, 61 a peck; new potatoes, SI a peck;
tomatoes, per box, 25 cents; grapes, from 25
to 35 cents, oranges, per dozen, 25 to CO cents;
shaddocks, 1.70 per 100; lemons, 20
cents n dozen; apples, per bushel, 75 cenU
to $1.50; eggplants, 15 to 25 cents each;
salsify, (oyster plant), per dozen, 50 cents;
new squashes, 5 cents per pound; cjmb-ling- s,

per dozen, 40 cents; lettuce, per dozen,
from 40 to 75 cents; parsnips, per peck, 40
cents; new cauoage, uiuo ana wuue neaas, iu
to 0 cents a piece. Boast beef ranged fn prlco
from 8 to 10 cents per pound, vvhilo round
Htcak was 10 cents, rib 12 cents, loin 12 cents,
and porterhouso 18 cents per pound. Eggs,
from 15 to 20 cents per dozen; butter for
cooking was 25 cents, and for table uso 30 to
35 cents for creamer- - and 45 cents for finest
grades of print. Cheeso is 12 and 14 cents
per pound.

Chickens and all poultry now comes un-
drawn and with heads and feet on for eco-

nomical cooks to convert into good soup
stock. That is what a Trench woman does
with the feet of fowls. Ono can get almost
anything in Center Market from a bouquet to
an iron spoon, pans, baskets, crockery, and
bakery thrown in. AnJ this warm weather it
is well to know that if you do lot your
kitchen fires go out you need not starve, since
cooked ham and tonguo and mush for frying
can bo had at market by tho pound.

In holy week more llsh will bo used than
in any other in all tho joar. Tho fish dealers
havo prepared Jor it. Bockflsh is always in
demand, and p'rlces seldom vary much, 12 to
15 ctnts per pound for tho best. Just now
evcrjbody is eating shad, and very good ones
for a small family can bo had for 25 to 35
cents, while 75 cents to $1 will buy a beauty,
large enough for a company dinner or a
boarding house. Remember tho dealers out-
side tho market if j ou want to pick up bar-
gains. But whatever you buy do not forget
to carry homo with jou a bunch of that de-

licious "trailing arbutus, and buj It from one
of tho old "mammies" sitting on tho sidewalk.

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WORK FOR THE UNEMPLOYED

Pleas for Governmental Interference

to Relieve the Present Distress.

HOW FRANCE RECUPERATED

After Two Disastrous Wars the Government

Built Up Prosperity The United States

Should Follow This Plan Public Boads,

Vessels and Other National Enterprises.

Do you recall that both France and Eng-

land have had their "armies of unemployed"
and "bread riots," with accompanying blood-

shed and starvation; that England is not yet
free from snch scenes? America is not tho
only country y that has an army of the
unemployed. Germany, by its military sys-

tem, manages very largely to roduco its num-

ber of unemployed, and thus escapes somo of
tho dangers that threaten those countries
where men must work or starve and where
work is not to bo had. Tho rumors of a march
in force on Washington of those now out of
work has dono much to turn tho minds of
political economists to somo solution of tho
great question of bringing back prosperity
and furnishing work for thoso who w ant em-

ployment.
At tjo close of ono of tho long wars of Louis

XIV Franco was almost prostrated. Her
trade was destroyed, her industries ruined,
her people paupers, her fields wasted and
barren. Tho peoplo wero without work, and
there appeared to bo none to give them em-

ployment. Starvation was found in every
section. Her treasury was bankrupt; jtt
within a few y cars all wns changed. Pros-
perity was found everywhere, and in place of
starvation tho peoplo had plenty, nnd wealth
was flowing into the coffers of the peoplo nnd
of tho king. Colbert, tho financial minister
of France, had brought about all this mighty
change.

