Prof. Charles E. Munroe Tells About Many
Dangerous Papers.

Prof. Charles E. Munroe delivered a lecture
at tho Columbinn University before the Sani-
tary Lengue last evenming upon “Color in its
Relations to Health." He conflned his sub-
jeot wo dangerous coloring matters. The evil
effocts of arsanie us used in wallpaper were set
forth and shown to result from its relense by
nbrasion, its formation into dust. and subse-
quent inhalation in ntmospherie form,

Arsenie, ho anld, Is o very cheap c¢lement,
us it ocours abundantly in nature and s n by-
product of many industries. It is this cheap-
ness combined with the remarkable brilllaney
and durability of the colors of ts compounds
which has determined its extensive uso in the
manufacture of pigments. Arsenieal papors
are used for wrapping condy, chocolate,
cakes, for tickets und book covers. The
speaker told of & child who wus polsoned by
using a book with a bright green cover fora
pallette. The book wis found {o be a report
uf the Bociety for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children. Instances were nlso of
children being polsoned by the papers given
them for use in kindergurten work.
