Miive. ment. The present position
of th's codntry is the strongest one
and it is the position wo ought to maintain
not onl in tho interests of sound currency,
but as the shortest way to bring back silver
into general use. Certainly we cannot put
value on snver merely by legislation, butthero
is no manner of doubt that legislation
can set in motion economic forces that would
affect its value. If nil the civilized nations
who now close their mints to silver were to
open those mints to silv er it is idle to say that

would not be dono to raise 'is
price by increasing the demand for it. It is
idle to sa that that would not have also the
effect of taking off the tremendous strain that
is now put upon gold.

There is a limited quantity of gold in exist-

ence for the bus'nesiof the world, and the
whole world to-d- is competing for thai
gold. In ni opinion, we could vast facili-

tate the settlement of this question if we en-

tered into that competition and endeavored,
with a strong hand, to bring gold to this
country. But In any event the strain that
is pet upon the gold supply of the world

is enormous. Vast sums are being
locked up in military chests. Vast
earns are held b nations who dread
tup loss of the metal. With all that and also
with tho increased demand for business and
for population, we are adding nothing to the
supply. This means that tho civilized na-

tions of the earth are engaged in a ast con-

tra tion. One cannot find a single
man who will not cry out against

inflation as tho unsoundest sort of finance,
and he is perfectly right. The ef-

fort to rnNe prices artificially bj
pouring out money which tlie peo-

ple do not need and cannot normally use is
the artificial inflation of prices. But if the
artificial inflation of prices is an evil the
artificial contraction of prices is also an evil,
and the effort to force the money supply of
the "world below its needs brings on an
artificial contraction just as much as an

'effort to increase the supply above the nor-
mal needs brings on an artificial inflation.

This seems to mo a question that goes
deeper than any other question now confront-

ing tho world, because it affects everybody
alike. Wo can see its effects in the condition
of exchanges, in the condition of prices
everywhere. I think there is no
safety except in holding our own po-

sition, and not attempting to enter
on any plan of upholding silver by ourselves.
The single gold standard policy, tho effort to
contract the circulation of the world, is an
English policy, begun by England, because
she is a great credit nation, with a view of
Increasing her profits, because she has a
larger contiol of a commodity in which other
commodities arc measured.

Just as fast as she could raise tho valuo of
her commodity, so she raised her profits, for-

getting that she might bring upon herself just
what she is bringing to-d- bankruptcy in
her colonic, bankruptcy in tho Argentine,
bankruptcy in Guatemala and the small coun-

tries to which she has lent money; bankruptcy
in her great Indian possessions, so that she
cot only gets no profit, but nothing at all.
England y is feeling this pressure. If
this country stands as it stands cow, and if
we remain ready to take advantage of the
present situation, we may solve tho sliver
question so that the solution will last.

For
several years Mr. Conn has divided
tho profits ot his establishment with
his employes, and his desire to retire
is being stronglv opposed by the people of his
district. In his'district aro the great paper
mills at Elkhart, the wagonworks of the
Studebakers, and the plowworks of the
Olivers at South Bend. He represents one of
tho largest manufacturing districts in the
State.

The propositions to admit new states are
proceeding favorably Of course there aro
legislative hitches here and there along the
path, but it seems that Utah and Arizona, the
first expected to be Republican and tho sec-

ond Democratic, will be admitted. Ob-

jections have been mado that Arizona
was not rich enough, but these
have been overcome, and so of tho
objections commonlv made to tho admis-
sion of Utah, that tho Mormon is 6till mildly
polvgamous. Both parties seem disposed to
oblige Utah. The Mormons are cry clan-
nish, as well as verv thrifty and odd. and it is
maintained that they hold tho balance of
power in as many as ten western states and
territories, so neither p irty is averse to do-

ing tho generous thing. Republicans have
hopes for Utah became of the natural sym-pu- tb

of the Mormons with protection. Demo-
crats" have hopes because the political sym-
pathies of the Mormons have usually been
Democratic and becauso the administration
or the territorial offices is now in the hands
of Democrats.

The original American BreckinrMgo was a

Scotch Covenanter who fled from Great Bnt-ni- n

during the bloody persecution under
Charles II. The family he founded soon becamo
famous in Virginia. His grandson, James,
won fame as a soldier with General Greene
and became a Federal Congressman, repre-
senting the Botetourt He helped
establish the University of Virginia and
promoted the Chesapeake and Ohio canal.
His brother John was elected to the legis-
lature at 19 and later to Congress, went to
Kentucky in 1793. and founded the famous
family at Lexington. It is pretty clearly
proved that he drafted tho famous resolu-
tions of 1793, and he was afterward United
States Senator and Attorney GeneraL His
son John became a famous clergyman and
Presbyterian polemic, wnlle another son.
Robert J., became still more famous as writer,
orator, and divine. In short, he was the
Henry Ward Beecher of the South. He pre-
sided over the national Republican convention
of ISM while his son was serving in the con-
federate ormv. and that son is the defendant
In tliis case. Theson of Rev. John Breckinridge
became ice President of the United btate3
and "general in tho Confederate army, and his
son Clifton is the already famous congress-
man from Arkansas. For 1C0 emvs has this
family been producing orators, Statesmen,
soldiers, jurists, and great clergymen.

But many of
them came with their little baskets filled with
eggs dyed in all the hues of the rainbow, and
for hours they were happy In spite of the blue
noses and stiffened fingers as they chased
their eggs down the grassy hillocks and
shouted in glee at some little one's triumph In
the contests between hen's eggs and "kects"
or such eggs.

The cold drove many of the children and
their guardians into the White House, and
they managed to warm themselves into com-
fort iu tho east room, but were unable to 9o
the President, who was very busy at wort up-
stairs.
