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The Skillful Care
of Invalids.

It U Tery desirable, says the Bazar, that
any one who has the care of a family, and so,
sooner or later, of the sick, should be ready
for all emergencies of disease and accident.
And as a great part of the care of the sick
lies in their fit nourishment, it Is equally
destrahle'to know just what dishes are the
best and most sustaining for the ailing and
the convalescent. For it goes without saying
that certain aliment which is good for one
thing is bad for another; thus beet tea (which
has gone through various phases of approba-
tion and contempt and Is so w again In partial
favor, as it Is said to be an excellent stimu-

lant if not an entirely satisfactory food,
and to have good reparative properties in
certain cases) should not be given in either
rheumatio fever or typhoid, as it is both heat-
ing and aperient, wney in such instances re-

placing its use. As a usual thing, where
mutton broth is allowed, veal and chicken
broth can also be given more for the sake of
variety, however, than for any other reason,
as a patient is very apt to feel disgust if fed
too long on any one thing. Calv es'-fe- et jelly,
which was once a great thing to rely on, and
then fell into desuetude, has been restored to
favor in some degree, on the authority of the
usage of St. Bartholomew's Hospital in Lon-
don.

Milk, however, is the diet on which most
physicians fall back in emergencies, as being
tho natural food of mankind, and of all mam-
malia, prcfcrahlo to tho various gruels, that
have a tendency to acidity. Where milk is
not easily digested, lime water should be
mingled with it, a tablespoonful to a goblet
being tasteless, it does not change the flavor
of the drink; but occasionally salt or bicar-
bonate of soda may be used instead, the latter
being best where there Is constipation. When
milk will not digest at all, cream, diluted with
as much hot water, will sometimes answer as
well. 3111k in a tablespoonful dose every
half hour, one-thir- d of it lime water, can be
given when no other food can bo retained,
and will sustain the patient till moro can bo
taken. In great irritability of the stomach
koumiss is prescribed, as it checks nausea in
its various stages. When isinglass is boiled
in milk, making blane-mng- e, the result is a
very delicate and easily digested food; some-
times merely scalding a stick of cinnamon in
milk gives a pleasant pungency, by way
of change, where there is weakness of the
bowels especially, and hot mill, not boiled, is
thought usually to preserve tho encrgj better
than cold milk does. When a patient is re-

covering from illness, digestion in a measure
but strength Btill wanting, the

yolk of an egg two or three times a day is
nourishing and good taken in wine or in
milk. This is better whole than beaten, a3
less air is taken with it then, and after a little
practice It is no more difficult to swallow
than an 0 ster is. After night-swea- ts a dnnk
of cold tea in the morning acts as a mild
tonic

Wheroverthere are acute illnesses the physi-
cian orders the diet in detail, and then no
nurse who knows what is good for her will
dare to make any variation. But there are
chronio ailments where the physician is not
in constant attendance, and whero one is
sometimes at a loss to know what may bo given
In the way cf food; as for instance. In
Brigbt's disease of the kidneys, whore bocf
should never be eaten, as It creates more of a
certain poison than can be eliminated, where
all the meats and sweetmeats are hurtful, and
whore, as far as It is possible, the bulk of the
food should be gluten bread and skimmed
milk. Yet as it is unnecessary and
undesirable to starve one's self
here, the yolks of eggs, fat bacon,
the white meats. such succulent
things as pigs' feet and tripo, may be had,
with fruits cooked, but never uncooked, and
if liked that way sweetened with a pinch of
potash, all in sufficient quantity for satisfac-
tion, few vegetables being eaten, nnd pota-
toes and tomatoes being quite prohibited.
When there are attacks of nauea in this ill-

ness tho drinking of cream-o'-tart- water
will sometimes relieve them. It is not amiss
to know these things, slight as they seem In
the reading. When sickness Is in the house,
and when convalescence comes, in which the
patient must be bandied like a piece of china,
one is reassured and helped over a great deal
by knowledge of these very things which in
health and strength seem so insignificant

Three Good Recipes.
PJce Muffins One pint of milk, one quart

of flour, ono pint of boiled rice, three eggs,
two tablespoonfuls of sugar, ono teaspoonful
of salt, ono of soda, two of cream of tartar.
Mix tho sugar, salt, soda, and cream of tartar
with the flour and rub through nsieve. Beat
tne eggs and add to the milk. Stir gradually
into the flour. When It makes a smooth,
light pasto add the rice and beat thoroughly.
Bake thirty-fiv- e minutes In buttered pans.
This quantity will make three dozen muffins.

Hard Gingerbread One cupful of sugar,
ono of butter, one-thir- d of a cupful of mo-

lasses, half a cupful of sour milk or cream,
one teaspoonful of saleratus, one tablespoon-
ful of ginger, flour enough to roll. Boll
thin, cut In oblong pieces, and bake quickly.
Care must bo taken that too much flour Is not
mixed in with the dough. All kinds of cakes
that are rolled should havo no more flour
than is absolutely necessary to work them

Corn Muflllns Ono pint cf flour, one of In-
dian meal, one-thi- rd of a cupful of sugar, one
teaspoonful of soda, two of cream of tartar,
two eggs, a pint of milk, ono tablespoonful of
melted butter. Mix the dry Ingredients to-

gether nnd sift them. Beat the eggs light,
add the milk to them and stir into the dry in-

gredients. Bake twenty minutes in buttered
mnflln pans. Two dozen muflllns can be
made with the quantities given.

SOCIAL DOOR SHUT TO HIM

Col. Breckinridge Mnst Suffer Prac-

tical Ostracism in Kentucky.

STORY OP A STREET INSULT

How Ouning Hed Turpin Caught the Colonel

by the Collar Clubs That Will Torn Him

Down Friendship Sow Stilled to a Hera
Recognition Feeling in LonisTiUa.

