ALLISON ENDS HIS SPEECH

Attacks Income Tax, Ad Valorem
Duties, and Sugar Tax.

MILLS ON SPECIFIC DUTIES

Bharp Criticism of the Texan Tariff Reformer
on Republican Methods—He Is Not Batis-
fled with the Bill, but Will Vots for Itas
the Beat Obtainable.

The eonsideration of the tarilf bill was re-
sumed yesterday by a continuance of Son-
ator Alllson’s spesch.  He began by an attnek
¢n the substitution of the ad valorem for the
speelflo method of levying duties, and also
aguinst the tax on sugar and increase of tax
on distilled lquors and on the inecome tax.
Then be began o distribe agunst the blind
method of estimating revenue under the bill
by basing that estimate on the inportations
of last year, and ho likened the bill to a mole
burrowing in the earth without knowing
where it would come out.

In the language of the famous representa.
tive from Georpin, Mr Allison inguired,
“Whoere are we mi?"  [Laoghter.] “Without
kuowing where we wers, or whotherat the end
ol the year we wonld be in bankruptey aod
in ruin, we sro absolutely groping In the
dark.™

Benntor Vest asid that no man who was not
inspired (and tho days of inspirstion were
over fa the Democratie party) could
prodiot what the importation would be next
yedr or the vear after,

In rebponse to o guestion, Senntor Allison
deelared he intended to vote for free sogar,
both raw and relined, ns it was in the bill as it
came from the House, and then he would pro-
pose an mmendment for replacing the bounty
on sugar us it was in the MeKinley law.

Sonator MePherson inquired whether it was
not ns poessaary for the people to have eloth-
ing ns to have sugur, and I go, whether it
woulid not beright to give them free clothing
and then give the clothing manufacturer a
bounty, taxing the peoples for it.

*“*The Senator has reached another point of
diseussion,” respomded Mr. Alllson,

“I had always supposicd SuUgar wns exoep-
tionnl, and bud belioved that it needed stimo-
lation, while the elothing industry dild not. ™

Mr, Allison then pnssed tha dissussion of
the aleoholie liguor schedule of the Senate
bill, and opposed the nddition of 10 eents a
gallon, made by the House, and the further
nddition of 10 eonts a galion made by the
Senate, as imposing o great basdship on many
industries ol the country.

le sovercly eriticised the bill which, whiles
disturidng every industry in the country and
absolutoly destroylng many of them by seal-
Ing down the duties on their products, ereated
o defleit which it was proposed to meet by
levying atax on sugar and an income, and
the Senator from Indiana [Mr. Yoorhees] be
declured huil confessed that this was but the
first step, nnd that when the sevenue from
thoss sourves bocame suffleient another step

Thers was nothing in the bill favorable to the
acrlrultural elpéees unless the medium of 1Y
ou sugar couid be ealled & protection.

Hé then branched out into a discussion of

In conelusion he nsserted that ns a Senator

Depressed 11-2 on the Publication of
an Unfavorable Report.

GENERAL MARKET RULESLOWER

Delaware aund Hudson and Consolidated Cas
the Only Exceptions That Made Approci-
able CGains—Rumors About Aldermanic
Elections Unfavorably Affect Chicago Gas.

New Yorx, April 4. —The feature of Interest
in stock exchange circles to-day was the pub-
lleation of the report of the General Eleetrie
Company for 1849, which was an exposition
of an unheaithy condition during the period
ineluded within the report, but the fact that
the knife had been used judicjously in cutting
off the rotten Lranches, and that the opern-
ticn had resulted oot unfavorably, did not
prevent a raid on the company’s stock. The
bears took advantage of the opportunity
offered by the announcement made in the re-
port that a 21,000,000 surplus held in 1592
