NEARLY 6,000 MEMBERS IN IT

Contracts with 160 Dealers From 5 to 30 Per
Cent. Saved How the Organization Op-

eratesDifferent from Many

Enterprises Its Growing Popularity.

The oldest, largest, and most thoroughly
established example of economic
In this part of the country is tho llochdalo

Society of the District of Colum-

bia, which was organized in 1SS0, taking its
name from eonfewliat similar societies origi-

nating in Itochdale, England. It is now
larger nnd moru active and prosperous than
cvor beforo. Its object, as stated in its con-

stitution, is a very plain and simple one: "To
enable members to purchaso for cosh from
selected dealers tho best goods at tho lowest
prices," and its machinery and methods aro
equally simplo and direct. The rosults of its
experience have within tho last sis months
been codified in a rcIsod constitution, which,
though short, is very explicit and complete.
Any member can obtain a copy freo on appli-

cation to tho cecretnry, and anjbody may
read it.

Any respoctablo person, male or femalo,
young or old, may become n member nt any
timn by merely purchasing a membership
card for el from any authorized agent. A

lull list of agents is published every year in
tho daily pns of the city, and appears else-
where in this paper. Membership ceases
every year unless renewed. Tho cost of re-

newal is but 25 cents. There are no dues of
any kind, and persons joining incur no ex-

penses or contingent liabilities In any way,
except that they nro pledged to maintain se-

crecy as to the dealers haing contracts with
the society.

The membership now numbers nearly G.000
person', representing every grade of re-

spectable society in tho District nnd vicinity,
from members or Congress and other high of-

ficials to tho poorest men and women; but
from the nature of tho easo most of them aio
heads of families. Meetings of tho poeiely
am held quarterly. Members nro not re-

quired to attend, but all are incited, nnd all
have equal rights in e ery respect. Tho gen-
eral business is managed by an cxecuthe
committee of seven members, elected annually.

Every Spring this committeo selects dealers
in the different lines of merchandise and pro-
fessional men or workmen in certain lines of
businesi in different partsof tho city nnd gives
them an opportunity to obtain, in strict confi-
dence, what are called 'llochdalo contracts"
for tho year beginning May 1. Tlicso con-
tracts provide that in consideration of tho
great increnso In cash business thereby ex-

pected theso dealers will make certain speci-
fied discounts to persons who at the time of
purchase, alter prices are named, exhibit tho
membership card of tho socitty and pay cah
in full. Theso contracts cocr all thogm-cra- l

lines of merchandise, some j ro!cs-ioiri-

bueiue1, nnd some specialties, and tho dis-

counts range from 5 to CO ier cent. The tv

now has contracts with ICO deal, rs and
others in different parts of tho city, nnd these
dealers are among the largest and best In
their respective lines and vocations. A list of
their name, locations, lines of good', nud
discounts is furnished free to every member.

It is obvious that in these hard times 'ery
member of the society may, by tho use of ins
membership card, save many dollars every
je.tr in actual cash. In a certniL seuM--, d,

the more ho purchases tho more ho
saves.

Memlicrs are not required to purchase from
tho Rochdale dealers exclusively, or more
nearly so than their own enlightened st

prompts; and this enlightened and re-

ciprocal st has, operated to increase
the membership of the soeiel and the number
of its contracting dealers, tieeause tho mem-
bers quickly perceive its direct and plain ad-

vantages, and the dealers appreciate the in-

crease in business resulting from the llochdalo
contracts, and realize that they are absolutely
guaranteed from loss on llochdalo sales by
their being strictly for cash.

Like all other organizations, the r.ochdalo
has had troubles and difficulties to overcome.
Chief of theso was tho one which culminated
in its recent n equity suit. Some
jears ago, the society having a very respecta-
ble surplus fund, a trusted official refused to
turn over this fund and other property to his
duly elected successor, but started another
organization under the same title. The so-

ciety nt once brought suit in equity airaint
him nnd his associates to recover tho funds
and other property nnd to restrain them from
using the Rochdale name. After n protracted
trial and an appeal the Rochdale Society
won the suit on every point, recovering It3
funds and other property, and establishing its
solo right to the name of the Itochdale

Society of the District of Columbia.
Tho Itochdale differs from other o

organizations in several respects.ainong which
nrethese: that it is not aproducer; that it does
not enter into competition with any line of
business; that it does not at an organization
or by agents buy" or sell; that it confines itself
strictly to one particular purpose securing
for its members tho lowest cash prices
which it thoroughly accomplishes; that its
machinery is simple as possible; that it oper-
ates practically ulfnost without expenso and
entirely without trouble or liability, to Its
members; and, finally, that all its benefits are
open on equal terms to all.
