Tor the first time, since tho opening of tho
season tho Wellingtons jesterday fielded
without nn error and gave a really crcditablo
exhibition of ball plajing. They had George-

Mercer, whilo pitching very well, was so
slow in his deli cry that the spectators tired
of tho delav. and for a vounc twirler ho cer
tainly takes his time. The game was long
drawn out, it being after half-po- st C o'clock
before tho last Inning was completed. Owinir
to tho light hitting of tho Collegians there w as
but little for the outfielders, there being but
threo fly balls caught in tho outlleld. Selbach
assisted in a double piay, caused by Car-ruo-

leaving third base bcforeOIurphy's fly
had been caught. Umpire Snjderhnd scl-
eral close decisions, nnd in tho majority of
instances gao the professionals tho benefit of
the doubt.

Ward proved himself a lucky man nt tho
bat, getting to fir--t once on being hit, once on
balls, nnd threo timo? on s.ifo hits. lie stolo
two bases and scored two runs. Selbach
made but one hit, but he was also lucky, get-
ting in three runs, nouo of which were earned.
Dugdnlo was at the bat but twico nnd each
time ho lined out a double, much to his own
satisfaction nnd the pleasure of tho admirers
of this hard working and earnest plajer.
Abbey did not show up strong at tho bat. but
he ran bases like a colt.

For tho collegian1! Dowd pitched good ball,
but, of course, ho found great difilcultyiu pre-
venting the professionals from landing on tho
ball on divers occasions. Dowd' was bang up
in fielding his n, nnd had seven Assists,
most of them being on hard-h- it grounders,
which tho average pitchers would not care to
dally with.

State Bank Tax Repeal.
Hepresentatho Swanson, of Virginia, who

got up tho recent Democratic caucus on tho
state bank question, is making a carerul poll
of tho House on conditional, unconditional,
and all intermediate aud compromise repeal
plans. Iu making his poll Mr. Swanson is
asking members if they would compromUo on

repeal of tho state bank lax under the fol-
lowing conditions:

First State bank issues hereafter to bo
limited to 75 per cent, ol tho unlinnaired cap-
ital.

Second Stockholders to bo liablo on their
stock, and also individually liablo to an
amount equal to their stock.

Third Currency issued by a stato bank to
be a flrst preferred lien on tho assets of tho
bank.

Tourth Stato bank currency to bo re-
deemed in full legal tender money of tho
United States.

LITTLE PRESSOrE TO SELL.

Declining Tendency of Prices Mainly Duo
to Lack of Support.

New Yonx, April 17. A moderate amount of
business was done on the stock exchange to-

day, but the speculation was unsettlod In tone
and the great majority of the Btocka traded in re-

corded a decline on the day's transactions. Not
very great losses wore made, however, and too
pressure to sell was not at any tfmo heavy.
Leaving out of the question tho anticipation of
gold shipments, there was nothlnc else particu-
larly depressing in the general situation and the
declining tendency of prices was mainly duo to
lack of support rather than to a desire to selL

At the opening tho tono of speculation was
firm, but a selling movement In Chicago Gas,
bugar, and American Tobacco weakened the
entire list, and for half an hour the tendency of
prices was downward, the losses ranging from
$1 to 1$ per cent, the latter in American To-
bacco, fturing the noxt half hour the market
was Arm. bugar, which lost HI. rallied 1U. and
Chicago Gas, which after an opening advance of
