W. Wright, John E. Lemon, and M. M. Gar-
land,

CONGRESSIONAL REFORM.

Bill to Provide for Earlier Meetings of
That Body After Elections.

Representative Craln, of Texas, has reln-
trodoced 1o & modifled form his Wil changing
the time for the meeting of Congress from
Desember to the first Tuesday after the 4th of
March suceseding the cougressional elections,
Inetead of having the new Congress meet
thirteen months after ts election, as under
the present law, it wonld meet fve moenths
ufter, in the succceding Spring. Aveording to
Mr, Crain this would bring the new Congress
together fresh from the people with election
pledges undimmed and election ardor un-
cooled. The bill makes provislon for n session
of Congress on February § succesding each
Presidential election for the purpose of count-
ing the slectoral vote, but for the transnction
of no other business. This provision Mr.
Crain regards as very lmportant, the idea
belng to provide for the counting of the
electoral vote in sccordance with existing
law, but to prevent the ennctment of laws by
& Congress perhaps just repudiated at the
ballot box.

Mr. Crain’s bill specifically denies to mem-
bers mileage and staticoery accounts for the
extra session to count the electoral vote, and
40 cents o mile for the regular session Mr,
Crain regards as ample to cover any extra
expense to which members may be put in at-
tending this special session,

More About the Sugar Duty,

The Democratic Senators who have been
engaged in preparing a tariflf compromise
have been considering the sugar duty, espe-
clally, and have decided, besides flxing
o tariff of 40 per cent. ad valorem on all

sugars and one-eighth of o cent additional on
refined sugar, to impose a further duty of
one-tenth of a cent an sugar imported from
countries paying a bounty to sugar producers,
This last provision i supposed to be aimed
especially at Germany, where 8 bounty is paid
on beut sugar, It has been decided, also, to
extend thetime when the sagar sche lule shall
take effect until the let of January, 1505,
which will insure a bounty under the McKin-
ley law for this senson's ecrop. It is under-
stood that these two provisions have been io-
serted in response to the earnest solicitations
of the Louisinna Senators,

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WAR REMIRISCENCES.

Early Days of the Period When the Union

Faltered.
Alittle more than thirty three years ago the
pro-slavery leaders put Into ution their

plans for the secession of thelr states, Bouth
Carolinn moyed first, and with the six Gulf
states, formed the Confederals States of
America. Mr, Lincoln, leaving Springfield on
the Ist of February, 1861, passed through the
principal northern cities, making brief
addresses at the various polnts, and, reached
Washington on the 24th. His i(naugursl
address on the 4th of March declared the
Unlon perpetual, arguod the futility of seces-
sion, expressed his determination that the
laws should be faithfully executed, depreented
the impending evils, and made a touching
sppeal to all friends of the Unlon.
