But He and the Commonweal Army

Kceche a Warm Welcome.

RIOT IMMINENT FOR A TIME

Marshal Carl Browne Arrested After a Strug-

gleSeveral Ccxeyites "Who Came toHIi
Hescuo Clubbed Thousands of Spectator!

Present Coxey Attempts to Kale a Speech.

All morning long the hundreds of curious had
climbed the wide steps leadlngjup to the Capitol,
nnd ranging themselres along the terraces,
looked down upon the city below as they awaited
the coming of the loader of the commonweal of
Christ and his band of 3ft) The finale of a chap-

ter in tho history of America was about to be
witnessed, of a chapter unique and without pre-

cedent. For eeks the weary march of the lit-

tle army has been chronicled In detail through-

out the land. They had trudged through sleet
and snow, rain and storm, over mountain and
plain, enduring privations and suffering for the
sako of what they hold to be a grand and true
principle. The finale came short, severe. In-

glorious, almost pathetic.
At 1 o'clock the crowds on the western terrace

saw through tho long vista up Pennsylvania
avenue the banner borne aloft In the van of the
peace army. Five minutes later the shouts of

the multitudes assembled along tho route were
wafted up toward the big white dome. Every
eyo was strained to noto the movements of tho
bebaunered brigade as they marched to Peace
monument, turned to tho right, and then up B
street along the edgo of the Capitol grounds.

Mcauwhilo 1M) uniformed officers and some 400
In citizens' clothes and thirty mounted police
had taken their stand along the entrance to the
Avenue running along the eastern entrance to
th CapitoL Iho commonweal army stopped
at the library building. A detachment of rs

followed It, keeping within tho Capitol
grounds. Gen. Coxey and Marshal Browne,
leaving the command of the army to Jesse
Coxey, started for the Capitol steps.

Browne carried a banner of the army and an
American flag. A dozen oflleers started to Inter-
cept him lie leaped through the hedge, ran
across tho grass plot, dodging mounted oflicors
nt every step, and reached the broad asphaltum
pavement. He had gotten within 100 fe t of the
southeast corner of the Cat Itol when the police
surrounded him They seized his banner and
tried to wrest it from him. lie resisted and a
dozen clubs were raised. A dozen Coxeyltes
prtssed forward to the rescue, headed by a
herculean-frame- d negro.

A riot seemed imminent. The assembled mul-
titude of 10 W0 surged across the lawn and pave-
ment, yelling like Comanches The mounted
officers dashed against tho oncoming crowd,
breaking their ranks Into utter confusion, but
unab o to stop the rush Browne, the stal-
wart negro, and tho few Coxeyltes were faring
badly. Bro, no luckily warded tho blows aimed
at blm, but the negro was felled by a blow from
a big policeman's club that would have killed an
ox

Bight and left through the crowd the officers
wont, pushing, menacing with clubs and warn-
ing with shouts. In two minutes the crowd was
broken.

Coxey, white and trembling with excitement,
had been wending his way through tho crowd,
flanked on cither side by stalwart policemen.

To one standing on the central steps, to which
he was approaching, a striking picture was un-
folded.

len thousand swaying, excited men were
gathered below. Here and there dashed the e,

clearing the way tor the oncoming of tho
rain who was reponlblo for the assemblage,
tho excitement, tho entire affair

Cheer after cheer arose, telling of his coming,
nnd then tho form of a small man appeared,
which, in comparison with bis attendant guards,
seemed ns that of a pigmy among giants.
Through his spectacles he glanced nervously
about, bowing now and then in recognition of
the cheers.

The way was cleared to the steps. He mounted
them An officer warned nlmnrt to deliver a
speech. He drew a manuscript from his pocket.
Ihe epptainof police raised his hind in signal.
City officers pressed forward, and tho first L

on he Capitol by the industrial army ended
as he was led back through' the crowd and out
of the grounds.

THE ONSLAUGHT WAS SUDDEN.

But the Commander Was Interrupted By
the Police and Forced to Moc An ay.

There wos little of actual interest In the walk
up Pennsylvania avenue to the Capitol grounds.
Here the procession was deflected and moved up
13 street to the top of the hill, where a broad

of avenue sweeps toward the east front of
the CapitoL This was Coxey's goal, and there
was every preparation to turn Into the Avenue

But as the opening was reached a solid front of
mounted polite was seen. They stretched from
curb to curb, making ingress toward the Capitol
Impossible

Ihere was nothing to do but mow down the
officers or go ahead. The squad of police ahead
cf (.uxey's carriage went straight on It was a
ruse to carry the procession past the CapitoL
Coxey and hU people showed their chagrin, but
followed out B street.

