Lost in the Wilds of the Slerra Madre, n

monntains, lost their way and btceame sepa-
roted from Denton, Hall, Turnstall and the
Lalanee of their party. |

A reiel party was immedintely organized,
Murpliy, two Amerfean miners and o number
of Muxicans constituting the senrchors.  The
hleak nnd almost inaecessible pars of the
Slerrn Mmdora range werd explorsd, In a
ravine nearly forty miles {rom Sulto part of a
camping outlit belonging to the missing men
wos discoverad, A blind trafl was followed
for ten miles over the mowt eageed and in-
hospitnble of the mountain region, At one
point a pole bnd boen drven iowo the gronnd,
to which lad been fastened o torn shirt,. A
pioce of puper, on which was printed with a
In-nci[ the words“out of provisions; no witer;
have struck out for the foot of this cunon,”
was nlso found.

Five milesin a westerly direction from these
signs the bodies of Denton and Hall were
found lying on their backs. Several enmp
utensils, n Winehester rifle, nnd o number of
enrtridyes weee senttered nbout the spot. The
bodies wpre partly devoured by covotes, but
werv oasily identiliod. The clothing bnd nearly
all been torn from Hall's bady, Denton's re-
manins wers badly disfigured,

The remnins of the two men were buried
with solemn ceremonies and a moond of
stones ruteed over them. No further time was
then lost in pushing the haut for Turnsuall
nnd the Moxicans. The searching party was
divided, one-holl golng north and the other
half going eastwarnd,

A blind teadl Jod the northbound party into
a part of the mountains that conld not be
traveled through, und the soarchers wero
foresd to turn back, their own provisions run-
ning low and the water supply being too far
1emota for salety,

The other party was antirely unsuceesssfal in
finding trnce of Turnstall, although it re-
mulnﬁ out for nearly ten days. It is sop-
posed that nll of the missing men have disd
of sturvation,
