As an exhibition of the phesomenal intelil-
geoce with which we are governed we com-
mend the above.

The Commissioners are undonbtedly correct
In believing that if work at good wages wero
furnished the unemployed hors the unem-
ployed from elsewhers would ¢ome to share
the work and pet some of the wires. Almost
any ordinary citizon ean comprehend that,

Dut it is somewhnat surprising that the in-
tellocts that “eonsidesed™ the bill about which
the nbove quoted “opinlon™ was expresied
shonld have overiooked the foel that if it re-
sulted “to the wrejudice of our own upem-
ployed™ the speeial interests that they so well
represant would be thereby benefited. But
even the Lrightest of us cannot always ses
everything.

We huzand the statement that the real mo-
tive for that *opinfon™ was not regord for
*our own unemyployed,” but, instead, A more
or less olear comprobension of the feet that in
the details of the bill the interests of the cluss
the Commissloners most deslee to serve were
threatened.,

Whether the relie! proposed would really
opernte to the prejudlee of our own unem-
ployed would depend on whether such relief
were limited and Anally withdrawn. If not,
then it could not be otherwise than for therr
benefit.  And there is no reason why it shonld
be limited or not continued indefinitely. The
ground rents of the District are sufiicient to
give employment to many thousands, and
the result would be to enormously benefit
our eity.

Feeling pride In our city, we desire to see
our population inerensed; and we know of no
belter way to securesuch fnerease than to
draw here by the offer of good wages all who
ean be indueed to come, whether now em-
plovedl or “unemployed.” We believe that
the best way to reform tramps and vagabonds
and petty thieves is to give them an opporto-
nity to enrn good wages; and that, having
such opportunity, most of them will qulekly
be respectabile, luwabiding, and self-sustain-
ing eitizens, We differ from those mistaken
people who think that a policy of repression
f= tho best for Iaw-breakers, and that a police-
man's club and a jall are the only means ol
protesting soclety agalust their depredations,

We assert that our laws are alone responsi-
ble for most of our socinl and industrinl tron-
bies, nnd the purpose of our existence is to se-
eure the repeal of those laws and the ennmct-
ment of proper ones,

for its own proft than that the carrying of
the mails should be intrusted to private
baods,

Jusi half a eentury ago this month tie fArst
telegraph line In the world began operations,
It was constructad between this ety and Bail-
timore, and the entire cost was met by an
appropriation Ly By this govern-
mental ald the ntiiity and fature possibilities
of the telegraph wore demonstrated. It was
operated as a publie fonetion until 1847, and
the rates for s u=a were fixed by ofMcinls of
the government, Inthe years between 1544
and 1547 a sumber of other lines were estab-
lished in varrious sections of the country, and
some ol them wire quite suesesslul and pald
handsomely on the investment, but the gov-
eroment oo between Washington and Bal-
timore never pald sperating expenses, and
thus it eame to pass that the control was
surrendered Lo private parties

In taking this step, howgrer, Congress did
not in anywany waive the sight to control the
telegraph as a public funetion. Nearly every
Postmuster General, from Cave Johnson, who
was in ofiice at the time of the sarrender and
enrnestly protestad aguiost it, down to John
Wanamaker, of the Inst administration, made
styennous eTorts to induce Congress to -
sumne some sort of voutrmol, elther by actual
ownership and operatlon or by leasing the
lines for pustal tolegraph purposes,

What is known as the “gationul telegraph
act” became a law June 24, 1864, and by it
the Postmaster Genersl was yestod with au-
thority to arbitrarily fix the rates to be paid
for ail government business, and it also pro-
vided that at any time alter the explration ol
five years Congress might assume control of
any or all the lines by paying their appraised
value, Thess terms were nocepted by all the
companies then in existence, and the law is
still on the statate books.

Rbortly after the passage of the net of 1566
several of the leading com ware
Iduted, and the process of absorption pro-
grossed 80 mpldly that In a fow years one
company conirolled practically the entire tele-
griphio business of the country and its com-
munications with foreign nations, AMany at-
tempts at competition lhave been made, but
ull ended Inthe same way—the rival was
elther erushed or swallowed up by the great
nnnconda,

From very small beginnings the company
which now controls the tolegraphle business
of this conntry has grown to be one of the
most colossal monopolies the world has ever
kpown, Starting with a eapitalization of
£240,000 in 1852, it has grown to §100,000,000
in 1898, with a L ol y
15,000,000 more, on which the people must
paydividends., Last year its reeeipts wers,
in round bumbers, nearly £25,000,000, the
profits on which were neariy 7,500,000,
