Among: 24,395 primary vaccinations made by
thelXew York authorities but 147 complaints
were made, and of these many were found to be
of the most trivial nature. Unhealthy slough-
ing nnd ulceration at the seat of vaccination, 84;
excecsire inOammatlon and swelling of the arm
and occasionally erysipelas, 29; tntlamation of
the lymphatic glands, sometimes resulting In
abscess, 25; cutaneous eruptionsof various kinds,
7; fatal cases, botn the result of erysipelas, 2.

This is supposed to be a favorable showing.
How many sutfered in silence, how many sought
relief from others than those who had caused
their suffering ,cau only be conjectured. These
were cases of primary vaccination. Kevaocina-tio-n,

SUBSTITUTE FOR PEFFER'S BILL.

Commissioners Recommend the Issue of
District Hon Js for Improvements.

The District Commissioners yesterday sent to
the Senate District Committee, addressed to
Chairman Harris, a report on tho bill Introduced
by Senator Teller on tho 23th of April, entitled
"A bill to provide work for tho unemployed per-
sons In the District of Columbia.

Senator Tefler's bill provided for a Joint com-

mittee composed of the two District committees
of Congress to lay out plans for the Improvement
of the grounds of the District by opening needed
biLtiw, ays. Improving existing ones, the construc-
tion of bridges, the opening of needed sewers,
etc, not including, however, streets and sewers
of the city of Washington. It provided for the
employment of persons within the District who
had no other prrsent employment at wages of
il.W for eight hours' wort, and made an appro-
priation of sJl.UOO.UUO to carry Into effect the pro-
visions of tho bilL

Ihe Commissioners suggest a number of
amendments to the 1'eQVr bill in case it Bhould
tw considered by Congress, but send with their
report tho draft of what they urge as a Mibstl-tut- o

for tho bill making provision for the execu-
tion of the plans mede for providing for sewage
dispostl In tho DUtrict, and also for a compre-
hensive improvement of tho highways of tho
District, and in lieu of a direct appropriation
from the Treasury propoao that tho expense bo
defrayed from tho proceeds of an issue of Dis-
trict bonds.

The substitute bill prepared by the Commis-
sioners is entitled "A bill to provide for continu-
ing tho system of trunk sewers In the District of
Columbia, to provide for sewage disposal, to lay
out highways, and for other purposes." It
authorizes the Commissioners ":o proceed, as
soon as may be practicable, with tno work of
continuing the system of trun hewers in the
District of ColumIm,aud also to proceed with tho
work of completing a system cf pewnpo dis-
posal and pioteclion against floods, in ac-
cordance with tho plans recommended
by tho board or sinltary engineers in their re-
port to Congress ujkjU tho sewerage of the Dis-
