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TRAGIC STORY BY A GHILD

Pather, Mother, and Sister Murdered
Before Her Eves,

ALL TO GET RID OF A WITNESS

Deliberats and Premeditated Slsughtor of a
Family, Except a Littls Girl, Who Lives
to Give Clows to the Guilty Conspiraters,
Butchered With an Ax.

Mrrax, Mo., May 11.—A most atroclous
crime was comunitted Jast night near Brown-

ing.

Gus Meoks, his wile and two children were
murdered outright und another of the Meek's
children a girl seven years old, was so boadly
injured that she may not recover.

The clreumstances leading up to the erime
are about as follows:

There are o number of oriminal enses pend-
ing In Lynn and Sullivan eounty sguinst
Willinm P, Taylor and George Taylor, broth-
ers, the former belng a banker of Browning,
and the Iatter a farmor. The charges against
them are forgery, arson and laroeny,

William P. Taylor, W, G. Meoks, and others
nro Jolutly indicted and Meeks pleadod guilty
at the lnst term and was seat up to the peni-
tentinry,

About n month ago he was pardoned by
Governor Stone in order to use lim as & wit-
nehs against the Taylors, who were, in conse-
qurnee, anxious to be rid of him.

It s said the Tuylors hiad urranged with
Aeeks to zive the Intter 4 wiyzon and term to
Ret out of the country, 5o that be might not
Les present when the cuse ngalnst the Taylors
was cilled for trial,

From Meoks" mother it 14 lenrned that yes-
terdny ber son received o letter from the
Tuylors at Browning, telling bim to he ready
it 10 o'clock lnst night to go away; that Gus
Meoks and children waited for Tavior until
miduight, when two men who 3
w George and Bill Taylor
bome in n wagon.  Moeeks nod his fnmily got
into the wacon and started for Browning.

The details of the erime, as pear as
obtiined, weres told by the litrie sev
old girl, who was suffering greatly as sha re-
