Laxseavs, Mo., May 12.—A courier just in
from the pursuit of the Taylor brothers, who
killed the Meeks [amily noar Browning, says
the men were found at the house of a brother-
in-law last night. They relused to surrender,
and the sheriff would not fire on them for
fear of killing some of the women of the
house, It was decided to guard the promises
until daylight, but during the night the Tay-
lors escaped.

It Is thought they are making for Indian
territory.

The man who harbored them [s a relative
named Leonned, who lives in the southern
part of Sullivan county. The couarer says
Sheriff Horton 1s in pursuit of the murderers
and may overtake them soon,

Mmax, Mo., May 12,—A telegram just re-
ecived from the seene of the tragedy says
that the Taylors are surrounded In an old
houss, and while exchanging shots with their
pursuers fought their way out. Thev are
again surrounded inthebrush, The pursuers
have ealled on Milan for n bundred men, and
thut nnmber fins left for the scene,

HIGHER THAN MCKIKLEY LAW.

Senator James Finde Some Mistakes In
His Cotton Schednles,

The cotton schadule of the compromise
tarifl biil wiil be still further amendod by the
Sennte Financs Committee, and the probablil-
ties qre that the new amendments will bo put
in very soon,

The reason for this proposed action is
found in the fact that the careful serutiny
which Senator Jones has been able to give
the schedale sinee it was introduced, and
which was impossible before the futroduoction
of the amendments, has revealed the fact that
some of the duties proposed on the high
grade eottons in the amendments are higher
than was intended. It appears that in some
cases they are higher even than Ia the Me-
Kinley law, aud suoh rates wore not intended
in noy of the scheduins of the now bill,

The mistake was due to the chanze {n the
classifieation of cofton goods, rendering a
comparison very difflenit and making it a
matter of much timeo and labor, Thers is no
intention of changing the classifleation, for
the committes think that the chango made in
this respect from the old systemn will prove
upon trial & very great improvement over the
syetem used in former tariff laws,

The system now proposed fs the French
system, and it is said o have proved very
satisfactory fo France, Thers are probably
some other errors of alike charscter in the
bill which the committes will change, making
an avernge reduction of from 90 to 26 per
oent, from the MeKinley tariff,

KEW HOUSE RULE.

Will Attempt to Put a Sugar Rider on the
Appropriaiion Bill.

An interesting question will be prosanted to
the House next week when the Committee on
Rules, of which Speaker Crisp is chairman,
reports on the resolution of Nepresentative
Breckinridge, of Arknnsas, fora new rule
permitting a tarifl amemdment on sugar as o
rider to one of the approprintion bills, The
committes has not vet acted oo the resolu-
tion, but Mr. Breckinridge has no doubt the
ritle will be framed. Ho says thers hay been
no hurry about it, as the legislative, judicisl
and executive appropristica bill will not be
{:r{m:n{ed until next weak, and it is on this

il that it is purposed to attempt to engraft
the sugar amendment,

The rule, after belng framed by the commit-
tee, will havo to be pessed on by the House,

The Loulslana delegation in Cungress are
alive to the Importance of the new rule.
They do not want the Liules Committee to re-
yun it, and, if reportad, they will ecek to de-

eat it in the Houss, They will nrge that o
tarifl rider to an approprintion bill fa without
precedent; that it is an unjustifiabie confu-
sion of taril with appropriations, and such
a rider at thelpresent time would be u reflee-
tion Ly the House on the Benate,

nnd gases produoced locreases the fuldity of
the molten materinl, prevents oxidation and
blistering, and produces dense, smootl cast-
ings of the highest mechanical qualities.

In & small experimental lurnace a too and
a-half of pig fron was smelted in fNfteen
minutes by s ecurrent of 30,000 amperes aad
fifty volts—atout 2,000 hors= power. With wat-
er power the cost is very low, and even using
sieam Lo genernts the electrical eurrent thors
i3 o economy in fuel in smoelting of thirty to
