BENEFITS OF A SINGLE TAX

Labor Commissioners Listen to Dr.
Longstreet and Mr. Ralston.
—_ e

EXISTING EXAMPLES ARE CITED

Fremdenstadt and Its Royalty on Natural Re-
sources—Now Zealand and the Single Tax
Application of the System in Hyattaville—
Methods of Investigation.

The commissioners of lubor of the several
states, now holding their convention in the
Baltimore Sun bullding, wers nddressed yes-
terdny morning by Dr. B. F. Longstreet and
J. H. Balston upon fnets showing the advan-
tage of the single tax system and methods of
investigating soch ndvantages,

Dr. Longstreet stated that the golden age
of labor in England followed ns the direct re-
sult of the destruction of land values,brought
about by the “black death” jo England in
1547, He illustrated the partinl working of
the single tax by the happy condition of af-
fairs in Fremdenstmit, where royalties upon
the use of the national sources of wealth
more than pald all taxes. Similar results
were obtained from lke causes in & Spunish
town. The speaker enlled attention to New
Zealand, as offering the most recent and fa-
vorable developmoent of the single tax idea,
where the labor question consisted in finding
men to do work,'nnd **Coxey armies” were
by this system rendered unknown.

Mr. Ralston followed by showing the eflect
o focal appliestion of the single tax in Hyatts-
ville upon lnrge and small hoiders, In
auswer to questions he pomntsd out that ex-
eessive rental and selling price of land and
gpecuiation in conneetion therewith wis the
efficient cauee of the prosent industrinl de-
pression by the bunlons foreed upon indus-
try. He also indicated o course ol Inguiry
by which thess facta could be developed,

In auswer to further fuquiries Mr, Halston

uggested ns & subject of Inyestigation the
division of property for assessment intothe
three classes of land, improvemonts and per-
sotual property, with the preseut rate of ns-
sesament, followed by an estimate of the rate
of tuxation on land only necessary to ralse
the same revenue, and the effects to resull
thereirom upon different elasses of ownors.
