Resolutions Favoring Free Coinage of Gold
and siherot 10 to I.

The Bimetallic Leaguo yes-

terday considered the report of the committeo
on resolutions.

As finally adopted the resolutions declare
that the League is unalterably opposed to the
further issue of interest-bearin- g bonds, that
beforo casting their votes for Congressmen
the members of tho Leaguo will require assur-
ances of adherence to the free coinage of sil-
ver and gold at 10 to 1, and a pledge that if a
bill providing for such coinage is passed by
Congress and vetoed by tho President they
will work for nnd voto to pass the bill over
the President's veto; that if the election of
President is thrown into the House, they will

oto onl for the person in favor of free colu-ag- e;

denounce the present sjstcm of national
banks as the monumental monopoly of the
nineteenth eenturj; recommend tho enact-
ment of a sjttem ol curreucy that will insure
a per c.ipita circulation of 50, to be mado up
by tbo freo coinage of siler ami gold at 1G to
1 and the issue of Treasury notes; assert that
tbo discontinuance of the issulince of siler
money and tho repletion of the' Treasury by
bond "issues is burdensome on tho masses; de-
clare that it is tho duty of the Secretary of tho
Treasury to coin tho bullion uowin the Treas-
ury and to pay interest on the public debt
with silver, and demand the isstio of

of notes of small
denominations.

On motion of one. of tho delegates a resolu-
tion was adopted nrraiguing Congress for
legislation which, it is alleged, had burdened
thu people by benefiting tho creditor class at
the expense of the producing class, the isuo
of interest-bearin- g bonds nnd tho demonetiza-
tion of silver being especially denounced.
Speech making was then tho order of the day.