Under his care and through tho support of
tho government manufactories sprung up
everywhere. The fine cloths of Holland wero
excelled in Trance; Flanders tapestries wero
also compelled to y ield tho palm to those of
Beauvais and Venice; Venice also gave up
her workmen to tho glas3 manufactories of
St. Gobain and Tourlaville: the manufacture
of laco was introduced, and soon nearly 100,-0-

women and children wero employed in
that industry alone; tho manufacture of soap,
tin. arms and silk gave employ ment to multi-
tudes, but still there wero thousands who
were willing to work but who could not find
employment in the new industries that had
been helped into existence by tho govern-
ment, and those thousands had to bo fed.
Colbert took up the cry of "good roads," and
every whero throughout Franco tho govern-
ment assumed the task of Improving tho
highways. Canals were built, public build-
ings erected. Tho outlay was tremendous,
but rejuvenated Franco soon again filled tho
coffers of the government. Again, when
France emerged from its lato great strugglo
with Germany, the condition of her people
was almost equal to'what it had been in tho
days 6f Louis XIV. Tho statesmen of tho
new ifpublic followed, to a very considerable
extent, the policy of Colbert.

Tosomo the present condition of affairs in
tho United States is inexplicable. Why with
her vast domain, her boundless resources, htr
inexhaustiblo energy, n million or more of
those anxious to work should bo unable to
find employment is and will remain a mys-
tery to many. Explanations may be offered,
but they hardly prove satisfactory. The con-

dition Is here, whatever may bo tho theory.
And when peoplo are starring it is not tho
timo to stop nnd talk about tho cauejtwhieh
have led to the starvation. To tell nman
whose family is out of bread and ho out of
work that ov erproduction has been tho cause
of his suffering is worse than offering him a
stono when he has asked for bread. hen
tho great dam above Johnstown broke and
carried destruction and death to the valley tho
peoplo did not stop to discuss the causes
which led to tho breaking of tho dam, but
poured in their contributions to relievo tho
distress brought about by tho disaster. The
timo has passed, or has not et come, to dis-

cuss why tho factories have shut down and
tho mines closed.

There has been n cry all over tho country
for economy in administering the affairs of
the government, and a very decided hostility
has been shown ngainst increasing tho public
debt. Under Louis XIV Colbert advised
economy in the matter of tho expenditures of
the sovereign and of the court, and advocated
tho most liberal expenditures whero the peo-
ple woald be tho nnd thereby
built up and renewed the prosperity of France.

It is hard to enumerate all who will be ben-
efited by giving work directly to compara-
tively a few. The government is now paying
out largo sums in Washington for rent of
property used by the government. It is cal-

culated that within tno last thirty years tho
government has paid out enough in rents to
have ercted all the buildings needed by it,
and et tho payment of rentals goes on each
month. Vhen work on a government build-
ing Is begun it is permitted to drag along
year after year. Tho new post-offi- build-
ing now being erected in this city It is ex-

pected will require ten years to complete. If
such a building were constructed by privato
enterprise, it would be completed in one year.
Government buildings always movo slowly.

Tho matter of n now Government Printing
Office has been discussed for years by peoplo
and Congress. Tho necessity of it is apparent
to all. No ono denies that. AH admit it
must be built sooner or later, and all admit it
ought to be dono at once; yet nothing is done.
Ihoso employed in the building now used for
that purpose go tremblingly into it each
morning and leave it each night tilth thank-
ful hearts. This is well known. Delay is the
watchword, while thousands of mechanics
want wort.

Government buildings are nmjed in many
of tho larger cities of tho cULtry. During
tho first terra of Mr. Cleveland several hun-
dred thousand dollars were appropriated to
purchase tho grouna upon vv hlch to erect an
addition to tho post office at Indianapolis.
Tho present building was erected when In-
dianapolis contained le-- s that 20,000 peoplo
and the freo delivery system wos unknown.
Tho additional ground was purchased, but
nothing has been done about erecting the ad-

ditional buildings. Somo years ago money
was appropriated for tho purchase of a site
for a now mint at Philadelphia. The site has

not been bought. There are scores ot similar
cases.