Locisttllx, April L Though Congress-

man W. C. P. Breckenridge is not a member
of either the Pendennts or the Kenton clubs,
he has been a frequent visitor at both club-

houses when ho has been in Louisville. Ills
own story of shame in his relations with
Madeline Pollard has forever disqualified
him from being again introduced into either.
Not being a member, no action can or will be
taken, but if there is a club member in Louis-

ville who would attempt to introduce Col.
Breckinridge into cither of the clubs, ho has
not been beard of. It is safe to say if tho at-

tempt were made the guest would be turned
down at the door.

It is remarkable how many men, having
known for years tho relations of Col. Breckin-
ridge and Miss Pollard, havo tolerated him at
all. These same men, when the suit was
brought, were rather inclined to defend him.
But the story of his sin. told by himself from
the witness stand, ha3 forever closed tho so-

cial door of Louisvlllo against Col. Breckin-

ridge. The men who knew of Col. Breckin-

ridge's escapades, know only a part. They
only knew there was a liaison. The fact that
it la human to err, and that many prominent
men have thus shown their humanity, caused
them to pay Uttlo heed to Breckinridge's per-
formances, aside from the customary gossip
at the club. Some of these men had even in-

troduced Col. Breckinridge into their own
homes.

The women, It is safe to say, have pro-
nounced the social ostracism of Col. Breckin-
ridge in Louisville, if not in Kentucky. The
friendship of the men stilled to mere recogni-
tion by the development of the life ot shamo
has been turned to contomptby the women.
These women are now indignant at their hus-
bands and friends for having introduced such
a man as Col. Breckinridge has proven him-
self to be to their wives and daughters.

The prominent Louisville families, such as
tho Castlemans. Dukes, Speeds, Trabues,

and the like, ln.which circle Colonel
Breckinridge moved, their families being re-

lated and connected slnco tho enrly history of
the commonwealth, refuse to discus3 the mat-
ter. The fact that they tolerated the visits of
such a man because of family name after his
escapado had been made known makes the
men of these families reluctant to speak of
the subject. But tho ostracism ot Breckin-
ridge is in effect. At but one home is ha
likely to be admitted, as near as can bo
learned, after the ending ot the suit, and that
is the home of Dr. Preston B. Scott, whose
sister is now his wife.

Frossed for an interview as to whether
Breckinridge will be received socially, promi-
nent men declined to speak for themselves,
giving as an oxcuse that he has not yet been
proven guilty of any wrong under the law,
and that they would not, until at least tho
judgment of a fair jury was rendered, say
whether be would likely bo taken back in
Kentucky. So great a shame has been brought
on the names of tho best families ot tho state
that the ones who know him best are now
striving to have tho least publicity possible
given the social freedom enjoyed by such a
man.

As it is in Louisville, so may it be said of
tho feeling of the people of the entire state,
save, perhaps, in Lexingtor, where the name
of Breckinridge is a household word, and
whera there are yet many to defend him
against the woman they knew than those re-

siding in other parts of the state. That a man
with tho name and breeding of a Breckinridge
would Introduce such woman in good society,
whether his affianced or simply as an equal,
whatever thn provocation might have been, 13

an insult to the good morals of the better fam-
ilies that cannot and will not be wiped out.

A story is related that goes to show that
Breckinridge was always more or less of a
"masher," and that hl3 proclivities for get-

ting himself into trouble on account of the
fair sex developed long before he made the
acquaintance of Madeline Pollard. Shortly
beforo or during the war Breckinridge and
a number of companions were standing in
front of tho Gait House, when a remarkably
pretty young girl walked up tho street, com-
ing toward them.

"I'll bet 45 1 can win that Uttlo miss, and
I don't know her cither," said Breckinridge.
One of his companions Immediately covered
tho bet, and as the girl came up to them
Breckinridge stepped from the party of men,
and, taking off his hat, approached her.

LULL BEFORE ANOTHER STORM

Sunt of the Florence Bines Bull Held By

the Citizens Another Obnoxious Xove

from Tillman Would Bring on Renewed

Battle On the Terga of Trouble.

FtonxscE, S.C., April L Though there
has been no actual dlsturbance'here to-d-

tho undercurrent of feeling Is still very bitter,
and it would only necessitate an outbreak in
the vicinity or somo obnoxious move on tho
part of the governor to again stir the citizens
to arms.

During the morning hours the town ap-

parently regained most of its usual quiet, and
there was nothing on tho surfaco which would
indicate to a stranger that tho neighborhood
was on the vergo of an uprising.

The churches were all well attended; there
were no disorderly assemblages on the streets,
and tho cooler judgment in a night's rest
seemed to have had Its effect.

Tho belief is general that even should
tho officers of the governor, who aro asserted
to bo responsible for the first outbreak, be
convicted by the courts, thoy would bo par-

doned by the governor, as Elliott, ono of tho
spies who slappod tho face of a woman in
Charleston somo time ago, WU3 pardoned by
telegraph by Governor Tillman in the face of
the most convincing proof of his guilt.

The people have lost faith in the efficacy of
the law to protect their lives and liberties.

3IcKenzie, who may be regarded as Gov-
ernor Tillman's representative here, and who
is chairman of the board of control of tho dis-
pensary lawB, promises tho full extent of tho
law to the parties who tore down tho procla-
mation declaring Darlington and riorence in
insurrection.

These opinions have gained strength n3
they were passed from friend to friend, un-
til at 6 p. m. it was declared that if Darling-
ton asserts her independence of Governor
Tillman and his laws Florence Is ready to fol-

low her lead, and it is believed that other
towns in the state stand ready to take the cue
from Darlington.