Hurried signals were passed from Coxey to
Browne, It w as clear they would not bo thus led
willingly away.. Half a block up B street Browne
halted his column and dismounted. He turned
over his horse to an attendant. Then he went to
Coxey e carriage and ejxAe to the general

Coxc) tjxncdtogetout, but his wife tried to
restrain him. He paused and kissed her Then
he sprang from his carriage and made his way
back toward the entrance to the LApltoL A
howling mob was on his heels as the flank move-
ment was appreciated

Browne followed bearing his banner The
rank and fllo of tho army stood in the street' ho squad of police suddenly discovered that
Coxey had turned back (Quickly the officers
Fpurrod through the crowd toward Coxey and
Browne. The two had found B street impass-
able

Coxey sprang to the heavy stono paling which
the foiinge of tho east front of the

Cat Itol grounds and with a bound was Inside the
fence and lost amid the tangled shrubbery.

Browne followed.
The mob shouted at their disappearance.
The police were all but daunted by this escape

to the shrubbery.
1 ho flrst officer, mounted on a fine bay, reined

his horse to tho stone fence and then horse and
rider cleared the fence nnd dashed Into tho
shrubbery Tho other mounted officers fol-
lowed.

Small trees bushes, and flower beds went
down before tho sweep of horsemen nnd the
j oiling crowd which followed. Coxey and Browne
dodged through the bushes to the open area at
tho east fronu Here a d moss awaited
the oncomers.

There w as a crash as tho fugitives, officers, and
mob from the streomrct tho wall of officers and
Jieoplo in the opening

Tho onslaught was so sudden that tho officers
broko for a moment. People surged and
shouted. Coxey and Browne were lost Tho

stemmed the ruh for a minute, dur-n-g
which one officer used his baton freel)

In tho Intense excitement of the rash Coxey
had slipped unobserved through the struggling
mass, and before any one knew it was bounding
Up the east frviit steps to the CapitoL

Ho was up to the tenth step before he was rec-
ognized.

Then the officers closed in above him and his
further passage was barred. 'Iho great crowd
how recognized him and a shout went up from
every comer of tho vast assemblage.

Coxey turned to the crowd and raised his hat
He was deathly pale.
Captain Gnrden, of the Capitol police, stepped

to cue pido of hlni and Lieutenant Kelly, of the
city police, was nt his other arm. The other
officers formed solidly about him. The crowd
below was kept back, by menacing club.

W hat do you want to dcliere?' asked Cap-
tain Garden

"I wish to make an address," responded Gen.
Coxey, his voice showing intense emotion.

"But you cannot do that' said Captain Gar-
den quietly but firmly

"Then can I read a protest?" asked Coxey. tThere was a moment's hesitation, lie drew
from his pocket a typewritten manuscript nnd
began to unfold it There was a movement
among the officers. Captain Garden quietly
took Coxey by the left arm and Lieutenant
Kelly took him by the right They moved down
the Fteps, the solid rank of officers following.

Coxey was thus ImpeUed downward and for-at- d.

He was not pulled or put under arrest,
but firmly pushed away.

At li foot lbe steps the great crowd
greeted Coxey and the officers with a storm of
snouts. Again the mounted officers charged, the
crowd surged, and for a time it looked as though
there would bo trouble. But tho little knot of
officers pressed forward with Coxey In their LThy wero Hanked by the mounted officers.

ihus Coxey made his exit from the Capitol en-
trance and to the cast front As he movedaway he tossed the typewritten protest to agroup of newspaper men and said: "That Is fortho press.

Upon these steps where we stand has
been spread a carpet fur the royal feet of a
foreign princess, the cost of whose lavish enter-
tainment was taken from the public Treasury
without the consent or the approval of the peo-
ple. Up these steps the lobbyists of trusts and
corporations ha e passed unchallenged on their
way to committee-room- s to which we, the

of the tolling wealth producers,
have been denied.

We stand here In behalf of millions of
toilers whose petitions have been buried In com-
mittee rooms, whose prayers have been ed

to, and whose opportunities for honest re-
munerative protective labor has been taken from
them by unjust legislation, which protects Idlers,
speculators, and gamblers. W e come to remind
Congress of the declarations of a United States
Senator, that for a quarter of a century the rich
have been growing richer, the poor poorer, and
that by the close of tho present century the
middle class will have disappeared, as tho
struggle for existence becomes fierce and re-
lentless.