It takes but very little after all to start tho
ball of prosperity rolling. Every ship built
by the government not only fnrnlshes work to
the mechanics and laborers directly connected
with tho building ot tho vessel, but timber
must be got out in Maine and other parts ot
the country, iron and steel are needed for the
armor and engines, cordaf'e, furniture, and
arms for the equipment, and the building ot
that one vessel furnishes employment directly
or Indirectly to several thousands In different
sections and in different industries. To erect
the new building for the public printing will
require brickmakera In ono section, quarry-me- n

at the stono works, iron men, glass
makers, tinners, furniture makers, etc All
these, together with thoso directly or indirectly
employed in building the war vessels, being
again in tho receipt of wages, will trade with
tho shopkeepers, who buy in turn from tho
jobbers, who nre supplied by the manufactur-
ers, and this increased demand for their prod-
ucts will open the doors of the factories and
once again start tho spindles. The farmer
will also get bis share, as tho demand will in-

crease for tho products of his labor. Men
cannot buy when they havo nothing to buy
with, and not buying, tho trade ot tho shop
keeper falls off, and lie in turn gives smaller
orders. His reduced orders contract tbo mar-
ket of tho manufacturer and he reduces his
force, which adds to tho ranks of the unem-
ployed, and this adds to tho general contrac-
tion. So, at least, it seems.

Congressman Charles F. Joy Is expecting

his intlmato friend, Commissioner
Peck, of New York, to visit him at the capital
in a few days. Joy is n Republican; Peck is
a Democrat. Joy succeeded John J. O'Neill
from tho St. Louis district two years ago, and
unless something now unforeseen happens ho
will como back to Washington for as long m
ho wants his present job.

VALUES OF YARIOUS FOODS

Prof. C. D. Woods on the Science of

Nutrition.

MAKES HEAT AND ENERGY

Tables Showing the Amount of Food Hecei-sar- y

to Properly Sourish a Kan Vege-

table and Animal Foods Colt of Living

in Various Countries.

Tho eating of food, says Prof. Charles T).

Woods, of the Storrs Agricultural Experiment
Station, in tho report of the New Jersey State
Board of Agriculture, is a simple matter, but
tho wnys in which its different constituents
are utilized in maintenance of life are far
from simple. Our bodies and tho food wo cat
are composed ot tho same chemical elements,
and tho compounds of theso elements In food
aro quite similar to those which mako up the
body. The way of finding out how
food is used consists in the comparison of tho
Income with the outgo of the body. The body
creates nothing for itself, cither ot material
or energy. All must como to it from without.

Tho science of nutrition, as it is un-

derstood y, is a matter of definite quan-
tities of incomo and expenditure, measured
In terms of chemical compounds, nnd of heat
and mechanical energy.

Tho chief two uses of food of animals aro:
First, to form the materials of the body and
make up its wastes; and second, to y ield energy
in tbo form of heat to keep tho body warm,
and muscular and other power for tho work
It has to do. In forming tho tissues nnd
fluids of tho body tho food serves for build-
ing and repair. In yielding energy it serves
as fuel.

Tho different nutrients of food act in dif-

ferent ways in fulfilling theso purposes. The
principal tissue formers aro tho protein com-

pounds. Theso form tho framework of the
body. They build up aad repair tho nitro-
genous materials, as tho muscle and bone,
and supply tho albuminoids of blood, milk,
nnd other fluids. Tho chief fuel ingredients
of food are tho carbohydrates and fats. Theso
aro cither consumed in tho body or are stored
as fat to be us-- as occasion domands. In
being used as fuel tbo nutrients of tho
food tend to protect each other and the ma-
terials of the body from being consumed.

Heat and muscular power, liko mechanical
power, light, and electricity, are forms of
energy. Tho energy 13 latent In tho food and
is developed as the food is consumed in the
body. Tho value of food for fuel Is

expressed in terms of potential energy. Tho
quantities of potential energy in food are de-

termined by experiments with an apparatus
called a calorimeter. The unity commonly
used is the calorie, the amount of heat which
would raise tho temperature of a kilogram of
water ono degree centigrade (or a pound of
water four degrees Fahrenheit.)

Taking ordinary food materials as they
come, the following general estimate has been
mado for tho average amount ot energy In

of a pound of each of tho
classes of nutriments:
In 0 01 pound protein IS 6 calories.
InOOl pound fats ;.. 42.2 calories.
In 0 01 pound carbohydrates 1" 0 calories.