W e stand here to remind Congress of Its prom-
ise of returning prosperity sho Jld tho "Sherman
act" be repealed. Wo stand here to declare by
our march of ocr 500 miles through difficulties
and distress, a march unstained by even tho
slightest act which would bring the blush of
shame to any, that we are citizens,
and as such our actions speak louder than
words. We are here to petition for legislation
which will furnish employment for oery man
able and willing to work, for legislation which
will bring universal prosperity and emancipate
our beloved country from financial bondage to
the descendants of King Goorge.

e have come to the only source which Is
competent to aid the people in their day of dlro
distress. We are hero to tell our representa-
tives, who hold their soAts by the grace of our
Lallots, that the struggle for existence has be-
come far too fierce and relentless. We come and
throw up our defenseless handsand say, help, or
w e and our loved ones must perish. W o are en
gaged in a umer anu cruoi war wun me ene-
mies of nil mankind a war with huncer.
wretchedness, and despair, and we ask Congress
to heed our petitions and issue lor tno nation s
good a sufficient volume of the same kind of
money which carried tho country through one
awful war and saved tho life of the nation

In the name of Justice, through whoso Im-
partial administration only the present civiliza-
tion can be maintained and perpetuated, by the
powers of the Constitution of our country, upon
which the liberties of the people must depend,
and In the name of the "Commonwt al of Christ,"
whoso representatives we are. we enter a most
solemn and earnest protest against this unneces-
sary and cruel act of usurpation and tyranny
and thus enforced subjugation cf the rights and
privileges of American citizenship We have
assembled here In violation of no Just laws to
enjoy tho privileges of overy American citizen

Wo are now under the shadow of the Capitol
of this great nation, and In the presence of our
national legislators nro refusod that dearly
bought privilege, and by the force of arbitrary
iKwer prevented from carrying out the desire
of our hearts.whlch is plainly granted under the
great magna charta ot our national liberties.

We have come here through toil and weary
marches, through storms and tempests, over
mountains, nnd amid the trials of poverty and
distress, to lay our grievances at the doors of our
national legislators and ask them In the name
of Him whose banners we bear, in the name of
Him who plead for the poor and the oppressed,
that they should heed tho voice of despair and
distress that is now coming up from every sec-lio-n

of our country, that they should consider
the condition of the starving unemployed of our
land, and enact such laws ns will give them em-
ployment, bring happier conditions to the people
and the smile of contentment to our citizens.

Coming as we do with peace and good will to
men, wo shall submit to these laws, unjust as
they are, and oboy this mandate of authority, of
might, which overrides and outrages the law of
right W o appeal to every peace-lovin- g citizen,
every liberty-lovin- g man or womtn, every one
in whose breath the fires of patriotism and love
of country has not died out, to assist us in our
efforts toward better laws and general benefit

COXEY TO HIS CARRIAGE.

Carl Browne Turned the Horses 0crtO
Jesse, His Commander's Son.

When tho police had escorted Coxoyto his
carriage, pushing htm by the shoulders but not
seizing him, they released him. lie clambered
Into his carriage, where his wife Bat with "Legal
Tender" In her lap, and as he stood there a loud
cheer was eent up from the surrounding crowd.
Then tho policemen seemed to lose their heads,
and, falling upon the luckless colored men and
women nearest them, they clubbed thenegroes
lustily.

For a moment the nrmy, which, while this
was going on, had been waiting on B street, not
knowing what to do, seemed leaderless and in
confusion, although the men had not broken
ranks In all the tumult The honor fell to the
humble bass drummer of rescuing It from confu-
sion, for he started a rhythmic and regular
"boom" upon his Instrument and the wealers
fe'I into step, and with Coxey bowing to the
right and left anld wild cheers, the cohorts
turned down Second street to the south and
started the march to tho new camp In tho malari-
ous region by the James creek canal, in the ex-
treme southern part of the city, near the Poto-
mac river and the Eastern branch.

W hen the army had halted before the riot Carl
Browne had turned over his stallion to young
Jesse Coxey, had gone back to Coxey s carriage,
and the leader, Coxey, had kissed his wife before
he alighted

So Jesse Coxey led the army to camp, his white-cla- d
sister, the goddess of peace, retaining her

courage admirably. A squad of twenty-eig-

police under Lieut Amiss meantime had
marched over to the army and lined up to pre-
serve order as It departed. A gray haired man,
with aOA.IL button on his coat, climbed tho
steps of an adjacent house and began a harangue
upon the rights of American citizens, which
drew a fraction of the crowd about him.