Printed tables were showing
proportions of each of tho threo constituents
in ono pound of various kinds of foods. Tho
composition of cooked canned corned beoiisof
considerable importance. Its high content both
of proteins and fats is dun to tho loss of water
that comes from tho process of cooking and
preparation. It furnishes pound for pound
moro protein than tho other specimens of
beef, and nearly equals tho highest of them in
its potential energy. From personal obser-

vation also of tho methods of Its manufacture,
I can recommend it as one of the most excel-
lent and economical of foods.

The vegetable foods difftr very materially
from tho animal foods in both composition
and digestibility. For tho most part they aro
not as completely digested, and more energy
is used up in the assimilation of the digested
portions than is the caso with animal foods,
bo that in general a given weight of protein
or fat from a vegetable food will not furnish
as much material for the uso of tho body a3
the same weight from other sources.
Beans are very rich in protein, and on this
account are very valuablo food. Cornmeal
differs from wheat flour In having more fat
and less protein and carbohydrates. Tho
total energy (food value) of these two foods
Is nearly the same.

In being consumed In the body to furnish
heat and muscular energy the nutrients re-

place one another fn proportion to their
potential energy. It has been esti-
mated that a man, to keep his body well
nourished, requires about 0.2S pound of
protein nnd sufficient quantities of fat and
carbohydrates to furnish, together with that
of tho protein, about 3.550 calorics of poten-
tial energy, lie would also need a certain
amount of mineral matters and water. Suffi-

cient nutrients to furni-- h that amount of
potential energy would bo contained in tho
following food materials, which would there-
fore suffice for a day's nourishment.

The: cost of food is the principal item of the
living expenses of the people of all, indeed,
but tho especially well-to-d- In the report
of the Bureau of Statistics of Labor ot Mas-
sachusetts for 18S1 there is summarized the
results of fnvestigation into the cost of living
of people with different incomes. In Mas-
sachusetts, In GreatBritain, and in Germany,
dividing expenses into those for food, cloth-
ing, rent, fuel and sundries, tho percentage
of tho whole Income expended for food is as
follows:

Although tho cost of food is so great, and
although tho health and strength of all are so
intimately connected with and dependent
upon their diet, yet even the most intelli-
gent p"0ple know less of tho actual uses and
values of their food for fulfilling its purposes
than of almost any other of the necessities of
life. Peoplo aro afraid to economize In food,
aud will pay higher prices for a less nutritious
nrtlclo. The bet food in tho senso of that
which is tho finest In appearance nnd flavor
and which is sold at the highest prlco Is not
generally tho cheapest or tho most economi-
cal, nor is it alwavs the most healthful.

The above would furnish enough nutrients
for a man at moderate work for twelve days.

We wasto at tho store, at tho market
and in the house enough to mako us wealthy
if wo would only save. The fathers and
mothers do not understand the littlo arts of
economy and tho sons and daughters do not
learn them, and wo are somewhat inclined to
think it beneath our dignity a3 free-bor- n and
well-to-- American citizens to devote our at-

tention to them. Wo endeavor to make our
diet suit our palate by paying high prices in
tho market rather than by skillfully cooking
and tastefully serving at home. We buy more
than we need, and, what makes tho matter
worse, It is frequently thoso who mo- -t need
to save that are most wasteful.

The remedy for tho evd. so far as it applies
to tho chief item of our living expenses our
food must bo sought in two ways: in an
understanding of the elementary facts re-

garding food and nutrition nnd tho accept-
ance of tho doctrine that economy is not only
respectable, but honorable. And it was in
the hope of helping to a better understanding
of the subject of nutrition and to show how
somo of the principal facts may be put to
practical application that I prepared this
paper.

HOUSEKEEPING.