The army as It marched down Second street
was followed by hundreds of poorly-dresse- d men
and women, who cheered It nil the way without
Intermission, and shouted loudly for cheers for
Coxey and Browne.

Gen. Coxey talked to a Tbies reporter when he
reached the new camp I was careful to walk
on the sidewalk and trespass upon no local reg-
ulations when I went up to the steps," he said.
"1 his Is tho beginning rt the movement, that Is
alL The people aro with us, the common peo-
ple Look at the thousands who cheered our
cause W e will remain right here; other
bands of unemployed will Join U3; Congress will
see tho will of the people and will pass our bills."

LATE CAMP SCENES.

The Men W ere ithout Shelter, But Were
linking o oIse or Complaint.

The camp of the commonwealera at Second
and M streets southwest was In total darkness
last night, with the exception of a faint Illumina-
tion about tho headquarters tent, and weary
men slumbering between folds of canvas were
stumbled over lndiscnn'ately by a Times
reporter.

There were but two tents In the Inclosure, and
these afforded shelter to Oklahoma Sam.charge-de-aflalre- s,

nnd a few of tho marshals.
Tho ranks of tho army had been provided with

pieces of cant ns, w itn which they had improvisod
couches promiscuously over the damp ground.

sot far from tho tents n modest bonfire had
been started, nnd in Its vicinity were stretched
men who could not ecuro even straw to protect
them from the weather of the nicht A dozen
silent commonwealers were wanderingalmlessly
over the ground

A large banner loomed up faintly In the dark-
ness from the top ot the panorama wagon and
was guarded by a group of slumbering sentinels.

There was no demonstrations, no gathering of
excited anarchists, tho men wero weary, and
deep silence brooded over the camp

MA J OK .MOORE TALKS.

He Was Glad the Movement Was o More
Troublesome rhan It Was.

CoL Mooro, chief of police, speaking of the In-

cidents of the day, said last night that he had
never approhended any danger from tho Coxe7
army, except in that their movements might
arouse the unemployed and ignorant masses in
Washington, of which there are a sufficient num-
ber to make a formidable demonstration, if so
disposed.

"There is," he said "a colored population num-
bering 65,000 In this city, fully half of whom are
unemployed, and many of whom are vicious.
We could not, of course, afford to permit any
demonstration which would arouse them. Hence
the thoroughness of our preparations."

They Were ot Afraid.
The House was in session an hour and a half

yesterday. 2so business was transacted, although
a bill to chon go the methods of accounting In the
Treasury Department waa under consideration.
On account of the demonstration of Coxey s
army on tho plaza of tho Capitol it was deemed
advisable to hold the House In session until it
was over, lest a sudden adjournment might be
misconstrued. To accomplish this the Senate
resolutions announcing the deatn of Senator
Stock bridge were held back an hour. After the
crowd in front of the Capitol had dispersed they
were formally presented. Appropriate resolu-
tions were then adopted and a committee

EVENTS OF THE EARLY MORMG.

How the Procession Was Tormed and the
March Toward the .Might; CapitoL

The commonweal army was astir early yes-

terday morning up on Brlghtwood Heights with
preparations for tho great parade to the Cap!- -.

toL There was an early breakfast of eggs, cof-

fee and breach, tents were struck and packed
into wagons, and the whole army was aligned
before 9 o'clock. All the men carried staves, on
which fluttered white flags, with the motto,
"Peace on earth, good will toward men, but
death to interest on bonds."

There was much marching and countermarch-
ing on the grounds, prancing of stallions, and
hauling of the commissary wagons Into line

The men bad passed a cold night, mwt of them
sleeping on the ground Before ths start Carl
Browne fcrined the men into a hollow square
and nut them through a most remarkable drilL
The staves were handled like guns, and when
Browne shouted tilona nnd peace!" they
cheered three times shrilly nnd waved their
sticks in tho air. These evolutions wore per-
formed by the main body of the army. Tho
Philadelphia commune, sixty men strong, with
a long rope attached to their commissary wagon,
stood it one side, waiting to fall in Oklahoma
&am galloped up and down tho line on his stal-
lion. Tho bass drum boomed dismally and the
bagpipes emitted a shrill scream. After march-
ing twice around the grounds the men were
again drawn up In line and more cheers and
drilling followed. Some of tho military evolu-
tions which Browne called ou his men to per-
form must have been conceived in a nightmare
Browne harangued the men in his customary
street fakir strain, telling them that they had
received permission to march to the Capitol
grounds, beie they must disband and enter as
individual citizens. " hcther or not wo will bo
permitted to speak I cannot say, he added,
"but you must be careful to obnerve the peace
Then we will reform and march to our now
camp near by, which has been provided. This
demonstration will be more po erf ul than force,
than guns, or than bombs," and the ragged army
at this cheered wildly.