We all agree, writes H. C. Walsh in April
Lippincott's, that around the home center
the greatest blessings of life, that a happy
homo i3 absolutely essential to a happy life.
Consequently any schemo of living that tends
to Increase the happiness of home life and to
lessen or do away with those multiform vexa-
tions and worries which. like swarms of pesti-
lential mosquitoes, often render a homo so
miserable that tho inhabitants are glad to es-

cape from it, must be of great benefit to the
raco at large. Women, perhaps, are apt to
exaggerate what aro known as the domestic
worries, but men. on tho other hand, are given
to undervalue them. The man's business
cares loom up before and entirely overshadow
by there apparent greatness his wife's trou-
bles over servants and kindred domestic ills.

"Tho rumor that sho now Intends seeking a
divorce is entirely without foundation. I
received a letter from her last Saturday, In
which she was in good spirits. Every line
wa3 full of her devotion for Col. Breckin-

ridge, whom sho belloves now to bo the victim
of blackmail.

"I haTe tried to keep myself aloof from par-
ticipating In this affair until now it seems I
would bo false to my convictions of right did
I longer refrain from making known a few
iusido facts about thl3 secret marriage of Mr.
Breckinridge nnd hLs present wife. Many
havo blamed her as being u party to a plot to
prevent tho fulfilling of his vows to Madeline
rollard.

"The truth Ls, Col. Breckinridgo ha3 played
tho deceiver in her case also. Sho knew
nothing whatever of his relations and obliga-
tions to Miss Pollard at tho timo she married
Col. Breckinridge. He knew that Miss Pol-
lard would push her claims, and before she
had time to utterly compromise him he has
tencd bis marriage, making Mrs. Wing
his victim, both because ho loved
and felt her necessary to his happiness, and
also because he thought her of a rank and
station that would serve as bulwarks against
Miss Pollard's statements.

LIVE CAPITAL ITEMS.

The resolution of representative Baker, of
New Hampshire, calling on the Census
Bureau for reports by Contrressional districts
ot wealth, debt, taxation, etc., was adversely
reported to the House to-d- by the Commit-
tee on Appropriations. Hon. Carroll Wright,
in charge of the census, appeared before tho
committee and stated that the information
was available by counties, but tbat it would
tako a month's work in this branch of the
bureau to get up tho tablo by Congressional
districts.

Senator Peffer's "Coxey's Army" bills were
introduced at the request of the Coxey Good
Bonds Association yesterday. Ono of these
bills provides, that whenever nny state, terri-
tory, county or town deems it necessary to
mako public improvements it shall deposit

bonds, to run for twenty-fiv- e
years, with the Secretary of the Treasury,

who shall thereupon issue Treasury notes, to
be reduced at the rate of 4 per cent, per
annum. The other directs the Secretary of
the Treasury to havo $300,000,000 of Treasury
notes printed immediately, which shall be
legal tender for all debts and placed in a fund
to be known as the general county road fund
system ot the United States.

The investigation of overtime claims of
letter carriers in New York will bo resumed

. W. W. Hill, recently appointed
to examine the claims, left yester-

day for New York to continue this work, on
which he wa3 engaged for several weffks.
The examination of the claims of Brooklyn
earners, numbering about 100, will be com-
menced Wednesday. In Ne w Y ork 400 claims
remain to be examined. Upon completing
the New York investigation Commissioner
Hill will make official visits to leading north-
western cities. Chicago, Jlllwaukee, Spring-
field, I1L, and Bacine. Wis., are among the
first of these at which carriers' claims will be
examined.

Senator Smith, of New Jersey, introduced a
bill yesterday for an amendment of the inter-
state commerce law. It provides that a com-
mon carrier violating the act may be prose-
cuted for misdemeanor, nnd upon conviction
shall be subject to a fine of $5,000. The bill
also specifies that the service of a writ or
process upon any of tbo agents of such cor-
poration in such proceeding shall be con-
strued as service upon the corporation when
the agent resides within the jurisdiction of
the court in which tho proceeding takes
place.

Mr. Galllnger, from tho Committee on the
District ot Columbia, called up yesterday the
bill for the promotion of anatomies! science
and to prevent the desecration of graves in
the District of Columbia. The bill is for the
purpose of preventing the work of resur-
rectionists in Washington and to provide
bodies for dissection in medical colleges.
Several amendments were made, nnd tho bill
was passed.