Then Browne went on: "People said that wo
wouldn't march up Pennsylvania avenue when
we reached here et tho police derailment
yesterday Informed Brother Coxey that we could
march W a are here on time and will go to tho
grounds on time. All are certainly on deck.

esterday It looked as if we wouldn t have many,
but now wo will go In with bpirits an bright as
theMaydayon which we manh lr Crisp re-
fused yesterday to let us speak on the Capitol
steps. We didn't see the A no President lhat
is the latest I can tell you. We will go Into the
Capitol grounds as Industrials They can't pre-
vent ts from doing that"

Meanwhllodown In the city, although tho day
was a typical warm, sunshiny May diy, the
streets wore their ordinary appearance and thero
was nothing to indicate that the city of proces-
sions was eager to view the queerest parade that

From tho City of Brotherly Love came also a
goddess of peace. Her identity was hidden bho
was another "Unknown." A heavy brown
wagon horse, selected for his docility, carrioJ
her. She was a plum,
maiden of 18, draped in the stars and stripes
with not inartistic effect, a gilt star flashing from
her blue turban and dark hair streaming down
her back. Her escort was the leader of tho Phila-
delphia ns, Christopher Columbus Jones, a small,
dried-u- p old man with long, gray beard, a
shabby jacket, and a ruffled ancient beaver hat

Jones was perched high on the back of a ca-
vorting coal-blac- stallion, to which he clung
desperately, with terror Imaged in bis face. Be

hind him was his secretary, Clinton, also on a
black horse a tall, slim man, with another dilap-
idated high hat, an American flag, and a bearing
which Indicated that the destinies of the nation
rested on his shoulders. After him was dragged
a disreputable looking white bulldog, wearing a
maroon blanket labeled Coxey. The sixty

dragging their cart brought up the
rear. Most of the men carried tin cups or can-
teens strapped over their shoulders.

Along the roadside through the woods were
groups of uniformed veterans from the Soldiers'
Home, a mile distant Handsome carriages
lined the road, and one of them contained Con-
gressman Sibley, of Pennsylvania, himself a
green backer like Coxey, with bis family.

At intervals the crowd cheered the goddess of
Coxey, and the buckskin-garbe-d MarshalEeace, Scattered among the followers of the

army were about a Bcore of official representa-
tives of labor organizations of various cities and
as many moro detectives from Jvew York, Phila-
delphia, Baltimore, Chicago and other cities.
The men marched two abreast As they loft
camp some one cried out that the goddess of
peace was unprotected from the sun, and a

Immediately secured a parasol for her.
On tho lino of march a local sympathizer rushed
out of the crowd to pre-e- a fan.

The Increase of the crowd as the army marched
down fourteenth street and into tho business
part of the town Interfered to some extent with
the progress of the army and the police were
kept busy. Gen. Coxey doffed his hat several
times In response to cheers. The flrst delega-
tion to Join the procession was the J. S. Coxey
Club, organized this morning. It consisted of
125 men, mostly bricklayers, who met the army
at Boundary street, the old limit of the city.

At Thomas Circle Marshal Itrowne ordered a
slight bait for rest, while the men gave three
cheers for "peace " The police dashed up and
on their command the army promptly moved
on The commonweal turned into Pennsylvania
avenue about 1JL13 o'clock.

At 1 o'clock the Peace monument was reached,
and here new cheers were given and continued
as the line wound around the foot of Capitol Hill
and B street southeast to tho eastern entrance
of the grounds, where Coxey left It nnd made his
way to the front steps of tho CapitoL

SOVEREIGH AND KELLEY.

The Grand blaster Workman Makes Some
Very Surprising Statements.

Des Moines, Iowa, May 1 Grand Master
Workman Sovereign arrived In Des Moines to-

day with the avowed intention of throwing the
Influence of the KnlghtB of Labor into tho effort
to secure a train for Kel ley's men.

In an interview with tho Associated Press
representative, Mr. Sovereign said that his ac-

tion was determined upon at a meeting of his
executive board hold In Chicago, and as-

serted that hla organization would sco to It that
Industrial secured a train, even thongh every
railroad-shoul- do tied up.

I camo to Bes Moines with the purpose of
showing our hand in this matter," he said.
"Kelley shall not walk out of the city, and the
question must be decided within a very short
time. I shall attempt to secure transportation
without trouble, but If a train cannot be secured
for money we have moro drastic measures at
hand."

"What will you do if you are refused a train?'
Mr. Sovereign was asked.

"I can only repeat," he replied, "that Kelly
shall not walk out The army shall ride though
every road In Iowa be tied up I do not say that
the Knights of Labor could take such action of It-

self, bul with the aid of the A. H. TJ. such a move
would be euccessfuL That organization and our
own are very close together. When I left Presi-
dent Debs in St Paul his last words were that
anything we ordered his people would stand by.
This thing is simply an Issue between united
railroads and organized labor, and If we cannot
win here we might as well stop fighting.

"The issu Is a square one," he continued,
"and we will meet It e are In sympathy with
this Coxey and Kelley movement, as It attracts
public attention and agitates the Industrial
questions In which we are interested. As to
their methods, we will not speak, but they have
tho sympathy of organized labor. I am re-
liably Informed that the majority of Kelley's
men are members of labor unions, and wo will
neither let them starve nor walk out of Bes
Moines."

Sovereign addressed the army at the camp this
evening nnd nroued much enthusiasm among
the men by his expression of sympathy. The
Uock Island railroad has sworn In about 300
trainmen as deputy sheriff", and will patrol its
tracks in case the army marches parallel to the
road.

BRUTALITY EALMBLiriED.

BAILED OUT BY TWO WOMEN

Mrs. Brings and Mrs. Haines Go On

Marshal Browne's Bond for $300.

HOW THE POLICE CAUGHT HIM

Heated Colloquy Between the Marshal and

the Police af the Foot of the Capitol Steps.

Makes a Stand for His Constitutional

Sights Incidents of the Bay.

Carl Browne was a shining mark for the police-
men on account of his conspicuous costume, and
from the same reason the most aggressive and
tumultuous portion of the crowd followed him.

As he broke through the foliage of the lawn a
half dozen mounted police charged after htm
across the grounds, escaping by a miracle from
running down any of the poople, who scattered
right and left before them.

When Browne reached the foot of the Capitol
steps there was a hurried and excited dialogue
between him and the police, which could not be
heard through the uproar.

The two policemen threw themselves upon
Browne, grabbed his flag of peace and smashed
tho staff, seized Browne by the shoulders and
thrust htm through the crowd Beveral hundred
feet to tbe sidewalk.

As the two officers rushed him through tbe
crowd Browne was seen trying to shelter his head,
as through he expected blows, and ho could be
heard shouting "I am an American citizen; I
stand on my constitutional rights."

Despite his constitutional rights the marshal
was dragged to tho 1 if th police station. ,

Carl Browne was released at 6 o'clock last
night on bond for S00 to appear In the police
court at 0 a. in. this mornlnc.

3lra Emily ltriggs. one of the largest property
owners on Capitol HIU, and Mrs. Elizabeth A.
Haines, proprietress of Haines' 'Washington
Store, at eighth street and Pennsylvania avenue
southeast, were tho eigncrs of tbe bond.

About 6 o'clock Itrowne had received a note
from Mrs Haines offering to go ou his bond, but
before Browne had made reply he was called
upon by Congressmen Pence and Boen, of Colo-
rado, In company with Attorney Samuel F. Hy-
man, of this city.

These gent'emen, when Informed that a YA0
bond was required, made way to Mrs. Haines
store. Mrs ilatnes Btaled that she had offered
to bail Browne out for tbe reason that she had
been at the Capitol when the arrest was made
and was sure that fBrowno waa an honest and
sincere man.

She said she felt a deep sympathy for these un-
employed men and believed the causo for which
they are working Is a Just one.

When she ascertained that tho ball required
9200 worth of unincumbered property, Mrs.
Haines was forced to call upon her triend. Airs.
Briggs. who willingly signed tho bail bond with
her Mrs. Haines remarked to Mrs Briggs:

"Well make this a combination of capital and
labor "i ou represent the capital and III repre-
sent the labor.

Mrs. Briggs urged Browne and the other gen-
tlemen to tako dinner with her, and Browne and
Attorney Hyrnan accepted.

The three Populist representatives then went
after bail for Jones, but owing to the lateness of
the hcur were unable to And the parties they
wished to see.

It was stated to The Times on good authority
at a late hour last night that the Populists as a
body among the Congressmen and Senators
have openly come out on tbe side of the Coxey-
ltes now that they really need friends, and most
of them will be present at the trial this morning,
especially Senator Allen, who is a particularly
warm friend of Browne &

On meeting the ladies at their homes Browne
kissed the backs of their hands and said It was
the proudest honor ever conferred upon htm to
be balled out by women. He had often been
assaulted, but never assaulted by ladies before.
There was one thing now ladles had "reputat-
ion1 in, and that as to go our bail with their
property, even H they have no voice on "tax-
ation."

WAS THOROUGHLY GUARDED.

The Police Authorities Had AH Acnncs of
Ingress and Egress Protected.

TEesreaTtfhlte Capitol building was the cen-

ter of an armed and defensive activity yesterday.
All about were the evidences of preparation for
tho approaching Coxeyltes. Troops of mounted
policemen swept Into the broad esplanade on
the east front of the Capitol and there broke
Into squads. Lnmounted officers marched In
companies of twenty nnd thirty, and disposed
themselves at all the avenues ot approach to the
CapitoL

'iho wide expanse on the east front, with Its
shaded walks and serpentine drives, was sud-
denly transformed Into a marching ground for
the many bodies of d policemen. The
widomarlle steps, ascending fifty feet to the
main entrance of the Capitol, was the center of
defensive (reparations, as It was here that Gen.
Coxey had declared bis purpose of holding a
meetinc Lieut Kelley was in command of
forty ofllcers at this point He arranged them
from the lower to the upper step In such a way
cs to make an Imp-sin- and effective appear-
ance. Along the lower step was a front ot ten
oihcers. Further back was another front of men,
and this continued to the top, making an almost
solid and impenetrable body of policemen in
possession of tho very steps toward which the
Coxeyite3 were heading

The high steps leading to tho Senate entrance
were similarly guarded by Sergeant SwindeU
and a pyramid of blue coats. Lieut Heffuer
tresented a like front of men on tbe steps lead-u- g

f to the Houe whig- - Thus the police by an
early movement completely occupied all the en-
trances to the cast front They made no effort,
however, to stop such people as camo and went
on their regular duties In the CapitoL Out on
the eidanade a police patrol wagon held a posi-
tion immediately In front of the herculean
statue of Washington, giving suggestiveness to
the scene

Lieut McCathran was In command of the
mounted ofllcers, forty strong. Tho main body
of them were In the broad space opposite the
main steps. Another squad wns In tho avenue
leading to tho House wing, and another In the
avenue leading to tho Senate. Officers In pairs
and singly rode through the walks flanking the
open space. An eager and expectant cmwd
filled tbe walks and available spaces They
wero not Interfered with further than to be
warned to "keep moving " As a result thero
was little lounging

Inside the Capitol there was comparative
serenity although an unusual force of ofllcers
were on hand. Major Moore, of tbe city police,
had sent three squads each of sixteen men nnd
a lieutenant for the inner building. They were
disposed at tho entrances and through tho corri-
dors. In addition to these men were tbe regular
force of Capitol pollco under Capt Garden.

BROVE AD JONES IX COURT.

Marshal Carl Browne, of California, and Chris-
topher Columbus Jones, of No 1312 Filbert street,
Philadelphia, will be In the pollco court this
morning, under tho general charge of violating
the United States statutes.

CLOSURE RULE POSSIBLE

Such a Measure Contemplated in the

Near Future.

NO NEEDLESS DEBATE WANTED

The Case WU1 Not Likely Ba Presented for

the Time Being, but WIU Be Hade u
Soon as Republican FLLUbuiterinjr Is Com

menced HiU la Favor of It

It now appears quite probable that a closure
measure may be adopted by the Senate in order
to shut off needless debate ot an obstructionist
character on the tariff bllL

That the rank and fllo of the Democratic party
in tbe Senate is becoming Impatient at the delay
In the consideration of the bill was evidenced
Monday by the circulation of a declaration in
favor of closure of. debate. The paper was pre-
pared by Senator George, and was circulated
very quietly during the afternoon, being banded
only to the most Influential Senators. It was not
signed by all to whom it was presented, some of
the Senators expressing the opinion that It'was
too early to attempt a closure, and others declin-
ing because opposed to the principle.

Tho paper recites that It has become appar-
ent that the Bepublican opponents ot the tariff
aro determined to resort to filibustering to pre-
vent the proper consideration and passage of
the bill and commits the signers to a simple
declaration In favor ot closure. It makes no
specification as to how the change shall be
brought about, whether through the presiding
officer or tho Committee on Bules. leaving that
point, as well as that as to whether it shall be a
modified or an absolute closure, to be decided
later

It does not appear that the call will be pressed
for the time being, but It is to be handed around
quietly as opportunity presents so as to have the
Democratic side prepared before the change Is
undertaken and to have Senators committed to
it as far as possible.

Senator Harris said at the close of the session
yesterday that he was not yet prepared to an-
nounce any change of hours for the dally ses-
sions, but added that he might have an an-
nouncement In that direction to make before
many days.

Jastwbat the attitude of the. different Sena-
tors would bo It Is hard to foreteU. Senator Hill

has already come out in favor of such a coarse,
and Senators Smith and Murphy aro sufficiently
practical to follow suit

The southern and western Democrats would,
for tbe most part, support closure, and the
source from which opposition is moro likely is in
tbe case of senators Gray, McPherson, Has, and
others.

Last Sum-
mer, while attending the W orld s Fair, the Sena-
tor was knocked down by a cable car and
dragced along for some distance The apparent
Injuries were not serious, but the nervous shock
to a man of the Senator's years and habit of life
was very severe. Even after he was able to get
about and resume his Senatorial duties he BtiU
suffered and complained of the effects of the
rough shock, and It is believed that It must have
directly weakened and interfered with the heart
action, and thereby at last precipitated the
end, which came yesterday

PACIFIC RAILROAD HEARING.

Prominent Officials of 'the Road Ask for
Changes in Attorney General's Bill.

Yesterday's session of tbe House Committee on
Pacific Railroads was given up to hearing state-
ments made on behalf of the reorganization
committee of the Union Pacific railroad In con-

nection with the consideration of the payment
of the deM of that railroad to the United States.
Tho following gentlemen were present at the
meeting: A A. Boissevalp, of Holland; C II.
Coster, of Xew York; CoL II. L. Hlgglnson,of
Boston; Louis Fitzgerald, of 2Cew lork; S, Carr,
of Boston, members of reorganization commit-
tee; F. L. Stetson, J. W. Simpson, and Ictor
Morawetz, counsel of reorganization committee;
O. W.Mink, E. E. Anderson, F K. Coudert,and Mr.
Doane, receivers; and S. S. IL Clark, tho presi-
dent of the company.

Mr. Boissevalp, of Holland, representing the
holders of Union Pacific securities In that coun-
try, flrst addressed the committee. Tho inter-
ests he represented believed that prompt action
by Oongress was neceisary and Imperative, so
that tho reorganization committee would not
have to wait too long before beginning its work.

Mr. Morawetz, one of the counsel for the re-
organization committee, next submitted some
remarks. He said the counsel for tbe committee
were cot enttrely satisfied with all the provisions
of the bill submitted by the Attorney General,
One of these provisions was one making the
court of appeals of the District of Columbia the
tribunal for tho settlement of litigation arising
as a pcssibjle result of tho proposed legislation.
Mr. Morawetz submitted tho form of a bill which
had been prepared by the reorganization com-
mittee, and which he said was identical with the
bill prepared by tho Attorney General with the
exception of sections, which provides in detail
for the manner In which forclosure proceedings
shall be taken in case of default In respect of
any obligation or condition for which any lien
now exists in favor of tho Untted States upon
any property of the company.

iollowing Mr. Morawetz the committee heard
statements from a number of the members of
the reorganization committee and from counsel,
during which the history of the steps taken to
bring about the was gone over.
There seemed to exist in their minds the be-
lief that the extending tbe government Hen over
tho entire system of the Union Pacific Railroad
Company, as proposed, would prove a serious
obstacle to the carrying out of the plan ot reor-
ganization.

The committee adjourned until y, when
counsel for the Central Pacific will appear.

Col. Breckinridge's Plans.
Despite the fact that CoL Breckinridge Is meet-

ing with opposition In his plans regarding an-

other race for Congress, he is making no secret
of his Intentions, and will open his canvass at
Lexington. Ky , next Saturday. He anticipates
opposition, of course, but Is confident of his suc-
cess, and will trust to tha people ot his district
for it He stated yesterday that he was sure to
be renominated and but would not
outline his plans for tho futuro and will let his
speeches speak for themselves.
